Mysteries Surround

Death Of Sudan Man

An aura of mystery sur-
rounds the mid-November
death of an elderly Sudan
man. “‘Still under investi-
gation’’ is the word given
by law enforcement agen-
cies in charge of the inves-
tigation of the slaying of
Joseph J. Stark.

The elderly Sudan resi-
dent, otherwise known as
“Junky Joe'' was found
dead in his Sudan home on
Wednesday, November 18.
Multiple stab wounds
were found in his back and
neck; however, later re-
ports revealed that the
actual cause of Stark’s dea-
th was apparently a blow to
the head, behind the ear.

First reports indicated
that Stark had been slain
sometime late Tuesday or
early Wednesday (Novem-
ber 17 or 18). Authorities
also reported that Stark’s
white Ford pickup truck
and wallet were missing
and presumed stolen.

Further investigation re-
vealed that Stark, in fact,
had been dead since the
Sunday prior to the discov-
ery of this partially clad
body Wednesday morning
after neighbors reported
seeing his body inside his
home through an opened
door.

On November 15, a Sun-
day before the discovery of
Stark’s body, the pickup
belonging to the deceased

Farmers Reminded
Of Timely Dates

Make vertical cuts at the

Make sure your present
flooring surface is clean, dry
and smooth,

Step 2: Measure and cut the
floor:

Unroll the flooring in a
larger room or in a clean
basement, driveway or
garage, and cut to the di-
mensions of your floor plan.
Add about three inches on
all sides for easy trimming
later on.

Advance Preparations:

Before buying your floor,
make a simple diagram of
your room to determine
exactly how much flooring
you need to complete the
job. Twelve foot wide rolls
such as those from Manning-
ton, for example, will allow
seamless installations in
most rooms.
Step 1: Prepare the room:

Clear the room of all
furniture and movable ap-
pliances,

Carefully remove and save
moldings, cove base and
other trim along the edge of

Using a straight
edge, cut the floor-
ing along the walls.

Now roll it up along the
longest side, pattern side in,
and transfer it to the room
for installation.

Step 3: Positioning the floor

Fit the flooring along the
longest straight wall, allow-
ing it to curve up the wall.

Make vertical cuts into the
flooring so it will lie flat in
the corners.

Step 5: Finishing Touches

Replace molding and trim
by nailing them to the wall
and not to the floor. Allow
a bit of clearance above the
flooring, about 1/8 inch for
normal expansion and con-
traction. That’s all there is
to it.

Not until sometime Wed-
nesday, after the report of
Stark’s death, did the
Lamb County Sheriff’s off-
ice receive word of the
burned vehicle. Lamb Co-
unty Sheriff McNeese was
at a loss to explain the
reason for the delay in
reporting.

Sheriff Henderson stated
that he *‘just figured it was
somebody’s vehicle that
caught on fire and they had
abandoned it.”" Nothing
more was done until the
report came out on Stark’s
murder, Wednesday. At
that time, Bailey County
sheriff's department noti-
fied authorities of the re-
covery of the deceased’s
vehicle.
