In thé spring of 1910 the enu-
merators of the Federal Census
department visited every farm
house in Gray county and made
inquiries pertaining to the vari
ous phases of our agriculture,
The result of the canvasses have
Just been published and reveal
some unique, as well as interest.
ing, information.

According to the reports there
are 45 jackasses on the farms
and ranges of this county and
their total valuation is given at
$0,725.

The jackass population of
Texas is 20,498 which have a to-
tal value of $1,720,074. Only
two farms out of one hundred
reported jackasses at the last
census and the total number of
lexas farms reportiug was 851.
The average value per head is
$54.25 or $12.47 more than that
of the Texas horse.
