IWvausc our summrr precipita­
tion is usually rather scanty and 
oft«*n torrential, it is Imperative 
that tin* soil t»> nisnuited so as 
to allow it to absorb and retain 
as much moisture a* tiosslble.

Soils in tin* Donley Soil Con­
servation District generally when 
welted tend to run together atvl 
seal at the surface, thus pro- 
venting the water to enter the 
•oil.

Under such condition« stubhl* 
! mulching comes into its own 
Stubble mitlt'hing means plow mg 
ih«* land so as to leave a pro- 
l**clive mulch of crop residue on 
or near th«* surface of the soil 

Th«* residues th«*n break tho 
fall of the raindrops, minimiz­
ing the disintegrating eft«*,-» of 
th«*tr impact on the soil particles 
and greatly increasing the nmount 
of water entering the soil

To do a good job of stubble 
mu tilling, a sw cep-* vpe implc- 
ment must be liseri Th«* first 
cultivation should he started as 
soon as possible aft«*r harvest 
before th«* soil tsfnnii', too hard 
and dry. The first cultivation is 
mad** at the greatest depth and 
each successive cultivation should 
be shallower to Insure a firm 
srodbed at planting tliue
