*<• checked voilh Pete Fill- 
bright the local rain recorder, 
and hi» official gauge regialm-d 
it na moisture In fact it was 
33 of an inch in moisture, and 
brought the y e a r*  total to i t NX

Th<‘n on top of that, (he first 
»now of the fall and winter sea- 
ton tell, few It waa barely 
enough to cover p irt of the 
ground, but it fell The »now 
dldn t register enough moisture 
ta» mcaaure on I “etc'» rain gauge, 
however, The snow fell for only j 
a few minutes, beginning at about 
11 .TO Saturday night.

The rain waa the first to fall j 
here »In«* O ctober 6. when N7 of j 
an Inch fell. Slroi* August X.j 
only .98 of an inch had fallen 1 
In McD-an. prior to the .33 of an , 
inch last Saturday

Hut actually, the area la not ' 
far behind the past two years 
in total moisture In 1953, slight - j 
ly more than 15 inches of mois­
ture fell, and in 1982. the ram- ! 
fall was approximately the same 
as this year

For aomc reason, though, the 
ur>t ton crop in the local area 
turned (Nit to be the best in a 
number of years Nearly every 
«<tton field produced from a hall 
to a hale and a half p«*r acre 
H. F. Holland reports that the 
Mel -can Gin. of which he is man- 
ager. ginned quite a bit of cot­
ton from field* that produced 
mote than a bale per acre.

To date, the gin has process«! 
2. lo t bale*. Holland said. "W a 
do not exja*ct to hit 2,200 ball*»." 
h< explained, "since we estimate 
there are only about 20 or 25 
more tut lea to be gathered in our 
area **

When thi* fall season opened 
with the firit t»ale in September, 
most observer» felt that the cot­
ton production would likely aver­
age less than one-third of a bale 
jier acre ao th«'' higher prtaluction 
waa a welcome surprise

CONTROLS GET 
FARMER OKAY

Cotton farm ers throughout th«' 
U S. voted overwhelmingly Tu»*»- 
day in favor of the strictest 
controls in history next year, in 
«<rd«*r to retain relatively high 
government price supports 

The first 13 states reporting 
In a nation-wide referendum, 
showed 202,699 in favor of the 
plan to reditce 1955 acreage a l­
lotments. and only 13.446 opposed 

In Gray County, the one bal­
loting box at Mclz'an for the 
county showed 47 to five for the 
eon trots.

The 93 8 per rent vote first 
reported throughout the nation in 
favor of Secretary Henson's plan, 
dcsigtud to rut into growing 
cotton surpluses, was lar in ca ­
ress of the two-thirds majority 
n m W  tout year, the pereetrt- 
age in the final tally waa 94 per 
cent in favor.

Dnder the program, farmers 
are to plant no more than IN- 
1I3.2UM acres in cotton n«*xt year 
compared with more than 21 mil­
lion thia year Price support* 
ure to be set at anywht're from 
K2‘? to 90 per cent of parity 

If farm ers had rej«*ct«*d the 
Benson [irogram, support* would 
have fallen automatically Irom 
this year's 90 per cent to 50 p«'r 
cent in 1956 Controls have twver 
been reje«9«d i n ’ the eight prrv- 
kius referendum*

F r e q u e n t  
rof«renco to thu Chriatma» fa- 
eorito in In fU ik  literature dat­
ing a* far bark as tho Fifteenth 
century, m ailed the A m tnrin  
B aker* A ssociation to recon­
struct the appearance and con­
tents of th* mince pie and cus­
toms surrounding it over the 
centuries.

Always considered an essential 
part in the Christmas observ­
ance* tn England, the pies once 
were more of a mam course than 
a deaaert. They eaatained a large 
portion of bolted pork mi ted with 
minced dates, cloves, mace, raw- 
ins, salt and ginger during tho 
reign of King Henry V

Bolted pork was replaced by 
finely shredded mutton as the 
chief ingredient in the mince­
meat pie* at ths time of Henry 
V III, Edward VI, and Queens 
Mary and Elisabeth Thick roils 
af dough were used to line large 
deep-sided dishes and this in turn 
was covered with another layer 
af thick pastry to form the top 
crust of the pie,

In America, th* fruit content

of the pie gradually  was in ­
creased until today th* miner pie 
has become a mixture of fruit 
and »pice*, with the addition of 
meat optional.

While the pumpkin pie alway 
has been synonymous with 
holiday season in America. It has 
changed Its appearance and taste 
much more drastically over th* 
years than has Its miner meat 
cousin

Shortly after ths Pilgrims ar­
rived in the New World, failure 
of th* gram crop# resulted in a 
shortage of dour for pastry. 
However, their craving for bak­
ery deltraetd» was satisfied be­
es use of th* never-fading pump­
kin crop which the Indians had 
taught them to raise Pilgrim 
women used pumpkin flour to 
•aai.* pastry goods and the filling 
also was made from lhe pumpkin 
after it had been cooked and 
sweetenod with augar and honey.

dues The major coverage has, in 
fact, developed on the group basis 
with the cooperation of employ­
er* in business and industry.

Eighty per cent of all families 
with insurance got it as mem­
bers of a group, by payroll deduc­
tions, at their place of work 
Group enrollment has made pos­
sible lower premium charges 
than are possible for individuals, 
because the risk is spread There 
are fewer restrictions and limi­
tations for the same reason. 

