BIGNESS IN BUSINESS
TODAY, in mil out ol goternnwnt circles, there •« much talk nboul 
bignms in business «nd what, if anything, should be done about it. 
This talk has been stimulated by the great numbers of business 
mergers that have taken place in late year». The issue, regardless 
of one's view of it. Is obviously enormously important An excellent 
discussion and review appeared m a recent issue of the New York 
Time» Mjg.irme, written by a world famous economist, Ptofessor 
Sumner H, Slichter of Harvard. He urges: "Let us examine the 
good ¿nd the bad aspects of bigness, and m so doing let us attempt 
to reach conclusions concerning the kind of public polices that 
would give the country both vigorous competition and high tech­
nological efficiency."

Or Slichter’s article cannot be adequately covered in a brief 
space, but certain points deserve w.de understanding. It k true 
that b<g bignesses are far bigger than they used to be- the assets 
of the <9 largest manufacturers today, rxpressrd in dollars of 
constant purchasing power, are six times as large as the assets of 
their equivalents of 1900 But other elements of tile economy have 
grown vastly, too Or Slichter cites labor— "the 10 largest unions 
at present have 15 times as many member» as the 10 largest unions 
in 1900.*

Moreover, the situation varies greatly from industry to industry. i 
According to Or. Slichter Among 4U  monuf acturmg industries, 
in only 4b do the four largest companies produce 75 per cent or 
more of the output: while in 1M industries the four largest
companies turn out less than 75 per cent of the output “  And b*j- 1 
neaa la not necessarily permanent. Poe example, only one ol ln< 
15 largest manufacturrrs of <900 Is in that select group today 
This trend. Or. Slichter says, is largely “ a result of the rise of 
new industries."

Then he deals with the marked change in thinking on the subject 
of bigness A traditional criticism was that b<g business behaved 
monopolistically and used its power to prevent competition and 
keep prices high, and was slow to expand That eeitic<sm la rarely 
heard these days, foe it simply does net square with the facts.
Some of the biggest businesses ars engaged tn the toughest com 
potitive scraps, are spending money at a vast rate foe expansion, 
and arc doing everything conceivable to woo the consumer. So 
present day critics argue instead that big firms are doing more 
than their share of growing, and advocate. In Or. Slichter» words: 
" (t|  that merger» of companies be -onelderably restricted, and i2>
that a legal limit be placed an the xhar» of sates in an industry
that any one concern might be permitted ts make."

Or Slichter finds that the "new arguments against b'gneas are 
eartaordinanly weak " A limit on sire, he states, "would interfcrs 
with the freedom of consumers to buy the goods of their first
choice," and would have many other ill effects. He believes that 
mergers should be encouraged far the most part, and prohibit'd 
only when the proposed mergers cencern targe companies w turn 
the same industry «nd the result would be weakening of competition 
He especially favor» merger» of companies in different industries 
on the grounds that "they usually invigorate competition"

At the same time. Dr Slichter feet» that in various cases th# 
division of companies, on a voluntary basis, mt# smaller units 
would be advantageous to all eonoerned and should be encouraged 
He advocates an unusual incentive hero— that stockholder» be given 
certain tax benefits when such a division takes place

All m all. the problem ie a comple« one It 1» certainly trur 
that arbitrary and narrow restrictions on business growth would b» 
a heavy brake on progresa. At the same tune, almost everyone 
wants to prevent monopoly And thee» is one pom! of the greatest 
significance bees, that is implied as well ** stated throughout Or 
•tlch ter» article—monopoly and bigness ars net necessarily the same 
thing. Mere else ie not a danger in itself.

These sequence melds are actually 
canastas so. of course, they may tie 
counted as one of the tico ranoslas 
needed before you can go out tn 
Samba.

There Is one minor point In Samba 
for the beginner to remember. In 
Samba no mrid may have more than 
tu>o wild cards while In Canasta a 
meld may contain up to three wild 
enrds Also. In Samba you regularly 
draw tiro cards from the stock but 
discard only one. *

Another feature peculiar to Samba 
Is that a player must always hold 
at least two matching cards to take 
the discard pile. In Canasta, you'll 
remember, all that Is required to 
take the unfroten discard pack la a 
combination of one matching card 
and one wild card.

But the bigdest differences tietween 
the two games it that Samba uses 
three decks of cards against Canaa- 
ta's Iwo. allows for higher scoring, 
and Is generally a more exciting game 
due to its wider melding opportuni­
ties Two players at Samba And that 
It does not tend to be so one-sided 
as two-hand Canasta and aix players 
have discovered that the three pocks 
gives everyone more turns.

community.

At present 197 counties in Texas 
do not liave full time heultli pro­
tection Dr Holle has as one of 
his goals complete health pro­
tection in every county of the 
state Some counties now have 
i large enough population to pro­
vide this service, but for counties 
having »parse population, two or 
more could pool their resources 
amt have the advantage of up to 
date public health methods.

COMMISSION

The Game and Fish Commission 
proposed practically the sains 
waterfowl season as last year, a 
later south zone mourning dove 
opener, and a closed whitewing 
dove season for this (all.

Meeting in Austin, the com­
mission authorized open seasons 
on antelope In both the Panhandle 
and West of the Pecos, where it 
has the authority to regulate 
hunting seasons, with upward of 
two hundred does to be taken 
West of the Pecos in addition to 
four hundred plus buck antelope 

The statewide big game season, 
which is fixed by slate law, will 
he from November 16 through 
December 31. The statewide quail 
season is from December 1 thru 
January 16.

The commission recommended 
to the Federal Fish and Wildlife 
Service, which has final authority 
on migratory birds, that the duck 
and goose season open Friday. 
November 4, and continue thro 
January 3. Shooting hours, in­
cluding the opening day. would 
be from one half hour before 
sunrise to sunset. Hag limits 
would be five ducks per day or 
ten in |*>**e*aton and five geese 
per day or five in possession 

Kixxrmmendations on mourning
