Rainfall to date In Mcl*an Is 
more than four inches behind that 
of last year, according to the 
city rain gauge maintained by 
Pete Fulbright.

Wednesday the year’s total 
for rainfall stood at 9U3 inches 
as compared to 13.38 inches last 
year at the same time.

July started out with rain for 
the first three days, but the 
amount was so small that this 
year's average continue« to fall 
behind that of last year.

Last measurable rain, here was 
July 3 when .20 of an Inch was 
recorded On July 1 McLean re­
ceived .15 of an Inch, and on the 
2nd 22 of an Inch of rain fell 
here

Last year's heaviest rain here 
fell In May and July, according 
to the records

Compared to other sections of 
Texas, the Panhandle seems to 
be doing much better than most 
other areas In the state, moisture- 
wise, when this year's rainfall Is 
checked against averages of other 
years.

News of Soil

CONSERVATION
Selective service may he ap­

plied to the land Just at It has 
been applied to the nation's man­
power during the war emergency.

According to the most intensive 
use that can be safely made of 
them with essential soil conserv­
ation practices, lands of the nation 
can be grouped into eight differ­
ent classes Under this system 
of classification, the heaviest bur­
den of crop production is placed 
on the best land.

The first four classes are suit­
able for cultivation:

Class 1—may be cultivated in 
definitely, with no special treat 
ment other than good farm man 
agement

Class 2 may be cultivately In 
definitely with the use of simple 
practices to protect the land.

Class 3 may be cultivated In 
definitely with the use of In 
tensive treatment or practice» to 
protect the land.

Class 4 land that Is best suit­
ed to permanent grass, but which 
may be cultivated occasionally 
primarily to erosion-resistInK 
crops, with very intensive prac­
tices.

The next three classes are for 
land not suitable for cultivation;

Class 5— land suitable for perm­
anent vegetation It Is only 
slightly susceptible to deteriora­
tion, and requires no special 
practice» or restrictions In use.

Class 6 - land suitable for perm­
anent vegetation but subject to 
mod* rate deterioriation. It re­
quires moderate restrictions In 
use. with or without special con­
servation practices.

Class 7 -  land suitable for perm­
anent vegetation but subject to 
severe deterioriation. It requlrss 
aim * restrictions in use. with 
or without special conservation 
practices

The eighth class is for land 
suitable neither for grass, wood­
land. nor for cultivation. It is 
land of little or no economic val­
ue, except for wildlife purposes 
Our river beds are an example 
of this class of land.

After a landowner has applied 
to the district for assistance in 
establishing a conservation sys­
tem on his land, the first step 
taken la a soil conservation tur 
vey by the Soil Conservation 
Service. This survey Is «n in­
ventory of the land resources, to 
determine the soil type, the slope, 
the use bring made of the land, 
and the extent and kind of soil 
erosion Land classifications are 
based on this Information and 
are used In working with the 
landowner to plan the needed 
conservation treatment of the

$71,000 of the money This bridge 
is located about 12 miles east of 
Lefors.

The Bohr Creek bridge, about 
six miles north and east of Groom, 
would take $62.000 of the funds.

Hoover bridge, 14 miles north­
east of Pampa. would come in 
for $35.000. and a road scheduled 
for construction from the bridge 
to U 8 Highway 60 would cost 
about $100.000

A two and three-quarters mile 
road planned to run west from 
Highland General Hospital and 
then north to Intersect with the 
airport road at Pampa Is sched­
uled to cost $66.000

Th** Denworth bridge Is of par­
ticular importance to residents of 
the McLean area since It Is on s 
school bus route, mall route, and 
Is the only link to the oil. gas 
and ranching area to the north 
from here

A heavy turn-out of voters in 
this part of the county is an­
ticipated since this area stand* to 
benefit so much if the bond tssuo 
carries, local people believe. The

THE RECORD SPEAKS
Germany a country which was ravaged by w ar, 

suffered total defeat, and has since been a bedeviled 
sector of the cold w ar—con teach the United States 
some lessons as to the value of free enterprise.

Germany s postwar economic recovery is almost uni­
versally described as miraculous. That miracle, as 
W illiam Henry Chamberlain explains in a book review 
appearing in National Republic, is one of the most com­
pelling arguments ' for the dynamic effectiveness of 
capitalism, without but»,' ‘whereases,’ and on the other 
hands ."  He adds: ’ The men who directed economic 
policy . . . believed passionately in free enterprise, 
competition, free international trode and investment."

By contrast, those European nations— including vic­
torious nations which deserted these principles in favor 
of some form of paternalistic state have suffered one 
economic- crisis after another, coupled with all manner 
of political crises.

The record speaks for itseslf.
• • •

GETTING A MEDICAL DEGREE
The educational process that leods to a doctor of 

medicine is a long one. The cost of the schooling is 
high a fort which may have discouraged many young 
people with the ambition to study medicine but little 
or nothing in the way of financial resources.

An encouraging word, however, has come from the 
president of the American Medicol Association. last 
year, he reports, the largest group of medical students

33%— came from families in which the father was
a laborer or in the lower levels of business. And only
11% of all medical students could look to their parents
for their sole source of income.

•

Where did they get the necessary money? Vocation 
earnings were one important source— and so were the 
earnings of wives. The AMA s president said that, while 
he did not want to encourage students to fake on the 
added responsibility of a fam ily, if is a foct that 18% 
of the students reported that wives earnings, averog- 
ingmg $2,500, accounted for the largest part of their 
incomes.

Gifts and loans also enter into the income picture. 
In this connection, the schools themselves can be a 
source of needed help. Of the country s 81 approved 
medical schools, 43 offer scholarships and 59 offer 
loans to freshmen. Twenty of the schools give cash 
prizes, 72 offer scholarships and 81 offer loans to upper­
classmen

Getting that medical degree is a problem for young 
people without a backlog of money But—given the
requisite determination and ability— it con be done

Thus, we see that a successful 
ranch community must have an 
abundance of useful wildlife and 
a low number of the harmful 
kinds. It must have what is 
called a favorable biologic bal­
ance

A system of ranching that sup 
ports a family well, without de­
pleting basic resources, has a 
favorable biologic balance Ranch­
ing that depletes the soil and re­
sults in plagues of Insects and 
crop diseases has an unfavorable 
biologic balance

You may be surprised at the 
wildlife population living on well 
managed ranches in the Gray- 
County SDC. Present on well 
managed ranches in the Gray 
County SDC are the adapted game 
birds and animate, quail, dove, 
wild turkey, pheasants, squirrels 
and on some ranches, ducks, deer 
and antelope

Large-mouth bass, bluegill# and 
channel ratfish supply fun and 
food for farm families fortunate 
enough to have a farm pond 
Many farm ponds produce from 
ISO to 250 pounds of fresh fish 
per acre each year While no 
two kinds of wildlife have exactly 
the same requirements for living. 
It is safe to say that all kinds 
need food, cover and water To 
be really useful, food must be 
plentiful and close to cover that 
will furnish protection from ene­
mies and weather It must be 
available in the seasons when it 
is usually scarce

On most farm land In the Gray 
County SDC. there IS enough food 
from late spring to fall Insects, 
wild fruits, weed seeds, waste 

| grains, nuts, or green plants are 
available The critical season Is 

| winter There are no insects, 
many wild fruits are gone

Planting perennial food produc­
ing plants close to good cover is 
the best way to be sure you have 
enough wildlife food throughout 
the year. Good management of 
cover can be boiled down to two 

i essentials -unbumed. ungrued. 
unmowed grass for netting; dense 
or thorny hushes for protection 
from predators and for netting
