SOIL DISTRICT

One phase of grassland con-
servation in the Gray County Soil
Conservation District is controli-
ing run-off water so as to prevent
erosion. Probably the most im-
portant step in controlling this
run-off is to leave more grass
cover on the land. Sufficlent
cover will help prevent sealing
of the surface, slow the water
down as it moves toward the

draws, decrease evaporation, and I

hold soil temperatures down. It
will, in turn, help get more water
into the ground and promote
better use of avallable water.

In some instances, it may be
necessary to construct  erosion
dams. Their main purpose Is to
control excessive amounts of run-
off water, and help to prevent
further gullying.
