Brucellosis Program

The Texas Animal
Health Commission and
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
periment Station are seek-
ing information from the
state’s livestock producers

and cattle auction markets

to assist in a cost-benefit
study for the Texas brucel-
losis program.

Two thousand cattlemen
and 161 livestock auction
markets are being contac-
ted by mail in this effort,

““We are seeking infor-
mation which we can in-
corporate into the Texas
brucellosis program to
make it more practical for

the cowman,”” Dr. John
Holcombe, executive di-
rector, Texas Animal

Health Commission, ex-
plained. Cooperating in
this project is Dr. Neville
P. Clarke, director, Texas
Agricultural Experiment
Station, College Station.

Of the 2,000 livestock
producers, half of them
will involve quarantined

herds for beef and dairy.

““One of the major areas
of concern involves the
management characteris-
tics, herd health practices,
and cattle movement data
among both quarantined
and non-quarantined live-
stock. Information which is
received will be handled in
a confidential manner; in-
dividual operations will not
be identified,” Dr. Hol-
combe explained.

Marketing firms are be-
ing asked to provide data
on movement of beef
breeding cattle and dairy
cows and heifers. ‘‘This,
too, will be held in confi-
dence; individual firm in-
formation will not be iden-
tified,”’ he said.

When the information
has been received and an-
alyzed, programs can be
devised to assist the Texas
Animal Health Commission
in implementing the state’s
brucellosis program.

0AU & Washington

For many years, U.S. administrations have avoided
offending or openly opposing the goals and views
of the Organization of African States.

That was because Washington viewed sympatheti-
cally the aspirations of newly-formed black nations. The
time has come, however, to question the leadership and
direction of the present-day 0.A.U., and President
Reagan has dared to do just that.

The 0.A.U. is itself to blame. It recently issued a
blunt condemnation of U.S. policy, charging that the
U.S. was now conspiring with South African racists to
delay freedom from Namibia.

That is a transparent and serious distortion of the
truth, and in fact is the current Communist propaganda
line. What the Reagan Administration has been doing
is talking to both sides, and there are two sides.

South Africa fears a turnover of power in Namibia
(formerly Southwest Africa) because Cuban and other
leftwing agents from Angola, to the north, have heavily
infiltrated an organization called SWAPO, the leading
revolutionary movement. There are an estimated 8,000

Cubans in Angola.

Washington in recent weeks and months has
recognized this as a legitimate concern, rightly so,
while continuing to favor independence for Namibia--
via a more neutral or safer transitional process.

It views the recent attack from the OAU as a signal
of who controls that organization, and a State
Department spokesman expresses dismay at the
prospect that Libya's dictator, Moamer Qadhafi, is to

be OAU’s next chairman,

With such exporters of terrorism as Qadhafi in
control of the OAU, more and more western demo-
cracies are sure to part company, regrettably, with that

organization.

AUSTIN -- The appropria-
tions bill which passed
the Legislature would, in
general, authorize and pro-
vide funds for an increase
for State employees of ap-
proximately 14.3% in 1982
and 8.7% in 1983 over the
rates being paid in January,
1981.

Sufficient funds are pro-
vided to grant average
salary increases of 17.06%

in 1982 and 8.7% in 1983 for
faculty and professional
personnel in the universi-
ties, Texas A&M Services,
health science centers and
other medical education
programs. Other personnel
in higher education would
receive approximately
14.3% in 1982 and 8.7% in
1983 over the current
January, 1981 rates.

The bill authorizes an in-
crease in the rate of reim-
bursement for use of an em-
ployee's personally owned
vehicle from $.20 per mile
to $.23 per mile.

Sipce President Reagan topk ofﬁcc, you have been
reading and hearing of presidcntial appointments to
offices ranging from Supreme Court justice to U.S,
attorney for your area. It may be useful to take a moment
to discuss how the appointments process works.

Presidents appoint people to fill positions in both the

executive and judicial branches of government.

In the executive branch, thc_ }’rcsndcnt makcs
appointments to policy making po‘smons,. that is the
cabinet members and their key deputies. This only makes
sense because these are the people who supervise imple-
mentation of his policies and directives. However, since
government agencies also implement ghe laws passed by
Congress, the Senate has a Constlhtuuonal obligation to
“advise and consent’’ to nominations. That means the
Senate must approve the President’s choice by a two-thirds
favorable vote. e

Before the Senate as a whole votes, the nomination is
sent to the appropriate committee for consideration. The
committee holds ‘‘confirmation hearings’’ to determine
the nominee’s qualifications. Questions usually deal with
his or her past experience and expertise in the area of
responsibility. The nominee’s philosophy of government
and general reputation also are factors. :

After the committee has questioned the nominee, and
gathered information from other relevant sources, the
committee votes on whether to recommend that the full
Senate approve the choice.

It is rare for the Senate to reject a nominee. The
President will have carefully considered his choice before
sending the nomination to the Senate. And, even among
senators who disagree with a President’s views, there is a
general feeling that the President needs to have people in
office in the executive branch who are comfortable with his
policies. Therefore, it is not unusual for a senator to vote
in good conscience for a nominee with whom he knows he
will later disagree on almost every issue.

Let me add that I have been delighted with all of
President Reagan’s appointments. I am convinced they are
an unusually able, dedicated group of people who will
serve the American people well.

In the judicial branch, U.S. attorneys -- the federal
government’s prosecutors -- are appointed and confirmed
in the same way as executive branch selections.

All of these people come in with a new Administration
and can be replaced by the next President.

Judges, however, serve lifelong terms. This is one of
the most basic features of our Constitution, as a means of
keeping the justice system independent of political
pressures. The important task of selecting judges who may
serve many years on the bench also is divided between the
President and the Senate.

The President nominates a judge, and the Senate --
after careful hearings -- must approve by a two-thirds
favorable vote.

In determining who will make a good judge, senators
look at the person’s legal knowledge and experience,
general character and approach to the judicial process. By
the last criterion, 1 mean that we must make sure the future
judge understands that the obligation to interpret laws
does not mean the right to make new ones, or to intrude on
the executive and legislative branches’ responsibilities.
