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SOUND ADDS FUN TO VACATION MOVI!S

About 900 million feet of
B8mm movie film will be exposed
this summer by vacationing
An ans all over the world.
This means that this fall there
will be about 24 million neigh-
bors being bored to tears by
having to sit through their
friends' vacation movies.

Available currently at fran-
chised dealers, the Sonorizer
comes complete in a compact
two-piece case which separates
into the loudspeaker unit and
the amplifier section. The top
of the amplifier is flat to ac-
commodate the Bolex 8mm pro-
jector or most all other Smm
projectors. The film is threaded
first through the Sonorizer
soundhead, then through the
projector in the normal manner.

The first time the film is run
through the unit the musical
background ean be recorded.
Then, on a second run-through,
sound-effects and the commen
tary may be superimposed, or
overplayed at the touch of a
“trick” button on the unit's
microphone or on the remote
control button. When this but-
ton is depressed the originally
recorded music fades down au-
tomatically to a lTow background
