The Interstate Commerce Commission Wednes 
day ordered the ratlrood to continue service as 
it is for up to four months while an investigation 
is conducted into the proposal.

Rock Island had planned to discontinue the trains 
on April 5.

Numerous protests from cities and towns along 
the route of the trains which operate between 
Amarillo and Memphis, Tenn were believed to 
have caused the ICC to take action.
