Oil, Gas in Economy Spotlight
The importance of « I  and gas I 

production to M cLean's and Gray 
County's economy is pointed up in 
statistics released to The McLean 
News Hus week by Texas Mid- 
Gontlnent Oil and Gas Association

According to thr* association, pro­
duction from those de«*p holes in 
the earth is worth about $16 m il­
lion a year.

The figures, latest available from 
the U S Bureau of Mine*, are 
from the year 1961 ar»1 show that 
more than one out of every three j 
payroll dollars In the county is 
derived from employment in oil j 
and gas work

This is in addition to the pro­
duction revenue

"We have pulled together some 
figures from the most authoritative

sources so residents of G rsy Coun­
ty can sec how local pocket books 
are affected by some of the issue* 
whirh involve our industry.”  said 
J .  Hyde Tomlinson, association
president

Tomlinson continued:
"Issues of current concern in­

clude the proposals to cut per 
rentage depletion rales, extension 
of federal controls over prices at 
which Texas producers sell their 
gas and development of law* and 
production methods that will help 
Texas compete with other states 
■and nations for m a rk e ts”

The 1961 figures show Gray 
County producing more than 12 3 
million barrels ol crude oil. valued 
at $36 7 million, and 73 billion 
cubic feet of natural gas. with a

value of $6 9 million 
Gray ranks 19th among Texas 

counties in value of oil and gas i 
production In 1961 there were 
t.677 producing wells in the county j 
—3.819 oil and 858 gas. according 
to the Texas Railroad Commission 

The Panhandle Field and the 
West Pampa Field are classified 
by the Oil and G as Journal as 
two of the nations "giant” fteki« 
with an estimated ultim ate recov- ' 
cry in e x c  as of 100 m, I lion barrel* , 
each Mince dtaeovi ry.

County Agtnt Fu at«  Whaley re­
porta that numerous calls have
been made to hts office concern­
ing damage to shade trees and
potential damage to cotton as a 
result of 2. 4-D weed spray drift

He sets forth a few safety rules 
in using 2, 4-D:

1. It should always be kept In
mint! that 2. 4-D regardless of
formulation Is extrem ely toxic to 
cotton and other bruudleaf plants

2. Always spray down wind 
from cotton and other sensitive 
plants.

3. Grain sorghum should be 
sprayed when it is from eight to 
12 inches tall tor maximum con­
trol of weeds and minimum in­
jury to the grain sorghum la rd e r  
or later spraying can injure the 
grain sorghum

4. Set nuzzles so that good cov­
erage of weed* is obtained This 
will vary with type -jf nuzzle ami 
fan angle Setting the spray boom 
low helps minimize d rift. about 
20 inches above weed tops is 
usually a good spacing

Y Never spray when wind is 
above 10 miles per hour and pref­
erably less Remem ber drift is 
the thing that is the most danger 
uu* to nearby cotton and other 
broadleaf plants.

6 Spray pressure should be just 
enough to make nozzles work— 
15-20 pounds per square inch This 
minimizes dnf! It is extremely 
important that the low spray pres­
sure be used because high pressure 
produces small spray droplets 
which are easily carried by wind 
I 'se  large tips to insure adequate 
total spray solution per acre
