On January 8, at 7:00 p.m . 
in the McLean Elementary 
Cafeteria, the Board of Edu­
cation will hear a presentat­
ion on the State Wide survey 
test of which the McLean 
Sixth Grade students partici­
pated. The test is called a 
(P .M .I. and P .R .I. test), 
prescriptive Mathematics 
Inventory and Prescriptive 
Reading Inventory. It is a 
diagnostic test which is aimed 
at determing the level of in­
struction at which the students 
learn best.

The Texas Education Agen­
cy paid the cost of the test 
in order to encourage schools 
to partiepate in the testing 
program. The test could tie 
and may be expanded to other 
grade levels, because the prin 
ciples of the test are applica­
ble to all grades. There ir 
evidence that the testing 
program can be a great help 
to the teachers at all grade 
levels,

Mr. Bob Law, Coordinator 
of Guidance and Counseling, 
from the Panhandle Education 
Service Center will present 
the testing program to the 
Board of Education.

Parents and interested tax­
payers are invited to attend 
the meeting.

Social Security earning 
limits lifted for 72

Starting in 1973, people who 
are working while getting 
social security benefits can earn 
more but never lose more than 
$1 in benefits for each $2 
earned, aaccording to Howard 
L. Weatherly, social security 
branch manager in Pampa.

‘The more you earn, the 
higher your total income will 
be,” Weatherly said. “Under 
the new social security law, 
social security payments will be 
reduced by $1 for every |2 
earned over $2.100 in a year."

Previously, monthly pay 
menU were reduced by $1 in 
benefiU for every $2 earned 
between $1,680 and $2.880 in a 
year ... and by $1 for every $1 
earned over $2,880.

“People 72 and over will 
continue to get their full social 
security benefiU regardless of 
earnings,” Weatherly said. 
Under the new law, people 
under 72 can earn as much as 
$2.100 a year and get their full 
social security benefiU. Differ­
ent rules apply to people 
getting social security disabil­
ity benefiU if they work.

In addition, starting in 1973, 
full benefiU can be paid for any 
month in which an employee's 
wages are not mare than $176.. 
..or he dida't perform substan­
tial services in ss If-employ

ment. Previously, the monthly 
limit was $140.

“Also, starting in 1973, only 
your earnings in the months 
before you reach 72 will be used 
to figure what benefiU are due 
you for thoee months,“ 
Weatherly said. “Before, earn­
ings in the entire year you 
reached 72 were counted in 
figuring benefiU due you for 
months before you were 72."

Another feature of the new 
law assures that the earnings 
exemption for people getting 
social security paymenU will go 
up automatically in future 
years as earnings levels 
increase, Weatherly said. The 
first year there can be an 
automatic increase is 1975.

Social security pays monthly 
benefiU to eligible retired and 
disabled workers and their 
families --  and to families of 
deceased workers who were 
insured under social security.

Cotton Harvest 
Reaches Peak

Cotton harvest reached its 
peak this week in the Mem­
phis, area according to W.
E. Cain, in charge of the 
USDA, AMS, Cotton Classing 
Office in Memphis.

The Memphis Cotton Class­
ing office, graded 18,650 
samples this week to bring 
the season total to 85,450 . 
This compares to 52,850 on 
the same date a year ago.

The predominant grade 
classed this week was Strict 
Low Middling Light Spotted 
(42) with 33 percent followed 
by Strict Low Middling (41) 
with 30 percent, ar.d Middl­
ing Light Spotted (32) with 
21 percent.

The predominant staple 
classed this week was 32 with 
60 percent followed by staple 
33 with 32 percent.

Micronaire, fineness and 
maturity, readings showed 
67 percent miked in the des­
irable range of 3 .5  to 4 .9  
The 3 .3 . to 3 .4  range accou­
nted for 16 percent and the 
3 ,2  to 3 .3 . range accounted 
for 14 percent.

No pressley, or strength, 
percentages were avilable 
this week due to the holidays.

laundry appliances ?

Automatic washers need a 
115-volt, 60-cycle electrical 
outlet separate from that of 
the clothes dryer and plumb­
ing lines for both hot and cold 
water as well as a drain. Gas 
clothes dryers need connec­
tions to either natural or I,P 
gas and a 115-volt, 60-cycle 
connection for the motor. An 
electric dryer needs a 230- 
volt, 60-cycle three-wire c ir ­
cuit. Both types, electric or 
gas should be vented to the 
outside. There are electric 
dryers that operate on a 115- 
volt circuit and do not require 
venting. However the drying 
time is increased consider­
ably with such models.

W hy a r e  n ig h tg o w n s  an d  
robes usually m ade o f  fa b r ic s  
that ignite quickly?

Most |»eople feel more com­
fortable in nonclinging night­
gow ns and ro b e s . L ig h t ­
weight fabrics allow air to 
surround the body. Flowing 
robes, flared  and pleated 
skirts long, loose or blousy 
sleeves, and ruffles and frills 
n ot o n ly  c a tc h  fire  m ore 
readily, but have more fabric 
to burn. And, because there 
is room for the a ir to rush 
up under the garment, these 
styles can burn more rapidly. 
Close fitting garments (such 
as those made of knitted fab­
rics) are less likely to catch 
fire than loose-fitting ones.

Twins Mean Double Everything: Twice 
the Attention, Fun and Prenatal Care

Twins! No matter how blase 

you are about a baby, you feel 
a twinge of delight when faced 
with, two smiling cherubs — 
identical fnorn top curl to big 
toe.

After the first shock and ini­
tial chaos at home, parents be­
come accustomed to the double 
dose. And they never quite get 
over the wonder of having twias.

