Irish Stun Tig

Shamrock’s Figh Irish
stunned McLean with five first-
half touchdowns Friday night
and went on to hand the
their second straight shutout of
the young season, 40-0, at
McLean’s Duncan Field.

The Tigers fell to a 0-2 record
as Shamrock denied them their
first score of the year. The
speedy Irish claimed their first
victory of 1979 after losing to
Class B Wheeler 25-7 in their
opener. McLean was edged by
Chillicothe in its first contest,
8-0.

Although the Tigers' 151
yards total offense almost dou-
bled their output against Chilli-
cothe, they were unable to
reach the Shamrock goal. Mc-
Lean's passing attack was par-
ticularly ineffective against the
Irish, as the Tigers completed
an astonishing one aerial in 16
attempts, that a 15-yarder from
Randy Suggs to Timmy
Killham.

The McLean defense, which
had been stingy in two scrim-
mages and held Chillicothe to
78 total yards, was porous in

second half, its first team
remained in the game much of
the time, and McLean held the
Irish in check for most of the
last two quarters. But the
Tigers were unable to cut into
the sizable lead held by the
visitors. The closest Mclean
came to a score was a missed
47-yard field goal attempt by
barefoot kicker Wade Smith.

“They didn't ever quit,"”
Dorsett said of his team. *'Our
offense moved the ball better
than they did against Chilli-
cothe, but we just had too many
mistakes.’’' Tiger coaches said
the film reveals that many
McLean plays were just one
block or one missed assignment
away from good yardage. ‘‘And
we just weren't getting off the
ball,"" said Dorsett.

McLean’s 136 steps on the
ground were divided roughly as
follows: Rex Morris, 60 yards;
Billy Joe Skipper, 40; and
Randy Suggs, 30. Dorsett said
center Dick Bode ‘‘played super
on offense.””

In Mclean's loss to
Chillicothe, each team accum-
ulated more than 100 yards in
penalties.

A fireplace can either save or
waste enery depending on how
it is constructed and how it is
used. Most fireplaces draw
heated air from within the room
and exhaust it up the chimney.
The exhausted air is then
replaced with cold outside air.

When designing your new
fireplaces make sure you pro-
vide for adequate air intake of
outside drafts or fresh air to
keep the fire going. The fire-
place should draw half its
required air from outside the
room.

Glass doors are recommend-
ed to close the fireplace open-
ing to reduce heat loss as the
coals slowly burn down.

In response to your question
about energy tax credits for
fireplaces, the IRS does not
include wood-fusled residential
equipment as one of the items
eligible for an energy saving tax
credit.

AUSTIN—Last week's
column discussed some of the
reasons for the high prices we
must pay for utility services.
This week I will explain what
this office is doing to prevent
further increases in these
prices.

There has been a major
national effort directed
toward shifting our source of
energy from oil to coal
Partially because of the new
“value” of coal as an energy
source, the state of Montana, a
major coal producing state,
attempted to impose a 30%
severance tax on coal mined in
that state. The effect of this tax
would be a rapid escalation of
the cost of coal, a cost increase
that would be passed along to
the utility consumer. For this
reason, my first day in office |
intervened in a state district
court case filed in Montana
challenging that state’s efforts
to impose the tax.

Another major factor in the
cost of coal as an energy source
is transportation. Once the
decision has been made to use
coal as the energy source,
there normally is only one
railroad to haul it from the
mine to the utility. The
railroads have begun to
escalate their coal hauling
charges in alarming amounts.
For instance, Burlington
Northern Railroad formerly
charged $7.00 per ton to haul
coal. That rate was increased
to $12.00, an increase which
was approved by the
Interstate Commerce Com-
mission. Then, not satisfied
with the $5.00 per ton
increase, Burlington North-
ern went back to the

Commission, requested and
obtained a further increase to
$1680 per ton. Still net
satisfied, Burlington North-
ern returned to the Interstate
Commerce Commission yet
another time and this time was
granted an additional increase
in excess of §15.00 per ton.
Last year's increase in rates
slone will cost San Antonio
consumers an additional $17
million per year. In order to
assist the effort to stop these
exhorbitant increases, this

office intervened in the San
Antonio Public Service Board
v. Burlington Northern
Railroad proceeding before
the Interstate Commerce
Commission. Partially due to
the efforts of our office, the
United Scates Attorney
General has decided not to
defend the 1.C.C. on the most
recent rates it granted to
Burlington Northern and will
support our position in the
review of these orders now
pending before the United
States Court of Appeals in
Washington, D. C.

