Oklahoma Woman 
Killed In Collision

Nancy Ellen Mayfield. 39. of 
Tulsa, Okla was killed about 
7:30 a.m. Thursday when the 
pickup she was driving collided 
with a semi-tractor trailer truck 
about nine miles west of Alan- 
reed at the west end of the 
two-lane stretch of lnterstate-40 
known as "Death A lley ."

The east bound ptekup appar 
entlv crossed the center stripe 
and struck a semi driven by 
Richard Caldwell. 40. of La 
Puente. Calif. The semi truck 
was partially off the roadway at 
the point o f impact, indicating 
the driver had tried to avoid the 
collision.

McLean ambulance crew 
used its "Jaws of L ife " tool to 
free the woman who was trap­
ped in the pickup. She was 
pronounced dead at the scene

Her father. Howard B. Dal­
ton. 64. of Tulsa, a passenger in 
the pickup was treated and 
released at Northwest Texas 
Hospital in Amarillo. The driver 
of the semi was taken to 
Northwest Hospital and was 
reported in serious condition.

The pickup was filled with a 
large amount of ammunition, 
several rifles and handguns 
Holland, the owner of a gun 
store in California, was trans­
porting the guns.

DPS officials said that the 
guns had been inspected by a 
federal arms inspector, who 
found that they were being 
transported legally

Mrs Mayfield is the 15th 
fatality on the two-lane stretch 
of 1-40 that has gained the name 
of "Death A lley ." The highway 
became two-lane in January at 
1979. and the first fatalities 
were recorded ia May of that 
year. All of the fatalities have 
involved head-on collisions.

Texas Highway crews have 
installed over 200 signa and 
warnings to try to alert travel­
ers to the dangers o f the rood, 
and the DPS added extra pat­
rols on the road this summer 
hoping to cut down the number 
of fatal wrecks 

However. Mrs Mayfield is 
the third victim in the last 
month on the fatal stretch.

COMPENSATION LIMITS 
RAISED FOR STOCK WITH 
TB:

U.S. Department o f A g ­
riculture officials have raised 
the limits for compensations 
paid to livestock owners whose 
cattle must be destroyed be­
cause of tuberculosis. For the 
first time, indemnities will also

tuberculosis-exposed cattle will 
be S450 per head. This had 
been JI00 per head for non-re- 
gistered cattle and S200 per 
head for registered animals.

When swine are destroyed 
because of exposure to cattle 
infected with bovine TB, own­
ers may be compensated up to 
$200 per head. Previously there 
was no federal indemnity auth­
orized for swine losses.

These payments, together 
with any state indemnities, may 
not exceed the appraised value 
of animals destroyed and will 
make allowance for the salvage 
value of animals slaughtered.

Producers wanting more in­
formation about indemnities for 
tuberculosis-affected cattle and 
swine should check with state 
or federal animals health offi­
cials.

HEDGES PROVIDE BEAUTY. 
PRIVACY:

Well cared for hedges can 
provide beauty, privacy and 
texture to your landscape. 
Hedges can be used as screens 
or baffles to define specific 
areas of the yard. Taller hedges 
around patios or fences can 
result in “ semi-private'' out­
door rooms, while carefully 
placed hedges can become wind 
or sound barriers for added 
privacy.

Many types of deciduous or 
evergreen plants can be used 
for hedges. The smaller leafed 
species generally have a neater 
appearance after shearing. The 
larger leaves often turn brown 
at the cut edge.

A well developed hedge will 
be part of the landscape for 
many years, so careful 
selection and preparation is a 
must. This may require a soil 
test, addition o f a fertilizer or 
organic material, and removal 
of all weeds from the area.

"Everybody hat got at least 
one good book locked inside 
their heads." That's what they 
say. You could write a book if 
you want to. You are the only 
someone bom at a certain place 
and time into this one family of 
unique circumstances. You may 
think that what you have to say 
is of no interest to anyone 
besides you. Not true Those 
things you saw. heard and did 
growing up have a very special 
quality unknown to the rest of 
us and etpertenced only by you.

Pulling words out o f vour 
head is hard. Some people find 
it easier to sit with a tablet and 
pencil writing it out ui long­
hand. It can be typed later 
Most people are put off at the 
start because the thought of 
writing a whole book seems 
impossible when you look at the 
big picture.

Recently going through some 
old school papers of my child­
ren 1 found a story started by 
my daughter when she was 8 
years old. "Once upon a time 
there was a little boy and this

»

little boy was meant for dogs "  
A good beginning You need to 
be able to state in one sentence 
what the book is about It could 
be--"This is the story of a man 
who never cared about other 
people and how he learned to 
care.”  O r-"Th is  is the story of 
a little boy who yearned to be 
accepted by his friends and how 
he achieved this goal."

Don't get bogged down in 
plot, style, character After you 
write the one sentence theme, 
write a few paragraphs ei- 
panding on it. Get some words 
on paper. Write as if you were 
telling a friend exactly what 
happened The first time 
around is getting it out of your 
head. The second time around 
you can worry about it looking 
good. Good writing is accom­
plished in the re writing Many 
novelists rewrite chapters 20 to 
SO times

Shakespeare probably said " I  
think I'll go to bed Maybe I'll 
have a good dream tonight" — 
before he came up with "T o  
sleep, to sleep, per chance to

dream "  My newspaper col­
umns which most o f the time 
don’t amount to much are still 
the best writing I can do at that 
moment and day They take two 
to three hours After all this 
time I still have to go back and 
cut out all the "just. so's. 
very's and rea lly '»." They add 
nothing, yet they creep in. 
Sometimes you may write 10 
paragraphs then discover the 
ninth one belongs at the begin 
ning Rearrange It's o.k Re­
member it is your story,

In writing a book you may 
start with the middle or the last 
chapter if that is where you 
head stans. You don't have to 
say Once upon a time. You 
could begin with "they lived 
happily ever after" or "he 
stabbed her six times and put 
her body in the woodshed."

Nobody can tell you how to do 
it. But you do have to wnte it. 
A typewritten page, double 
spaced contains approximately 
250 words. The average novel 
can be from 50.000 to 100.000 
words For a 5.000 word chap­
ter you would need 20 pages. 
Write 15 chapters and vou have 
75.000 words

Be sure you have a story that 
you just have to tell. I used to 
think every single idea I had 
was matenal for a book In 
writing a newspaper column I 
discovered that most of these

golden ideas would barely make 
a weekly column.

If you want to write--wntel h 
is the one place in the world 
where you are boas, dictator, 
have the magic wand It is 
lonely but it can be anything 
you want It is yours and only