Occupation a Factor 
If you work on a farm you 

aren't nearly so likely to be in­
sured—only 45% of our rural 
population are covered. A lower 
percentage of families are in­
sured if the chief wage earner 1s 
self-employed, as a lawyer, a 
motel owner, a writer, an engi­
neer or a druggist, or If you are 
a fisherman, a forest ranger or a 
• hired hand" in the country. A 
substantially large group has 
usually ben required to form a 
health insurance unit, although 
the trend is in the direction of 
smaller groups. Individual poli­
cies have only recently become 
generally available Those work­
ing by two's or three's for small, 
independent employers »nd hold­
ing insurance have, therefore, 
been smaller in numbers 

Anybody under 65 is eligible to 
apply for insurance through the 
many private or non-profit volun­
tary health insurance plana in tha 
U. S. A recent survey of health 
insurance policv holder» by the 
University ot Chicago's National 
Opinion Research Center under 
the sponsorship of the Health In­
formation Foundation reveals, 
however, that most of us seem to 
need that extra shove from above 
or behind in order to make us 
sign up There are good reasons 
why. For independent policy 
holders, the premiums run high 
and the benefits are more restrict­
ed than those whifh cover mem- 
liers who join in large groups 

Other Health Information Foun­
dation surveys are seeking facts 
today that will provide some 
basis for banding these "loner* 
and small groups of employees 
together so that they can qualify 
for group benefits. It is proving 
a slower lob, however, for the 
majority of them live in the coun­
try Only 45% of all non-city 
dwellrrs carry insurance, while 
70% of our city population U in­
cluded.

Income Affects Insurance
Unfortunately. It seems that 

those who need health insurance j 
most are the ones who are least 
likely to hsve it. The Health j 
Information Foundation survey 
d »loved that half of the families 
who carry any kind of health In-1

lies who earn 35000 or more are 
H4)% insured

Worth the Cost
Many low income families, how­

ever. seem lo think that health 
insurance is worth sacriffcing for. 
There are at present 20 million 
people in the U. S. who earn less 
than 32000 in cash per year (their 
incomes may be boosted by pay- 
ment in grain, food, clothes, eic.) 
Hut even these families sre 30% 
insured against some medical 
emergencies. Since five to six 
million people at any one time 
receive public welfare assistance, 
they are part of the 20 million 
under 32000 per year and they are 
not, of course, able to purchase 
health insurance.

Once you have health insur- ' 
ance coverage, you can continue ; 
to protect youiself and your de­
pendents even after you reach 
old age. With rare exceptions, 
however, people over 05 are not 
eligible to enroll for new poll- 
cies. After 05 there is a sharp 
drop from the national level of 
nearly 70% to 50% and after age 
75 there Is a further drop of 35ffc. 
Since persons in this age group . 
are not likely to acquire new 
family responsibilities, this may 
indicate that most of u* buy our i 
health policies with an eye to the 
future and for the lienefit of our | 
dependents rather than for our- j 
selves.

Female vs Male Heads
~Oddty enough, families with a 

woman at the head of them, al­
though seemingly less secure than 
those with a man in the house, 
are less likely to carry health in­
surance. On an average 48% of 
families w ith female heads carry 
insurance as contrasted with 60%. 
of male-headed families. Sur­
veyors did not think, however, 
that thla means that a woman In 
a man's role is more reckless or 
less fearful of the future than the 
man she replace«. What it prob­
ably does mean 1s that women, 
even though they are the bread­
winners, are less likely to have 
job« that bring them in contact 
with insurance opportunities.

Nearly 80% of all the people 
carrying health insurance got 
their policies through their place 
of work or through membership 
in some group Nine per cent 
hold policies wnich they got while 
members of a group but kept after 
leaving. Thirty-two per cent of 
all policy holder* signed up as 
individuals, because it seemed to 
be a good idea. It these add up to 
more than 100% it’s because of a 
small percentage who want to be 
real sure that they will have 
enough coverage to meet the 
whole amount of their health 
bills—they hold both individual 
and group policies. In many 
cases they are taking advantage 
of new forms of protection— 
catastrophic, major illness, major 
disease and others.

Tuberculosis, many years ago 
l he nations leading cause of 
death, la losing out because ol 
m ans fight for better health 
Once the lending cause Of death 
in Texas, too, tuberculosis now 
ranks ninth In Texas as a cause 
oi death, say* Ur. Henry A 
liollc. state health officer l a i l  
year all forms of tuberculosis 
killed 1,070 Texans, while 20 years 
ago with a population of only 
two thuds of our present pop­
ulation there were 4* 120 deaths

Tuberculonu usually attacks 
the lungs The disease is spread 
from person to person, through 
germ laden droplets or sputum 
duk-hargixl by an infected per­
son It ran be spread through 
kissing, breathing air containing 
tiibercuhoia germs, and through 
handling objects iw d  In common 
with tuberculosis persons. l*hil- 
dren ar.* easily susceptible to 
tuberculosis infection as they 
ure to other disease germs

Tuberculosis victims have a 
good chanre to recover, if the 
disease Is found in Its early 
stagea, and the physician’* m- 
s miction» for treatment are care 
fully followed.