The chances of this happen­
ing are about 1 in 73 for black 
women in the United States, 
and 1 in 90 for white women. 
Twinning occurs even less 
often among Orientals. Women 
35 to 40, with several children, 
are more likely to conceive 
twins than a young woman 
pregnant for the first time.

Twins can be identical (mon­
ozygotic—from one egg), or 
fraternal (dizygotic from two 
eggs). Geneticists believe that 
fraternal twinning is a family 
characteristic, inherited from 
either the maternal or paternal 
side.

But they are less certain 
about the factors that lead to 
identical twias. Use of fertility 
drugs, which can result in mul­
tiple ovulation and multiple 
births, may have boosted inci­
dence statistics in recent years.

Whatever the genetic or hor­
monal mystery, there is no 
doubt about the extra prenatal 
care needs of a woman expect­
ing twins. When the diagnosis 
is made, she is consider«*! a 
"high risk” mother

Early Attention
A "high risk” pregnancy is 

one in which the mother has a 
history of miscarriage, diabe­
tes, high blood pressure, or 
other serious health problems. 
A multiple pregnancy is also 
“high risk” for many reasons. 
There is excessive stress on the 
mother’s uterus and greater

danger of prematurity.
An unborn twin lias the same 

needs as one growing alone, and 
it can be a struggle for each to 
receive enough nourishment, 
especially in the last twt or 
three months

Early, regular prenatal care 
(PNC) is essential for every 
pregnant woman, but particu­
larly for one at risk PNC re­
duces the possibility of pre 
■nature birth, with its dangers 
of retardation, lung or heart 
disease, or many of the birth 
defects that affect some 250.- 
000 infants annually.

The National Foundation- 
March of Dimes emphasizes 
prenatal care in its educational 
material, and, in cooperation 
with community organizations, 
helps support prenatal care 
clinics for mothers and inten­
sive care nurseries for dis­
tressed newborns.

"Forewarned is forearmed” 
for the obstetrician and the pa­
tient. I  can’t exaggerate the 
importance of early diagnosis

of a multiple pregnancy.
We know that to prevent pre­

maturity or other complications 
this mother will need more n*st, 
better nutrition and more at­
tention than the mother with 
a single pregnancy.

Special PNC Needs
When twins are coming, I 

am particularly concerned 
about the last three months. 
We can detect unexp«-cted be­
ginnings of labor and prevent 
extremely early delivery by 
confining the patient to bed 
Many doctors prescribe long 
periods of hed rest during the 
last weeks of a multiple preg­
nancy.

Texas legislators, with new 
leadership in both houses and 
i swarm of first-term mem- 
aers, report here January 9 
for their expected history- 
making regular session.

They face a mountain of 
problems, the magnitude of 
some still unmeasurerd.

Revising the present method 
of financing public school 
education stands at the top of 
the list--depending on a U.S, 
Supreme Court ruling yet to 
come.

If the High Court upholds 
a three-judge federal court 
ruling in San Antonio just o 
over a year ago, lawmakers 
are under orders to revise the 
present system which is key­
ed in property taxes, A re­
versal could allow more time 
but the State Board of Educa­
tion is expected to vote Jan. 
13 for a complete state financ 
ing of basic education costs 
spread over a period of seve­
ral years, regardless of the 
Supreme Court decision.

Lawmakers are hopeful of 
avoiding a major tax fight, 
but again the school finance 
case may o  mplctely upset 
those hopes.

Among other major items 
for legislators' consideration 
are these;

Reform of the legislative 
process itself and state gov­
ernment in general, includ­
ing a new code of etliics law, 
a revised lobby control act 
and revision of campaign 
finance reporting requirements

Overhaul of state election 
laws to provide a new method 
of financing party primaries 
and possibly moving voting 
dates for primaries.

EARLY WARNING OF STORM
Anytime you go boating, even for 

a short period of time, take along a 
small radio. Pocket-size will do.

Follow this habit, despite the fact 
that you will boat in an area with 
which you are thoroughly familiar, 
and you plan a strictly, pleasure-boat 
ride.

Make it a must to take along a 
radio anytime you dedicate a day to 
fiahing—and definitely if you’re plan­
ing to be out all night.

Why drag along a radio when 
you’re going outdoors primarily to 
get away from things?

Well, one reason is that the radio 
could be worth its weight in gold, to 
you. A radio is fine for entertainment 
—but its wonderful as a weather 
indicator.

A weather indicator?
No station broadcasts weather 

warning all day long!
Maybe not, but the static you com­

plain about, is in many rases advance 
warning of an approaching storm. 
There are other reasons for static 
too, but those loud flashing, sputter­
ing, heavy blasts of ear-splitting 
static reflect lightening in the area

Static Is Your Cue
Not all static is indicative of a 

storm. Some comes from nearby elec­

tric transmission lines or faulty or 
ungrounded electrical equipment in 
operation. But sudden bursts of static 
are warning signs. A radio reacts to 
lightening long before you can see 
flashes.

To you who are afloat loud static 
is a warning to “look for storm 
clouds”. As the static gets louder and 
more frequent it’s admonishing you 
to up anchor, get moving and head 
for shore.

Many of us get so engrossed in our 
fishing that we are not very observ­
ing of what’s happening about us.

Any storm can be dangerous, but 
if it’s coming from the direction you 
have to travel it's doubly dangerous. 
In that event you’re not racing with 
it but against it. And one thing for 
sure is— you can’t outrun a 30-mile 
wind backed by a heavy rain and still 
drive the boat safely.

So, start early, be extremely care­
ful on the way back—and tie down 
securely in your dock or on your 
trailer.

There’s nothing safer than shore 
when you’re in a heavy thunderstorm, 
unless it’s inside a solidly built 
weatherproof structure.

Above all. don’t gather under a 
tree. It’s the most unsafe place to 
be in a thunderstorm.