The serious implications of
uncontrolled increases in the
cost of coal was dramatically
demonstrated by the evidence
collected by the Joint
Economic Committee. The
Committee examined the
effect of coal transportation
rates on the use of coal,
especially the antitrust and
foreign trade implications.
The Committee found that
because of skyrocketing coal
shipping rates, several major
utilities are turning to foreign
coal to satisfy their coal needs.
For example, Central power
and Light, facing a coal
shipping rate of $20.00 per ton
from Colorado to Coleto Creek,
Texas, is negotiating for
African coal. The utility
believes it can save money by
shipping it from Africa to the
United States instead of from
Colorado to Texas. Tampa
Electric has contracted to
receive 26% of its coal
requirements from Poland.
San Antonio reportedly is
negotiating with Japanese
companies involved in mining
Australian coal.

This country's energy crisis
and the resulting high cost of
energy will not be cured by
substituting Polish or African
coal for Arabian oil. Foreign
energy dependence must be
discouraged; domestic energy
resources must be made
available at economical rates.
For this reason, | will continue
to oppose suppliers or
transporters of coal who seek
to increase their rates merely
because of the new “value” of
this energy resource.

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AUSTIN — Officials for
SEDCO, Inc., the Dallas-
based oil well drilling firm
founded by Gov. Bill Clem-
ents, startled a congressional
committee last week when
they revealed that Mexican
oil company officials failed
to heed advice which might
have prevented the massive
oil spill still blackening the
Texas coastline

SEDCO had leased the oil
rig to a Mexican drilling
firm, Pemargo, which had
the contract from the Mexi-
can  government-owned ol
company, PEMEX.

Stephen Mahood. SEDCO
vice president and gencral
counsel, testified the com-
pany advised against the
drilling practice but were
ignored by Pemargo and
PEMEX officials.

Specifically, they were
advised by SEDCO men to
pump scawater into the well
to prevent the oil blowout,
and later, were advised

against removing the drill
pipe from the well, Mahood
testified.

Seeks Immunity

Three days following the
congressional committee
hearing, SEDCO attorneys
asked a Galveston federal
judge to declare the drilling
firm frec from liability for
damages from the oil spill.

The company also asked
as an alternative that the
judge limit any liability for
damages against SEDCO to
$300,000, the amount the
firm would have carned
from the leasc of the rig to
Mexico.

U.S. District Judge Rob-
ert O'Connor signed an in-
terim order protecting the
company from any liability
and set Oct. 23 as the dead-
line for filing any claims
against the company.

SEDCO's request surprised
Texas Attorney General
Mark White, who is investi-
gating the cause of the spill.
White said he has stronger
suspicions that the company
ordered the drilling rig scut-
tled a month after the
blowout to destroy evidence.

State Rep. Hector Uribe,
a Brownsville attorney, said
he will ask for $1 million in
emergency funds for adver-
tising to counteract the bad
publicity that tourism has
received from the news cov-
erage of the oil spill.

Foreign-Owned

Since March foreigners
have bought 53,002 acres of
Texas farmland valued at
nearly $27.3 million, accord-
ing to a U.S. Department of
Agriculture report.

Five of the transactions
ranged from $1.2 million to
nearly $3.5 million.

During the last session the
Texas House of Representa-
tives narrowly rejected a
proposal that would have re-
quired more accurate regis-
tration of foreign-owned
agricultural land in the state.

Garcia Named

Last week Speaker of the
House Bill Clayton named
San Antonio representative
Matt Garcia to the Appro-
priations Committee. Garcia,
a member of the Mexican-
American caucus, replaces
former State Rep. Jim Clark
who resigned in the spring
to become mayor of Pasa-
dena.

McKnight Vs. Hobby?

Tyler State Sen. Peyton
McKnight announced he will
be a candidate for statewide
office in 1982, probably for
Lieutenant  Governor Bill
Hobby's seat.

Hobby, who would facc
clection to a fourth term if
he runs, has made no com-
ment.

McKnight did not commit
himself only to running for
Hobby's office, but made it
clear Hobby was his main
target.

Postal Service Moves

““Thousands of people, many
of them elderly, who were
trying to protect themselves
from rising medical costs, be-
came the unwitting victims of
home-cure schemes last year,"”’
postmaster Frank Simpson said
today.

He made the statement in
announcing the fourth annual
Postal Consumer Protection
Week which is being held
nationwide and in the McLean
area, September 24-29, to in-
crease public awareness of
fraud and misrepresentation by
mail.

The promotional material of
most mail-order companies is
above board,”” Simpson said.
“But we want to know about
those who, intentionally or un-
intentionally, make less than
accurate claims that confuse
and falsely raise the hopes of
many people.”’

One of the most vicious
home-cure schemes this year
involved the Midwest Health
Research Clinic at Kansas City,
Mo., which peddied by mail all
over the nation a ‘‘Health Bible
Handbook'* and “‘colonic treat-
ment kit."’

Postal Inspectors found Mid-
west did not really operate a
clinic, nor did it do any health

What it did was make wme
wild claims for its so-called
health handbook. ‘‘In this book
you will find a cure through
scientific preventive solutions
for the forty diseases and
illnesses listed on the next
page..."" The handbook sold by
mail for $9.95.

The investigation by Postal
Inspectors traced Midwest to a
rundown one-room office across
from a massage parlor where
the book--actually a 25-page
pamphlet--was readied for
mailing. The primary purpose
of the pamphlet was to induce
the reader to make a second
purchase of a “colonic treat-
ment kit'’ for $29.95.

Moving swiftly, Postal In-
spectors and Postal Service
attorneys obtained a Federal
Court order under their civil
jurisdiction stopping the deliv-
ery of mail containing thou-
sands of dollars in orders
addressed to Midwest until it
could be determined if the
products were misrepresented.

At the same time, the results
of their investigation were turn-
ed over to a U.S. Attorney, who
decided that the operator of
Midwest had criminal intent in
defrauding consumers and bus-
iness taken in by the scheme.

Bicyclist

Riding a bicycle from San
Francisco to New York might
seem like the adventure of a
lifetime, unless you are Kevin
Kelly of Westfield, N.J

Kelly stopped in Mclean
Thursday night on his S000 mile
trek by bicycle across the
country, and because of rain all
day Friday, wound up spending
two nights in the town and
attending the Mclean-Sham
rock game Friday night

Although riding a bicycle that
far 1s a unigque experience,
Kelly has undertaken nothing
but unusual experiences for the
last several years. By trade a
graphic artist and photogra
pher, the 27-year-old man has
spent four years traveling in the
Himalayas, where he shot over
30,000 slides with the idea of
writing & book about the region

He began travelling after
attending a year of college at
the University of Rhode Island
following his 1970 graduation
from high school

His travels have taken him to
England, where he took a
month-long walking tour., to
Japan, Korea, Afghanistan In
dia, and Iran in addition to his
stay in the Himalayas

While in Iran, he worked as a
graphic artist for Bell-Helicop
ter, helping with the company's
newspaper which was publish
ed for the Americans in Iran

He said that he originally
worked strictly as an artist, but
as the war in Iran progressed,
the company began sending
people back to the United
States and for the last few
weeks in Iran, he practically
published the newspaper single
handedly

He was among the group of
Americans who were taken to
the Tehran Hilton for their final
night in Iran, and he was on the
last plane out of the country

Kelly said he never actually
feared for his life until the last
night in Iran, when the Ameri
can Embassy had fallen and the
large group of Americans were
gathered in the hotel

We slept on the floor away
from the windows, because
someone kept shooting through
the windows all night,”" he said.

During his travels in foreign
countries, he has witnessed
many unusual events, including
a Tibetan funeral. He was also
one of the few foreigners who
witnessed the gathering of 13
million Indians for a high holy
day in India. According to
Kelly, it was the largest crowd
ever gathered in one spot in the
history of civilization

He also watched a game of

goat ball'"" in Afghanistan
T'he players, mounted on thick-
necked horses, try to carry a
goat carcass stuffed with sand
around a pole and drop it into a
circle. The game is played with
as many as 250 horsemen, all
riding full speed. The winner of
the game is usually rewarded
with money by a rich sponsor.
Kelly said that men have been
killed playing the game, al-
though there were no serious
injuries during the game he
watched

While riding his bicycle a-
cross the United States, he has
made pen and ink sketches and
written haiku poetry about most
of the places that he has
stopped

WINDBREAK SEEDLINGS
The Texas Forest Service has
announced that they are accept
ing applications for windbreak
seedlings. Interested applicants

should send orders in early
because the tree species are
limited and are sold on first

come, first served basis

This year, seedlings for this
area will come from a new tree
nursery at Lubbock. Therefore,
they will be better adapted to
our climatic conditions

Because of the new facility
they encountered some diffi
culty in their equipment and
their bare root hardwood spe
cies are very limited. Bare root
trees available include Honey

locust, Native Plum, Russian
Olive and Sawtooth Oak. You
need to order 100 bareroot

trees, but they are available in
multiples of fifty. Their conifers
Austrian Pine, Ponderosa Pine
and Redcedar did good and
they are available in styrofoam

containers, in multiples of
thirty
The trees you order will

picked up by you in Amarillo,
March 18th, 1980 at the Soil
Conservation Service, 1416 W
Eighth

The conifers are priced at $30
per 30 trees and the bareroot
hardwoods are priced at $20 per
100

When |
returned last spring, | sensed a
deep discontent here and |
wanted to find out why,”" he
said

He said that he felt that the
anti-government feeling had
spread from the college cam-
puses to the working class in
the U.S. now

After travelling from San
Francisco up to Oregon and
through Utah, Colorado, and
New Mezxico, he said that he
felt it was probably better to
live in a small town or a rural
area now. ‘‘With television and
the changes in the culture,
there doesn’t seem to be any
cultural advantage to living in a
big city any more,”’ he said.

Kelly was reared in West-
field, N.J., a suburban com-
munity outside of New York
City. His father is a vice-
president for the Time-Life
Corporation, working with the
Home Box Office Corporation.

Kelly is the oldest of five
children. One of his brothers
accompanied him on several of
his tours in other countries.

A set of
fall calves were recently weigh-
ed at a ranch on Saturday and
then shipped to Amarillo and
sold on Tuesday

The cattle were not sorted
into steers and heifers at the
ranch, but they had an average
weight of 578 pounds without
any shrink or with a J percent
shrink they would have had a
pay weight of 561 pounds.

He purchased a bicycle in
New Jersey, and had it flown to
San Francisco where he began
his journey Aug.l. He plans to
reach New York City about Nov.
|. He said that he had averaged
about 70 miles per day on his
trip. Although he had done
some hiking before beginning
this journey, he had never
ridden a bicycle for any dis-
tance

He questioned some local
residents about a strange ritual
he had observed when he spent
Thursday night sleeping near
the city park. Kelly said that he
watched as teenagers driving
cars approached each other,
stopped, honked and then
drove on. He was familiar with
the custom of “dragging
Main"', but said he had never
observed this particular ritual
of stopping and honking.

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

(HJ.R. 108)

House Joint Resolution
108 proposes an amend-
ment to the Texas Consti-
tution relating to the ap-
pointment and terms of
notaries public. The pro-
posed amendment would :

~—Require the Secretary

of State to appoint a
convenient number of
Notaries Public for
the state; and

—Authorize terms of of-

fice of Notaries Public
of not less than two
years nor more than
four years.

A temporary provision
of the proposed constitu-
tional amendment provides
that the amendment would
take effect January 1,
1980; that each person
who was appointed a
notary public before Janu-
ary 1, 1980, would con-
tinue to serve as a notary
public for the term for
which the person was ap-
pointed; and that this tem-
porary provision would ex-
pire January 1, 1982,

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment to provide
for the appointment of
notaries public for the
state and for a term of
not less than two years
nor more than four
years as provided by
law.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

(H.J.R. 133)

House Joint Resolution
133 proposes an amend-
ment to the Texas Consti-
tution to provide for legis-
lative review of the pro-
cess of rulemaking by
agencies in the executive
department. The proposed
amendment would allow
the Legislature to enact
laws:

—To provide for legis-
lative review of the
process of rulemaking
by agencies in the
executive department;

~To prescribe condi-
tions for rules to take
effect;

~To provide for suspen-
sion, repeal, or expira-
tion of rules;

~—To prescribe proce-
dures: and

~—To delegate powers to
either or both houses
or to committees of
either or both houses.

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

(SJ.R.13)

Senate Joint Resolution

13 proposes an amendment

to the Texas Constitution

authorizing the Legisla-
ture to provide for the
guarantee of loans used to
purchase farm and ranch
real estate for qualified
borrowers. The proposed
amendment would allow
the Legislature to provide
for, issue, and sell general
obligation bonds called

“Farm and Ranch Loan

Security Bonds” of the

State of Texas not to ex-
ceed 10 million dollars. All
money received from the
sale of such bonds would
be deposited in a separate
fund with the State Treas-
urer and administered by
the commissioner of agri-
culture without further
appropriations. These
funds would be used to
guarantee loans for the
purchase of farm and
ranch real estate. The com-
missioner of agriculture
would use these funds, un-
der provisions to be pre-
scribed by the Legislature
for the purpose of guaran-
teeing loans used for the
purchase of farm and
ranch real estate, to ac-
quire real estate mort-
gages or deeds of trust on
lands purchased with
guaranteed loans. These
funds would also be used
to advance to the borrower
a percentage of the prin-
cipal and interest due. The
Legislature may also au-
thorize the commissioner
of agriculture to sell at
foreclosure any land ac-
quired in the manner au-
thorized by this amend-
ment. The commissioner of
agriculture would be re-
quired to charge at least 6
percent interest on such
loans. The proposed
amendment appropriates
an amount that is suffici-
ent to pay the principal
and interest on the bonds
that mature or become due
