Pits Need To Be Vaccinated Against Virus
The Texas Veterinary 

Medkal Association has called 
for an immediate response to a 
vaccination program developed 
to immunize dogs against the 
deadly parvovirus that has been 
sweeping across Texas.

This deadly and highly con­
tagious virus has been attack­
ing dogs across Teits. but 
according to the Texas Vetenn 
ary Medical Association, the 
disease can be prevented by 
pre-exposure vaccinations ad­
ministered by veterinarians. 
Parvovirus, a highly contagious 
viral disease, may be a new 
disease possibly caused by a 
mutated virus. While the virus 
is most devastating to young 
puppies, it can attack dogs of 
any age group.

Dogs that have contact with 
other dogs are the prime can­
didates for infection by the 
virus, states Dr. Frank E. 
Mann, Jr., President of the 
Texas Veterinary Medkal As­
sociation The time from ex­
posure until the symptoms oc­
cur is from 7 to 14 days, with 
the first signs being depression 
and lost of sppetite sccompsn- 
ied by feverish symptoms. This 
is followed by vomiting and 
diarrhea Bloody diarrhea may 
occur.

Since death can occur quick­
ly. veterinary care should be 
started when symptoms occur, 
ax dehydration it the primary 
concern. Treatment involves 
intravenous fluids to combat 
the déhydration, intestinal re­
laxants to reduce the vomiting 
and administration of minerals 
tud antibiotics. Dr Mann 
stresses that with prompt 
treatment, many dogs can be 
saved. Mortality rates are much

higher in puppies 
As o f April IS. 1980. ap­

proximately 18% of the diag­
nosed cases in Texas of par­
vovirus have occured in the 
Houston area. Dr Jock Cotlias. 
President of the Hams County 
Veterinary Medical Associa­
tion. called for a rapid response 
to suggested treatment and an 
immediate response to the vac­
cination program as a means of 
limiting the spread of the virus 
in Ihe Houston community 

In Dallas Dr Taber Meyers, 
a veterinary practitioner, stated 
that the city's all-out response 
to the vaccination program has 
helped slow the outbreak of the 
disease in the Dallas area.

Dr Mann of TVMA stated 
that an emergency vaccine de­
velopment program has only 
recently produced an approved 
vaccine to immunize dogs •- 
gainsl the deadly virus The

Texas Veterinary Medkal As­
sociation recommends a vac­
cination program as follows:

•All puppies should immed­
iately be vaccinated along with 
the normal vaccination pro­
gram.

* Adult dogs with a probabil­
ity of exposure to other dogs 
should be vaccinated.

•Dogs with high exposure 
tendencies should be re-vac- 
cinated at 6 months

While this disease has not 
yet reached epidemic propor­
tions. the number of dogs 
diagnosed this year as having 
parvovirus has more than tripl­
ed in number from the same 
period in 1979. Dr Mann urges 
dog owners to vaccinate against 
the dread disease as the beat 
method to bring this "mash- 
rooming" disease under con 
trol.

I met Mickey Holohan in 1973 
while working the J to I I  shift 
in a community hospital located 
in the San Fernando Valiev of 
Los Angeles. During the 
change of shift report, we were 
told that she had been fighting 
cancer for 8 vears. had under 
gone several surgeries and was 
now in the final stages. She was 
S2 years old.

I walked into Room 101 to 
introduce myself Before I could 
speak, she flashed a big smile 
with "H i. I'm Mickev Holohan. 
and here's my husband. Eddy 
and there's a picture of me a 
year ago "  She pointed to an 
8x10 on the bedside table A 
beautiful woman in a long 
gown She was as gorgeous as 
Hedv Lamar and Elizabeth 
lavior on their best day That 
was the picture The woman in 
the bed weighed about SO 
pounds, was pale, black hair 
mostly gray now The eyes were 
still like the picture Eddy was 
handvtmr. distinguished look 
ing gray hair and matching 
mustache

During the neat few months 
it was my privilege to help her 
get ready for bed at night, to 
get to know her She was the 
vice president o f a local Savings 
and Loan Association Eddy 
was chief assistant to the 
General Manager of the Lot 
Angeles Airport. They had one 
von. a handsome young man 
who came down from Northern 

California to visit on the week­
ends She was proud ot fcddv 
Junior He had turned out well.

Mickey was a tong time 
member of a well known wom­
en's organization, the Zontas. 
She had a lot of friends There 
never was a day during the neit 
few months that several of 
them didn't check at the nurses 
station to see if Mickey felt like 
having company Her room was 
alive with laughter, flowers, 
food on a card table, gifts

She was interested in every­
thing and everybody almost all 
the time It was hard to think of 
her as -dving She was so alive, 
and so real Sometimes she 
would cry with frustration at the 
discomfort and theknowledge of 
the inevitable end Or--"Could 
you  see about my pain shot 
Eddy will be here in a little 
while I have to get through it."

It took about '-S hour nightly 
Tor her "go to bed ritual a 
¡bowl o f cereal, pretty gown, 
¡back rub. painshot. And we 
mould talk about husbands, 
children, friends- and of the 
■onlv thing she had left--the 
¡past Mickev laughed a lot She 
¡recalled when she and Eddy 
¡were first married He was a 
¡navy pilot, handsome with 
.'black painted on his mustache 
One night at a dance she saw a 
girl coming out of the clonk 
room with black mustache color 
on her upper lip

Stomping out Mickev left 
Fddv. moved in with a girl 
friend A few days later he 
showed up iti her living room 
both of them miserable, un
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happy Angrily he said. "Now 
Mickey. I'm being transferred 
to Florida Are you going with 
me’ "  Just as angnlv. she said.

YES! OF COURSE!" Off they 
went together That's the way it 
stayed from then on 

They had a big boat parked in 
the L.A. Manna She showed 
pictures o f weekends, there 
with friends, laughing, acting 
silly, having fun Sometimes 
she liked to go home from the 
hospital for a few hours on 
Sunday afternoon on those few 
and far between days when the 
pain wasn't too much One 
Sunday she returned to the 
hospital, crying with frustra 
lion She had wanted to go 
through jewelry and personal 
things-giving them to friends. 
Eddy got mad and yelled. He 
didn't want her to do that.

It was like that sometimes 
Each o f them dealing with the 
grief of parting in their own 
way Each, as alone as a moon 
walker Mickey was determined 
to live until her 34th wedding 
anniversary with Daddy". She 
made it too. dressed up in a 
beautiful gown, able to go out 
for a few hours 

Many times she spoke matter 
of factly about her death " I 'd  
like to go home for a night but I 
don't want to die there- that 
would be too hard for Eddy.”  
Toward the end. she needed 
someone with her all night at 
the hospital. Nurses aides, 
secretaries, even the Director 
and Assistant Director of Nurv 
es volunteered to stay- without 
pay Even if  you don't have 
courage-you know it when you 
see it. a beautiful thing. We 
wanted to be there.

I was there, the last night 
Eddy came in as usual She was 
weak but they visited, smiled, 
kissed He went home She 
went gently into a coma That 
last hour, she roused up weakly 
and said "daddy, daddy". A f­
terwards. the doctor, a long 
time family fnend. came in He 
called Eddy at home but Eddy 
dian t come Hack to the hospital 
again

About a year later he came in 
for a checkup with a heart 
problem Visiting him often was 
a slim, blond, pretty girlfriend 
One night after she left I made 
the rounds with the medicine 
iray and went to Eddy's room 
Before I could say anything he 
said " I  know. I know, she’ s so 
unlike Mickey But vou know. 
Jeanette, there won't be an­
other Mickey,

He was ngnt about that. 
Seven years ago and I still think 
of her often, see her laughing, 
coping, making it easy for us.

Both zinc and copper are 
widely distributed in foods and 
only a severe dietary modi 
fication would cause a drfi 
cienty Animal meats and sea 
food are better sources of nnc 
ihan vegetables, and the rich 
rsi sources of copprr are oys 
ten. nuts, liver, kidnrv corn 
oil. and dried legumes

placed by the U S. Recom 
mended Daily Allowances. The 
U.S. RDAs were set by the 
Food ft Drug Administration 
in 1973 for protein and 19 
vitamins and minerals You 
will now find these on vita 
min bottles

A. Breakfast is the prime 
time to replenish the body's

Ix'Ppers severiy threatening 6.5 
million acres of Texas range 
land is being explained in 
meetings being scheduled 
throughout the Teiaa High 
Runs and South Plains. Sever 
11 meetings already have been 
held. Mid Dr. Carl Patrick, area 
entomologist with the Teias 
Agricultural Extension Service

Farmers and ranchers wish­
ing to know more about these 
meetings and about the grass­
hopper problem should contact 
then county Extension agent. 
Patrick said.

Thu summer, the entomol­
ogist explained, the grasshop­
per infestation can cause eco­
nomic loss not only to the Texas 
rangeland, but to an additional 
25 '  million acres in 16 other 
states

‘The grasshoppers have be­
gun to hatch and the numbers 
per square yard are running 
quite high in many areas ' 
Patrick said. The hatching will 
continue through early June, he 
uid adding to the grasshop­
pers already present.

Grasshoppers compete dir­
ectly aith wildlife and cattle for 
rangeland vegetation. Some 
rangeland species of the insect 
will alvi attack crops.

Eight grasshoppers per 
square yard of rangeland is 
considered the economic- 
threshold. or the point at which 
the cost of chemical treatment 
is offset by the damage done by 
the infestation. Over 10 acres, 
an infestation of eight grass­
hoppers a square yard will 
consume as much forage as a 
beef cow. Patrick noted.

The U.S. Department of Ag-

nculture Animal and Plant 
Health Inspection (APHIS) and 
the Texas Deptartmcnt of Agri­
culture (TD A) cooperate ui the 
rangeland grasshopper control 
program. As long as budgeted 
money is available, the two 
agencies share equally the coat 
of the control program in an 
area that meets specified re­
quirements.

The criteria for the coat-share 
control program are: That at 
least eight grasshoppers per 
square yard exist, that range 
land acres can be blocked in 
10.000-acre units or an area 
that totally encompasses the 
infestation, and that the treat­
ment must be applied before 
the mayonty of the grasshop­
pers reach maturity and egg 
laying begins.

These requirements are in­
tended to reduce forage dam­
age and migration over several 
years at a reasonable cost, and 
with insecticides that have 
minimal environmental impact, 
the Extension entomologist 
said.

Cropland, which is in the 
area that is planted with the 
intention to harvest, is not 
included in the control program 
because the rates of malathion 
or carbaryI insecticides applird 
are too low to be effective in the 
denser crop foliage. Patrick 
said There can be exceptions to 
the rangeland-only rule, he 
noted

The cost of the program is 
estimated at approximately 
S2 10 an acre This is shared 
equally. 70 cents an acre, by the 
landowner. TDA and APHIS.

Farmers and ranchers inter­
ested in learning more about 
the program should see their 
local county Extension agent.

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DON'T USE MICROWAVE 
FOR HOME CANNING:

Never use home canning 
'short cuts.' such as a micro- 
wave oven which can explode 
jars or leave food unsafe to eat 
For proper home canning 
methods, ask your County Ex 
tension Office about bulletins 
on canning or freezing.

Use either a water bath 
canner or a pressure canner for 
home canning and know the 
difference betrween the two 
Water bath canners will safely 
preserve high acid foods, such 
as tomatoes, fruits and pickles 
These foods need only reach 
boiling point temperature for 
safe processing. On the other 
hand, pressure canners are a 
must' for low acid foods, 

meats and poultry.
Low acid foods include all 

vegetables, except tomatoes 
Pressure canners are necessary 
for low-actd foods, because 
these foods must reach temper 
alures above 212 degrees F 
(boiling point of water) ■ for 
safety. Pressure canners pro­
cess these foods safely when 
their temperatures reach 240 
degrees f. -  the temperature 
required to kill any botulism 
toxin-producing organisms 
which can thrive on low-acid 
foods if not destroyed in pro­
cessing.

In addition, both water bath 
canners and pressure canners 
will equalize the pressure in­
side and outside jars during 
processing • to prevent ex 
plosion Microwave ovens can­
not equalize pressure, so ex­
plosion likely will occur

Also, microwave ovens pro 
duce an uneven heal transfer. 
mi jar centers probably do not 
reach a temperature high e- 
nough to stenlize food. As a 
second safety step, heat all 
home-canned food on the stove 
top before eating -- 10 minutes 
for pints of food. IS minutes for 
quarts. That will kill any bot- 
ulim toxin that may have 
formed because of improper 
canning methods. Do not use a 
microwave oven for heating 
borne canned foods, either. Re 
search has not determined the 
time length necessary to kill 
botulism loam in microwave 
ovens.

Mmng. kneading and bak­
ing complete the proccvc of 
making yeast breads at home. 
There are three basic methods 
of mising yeast doughs 
straight dough method sponge 
method and batter method 

In the straight dough meth­
od. all ingredients arr com­
bined in the first mixing and the 
dough is set aside to nse 

Liquid, yeast and enough 
flour to form a thick baiter are 
combined in the sponge meth­
od The batter is set in a »arm

Sace until bubble and light 
le remaining ingredients are 

then added to form a dough 
Doughs prepared in this 

manner usually rise faster than 
doughs in the straight dough 
method.

In the batter method, all 
ingredients are combined and 
the gluten it developed by

stirring and beating the batter 
rather than by kneading. Yeait 
halters are usually allowed to 
nse in the pan they will be 
hakrd in.

Kneading, the part of bread- 
making that moat people arc 
unsure about, changes the 
rough, uneven tenured dough 
into a smooth elastic ball It 
Jo clops the gluten to produce 
i  fine grain and tenure. The 
process is actually very simple.

first, cover a clean, smooth 
counter, large bread board or 
doth, or a plastic dough sheet

«ith  a small amount of flour, 
h ace  the dough on the floured 
surface, and dust lightly with 
flour Grease hands lightly with 
shortening Fold the dough 
loward you with a rolling mo 
turn using the fingers of both 
hands Then, with the heels of 
tour hands, push the hall of 
dough away from you.

I urn the dough a quarter 
turn and repeat the process 
until the dough looks full, 
founded, smooth, satiny and 
tightly stretched The dough 
»ill feel springs and elastic. 
You may need to work small 
amounts of flour into the dough 
»hile kneading, especially if 
the dough is very soft. How­
ever. avoid adding too much 
flour or the dough will rise 
viowly and produce a coarse 
texture.

Grease the dough lightly and 
allow it to nse on a smooth 
surface. Cover with wax paper 
or a damp towel while rising 
The dough has risen sufficiently 
if doubled in hulk or when a 
finger impression remains in 
the dough. If dough is to rise 
twice, punch down and shape 
gently so you don't injure the 
gluten and produce a coarse 
tenure.

There are many ways to 
shape a loaf, the simplest being 
to roll the dough into a rcctang 
le slightly less than the length 
of the baking pan Then simply 
roll the dough, starting on the 
narrow side, in jelly roll fash 
ion Seal the edges and place 
the sealed side down in the pan 
The bread ts then allowed to 
nse or 'p roo f until double in 
bulk.

Baking is generally done at 
J75-400* F for J5-45 minutes 
for one pound loaf When done, 
bread will produce a hollow 
*>und when lapped Cool on a 
wire rack to prevent softening 
of the loaf bottom For a soft 
crust, brush the top o f the loaf 
with butter while still warm

There will be a tour of 

wheal research at the USDA 
Conservation and Production 
Laboratory at Bushland on 
Thursday. May 29 at I p m 
(Kormly Southwestern Great 
Plains Research Center.) Dr 
B A. Stewart. Director of the 
Laboratory invites everyone 
who is interested in wheal and 
wheat research.

per acre.

PASTURE WEED CONTROL

Weed control on rangeland 
and improved pastures is a 
practice that is becoming morr 
expensive each year. Yet in­
creased grass production 
should morr lhan pay lor the 
spray expense. On one demon­
stration last year grass pro 
duction more than doubled 
where weeds were controlled 
with a spraying of 2,4-D.

Also, the presence of Gold 
Aster weeds on many pastures 
is becoming more of a problem 
each year These arc perennial 
weeds found on many sandy 
land pastures that grow in small 
clumps and they have a yellow 
flower about mid-June. These 
weeds suppress grass growth 
and are literally taking over 
many pastures that may even 
be undcrslocked with cattle. To 
date, our demonstration work 
locally has given good results 
by using '/» pound of 2,4-D low 
volatile ester and I gallon of 
diesel in an oil-water emulsion 
or Banvel Wcedmastcr in an 
oil-water emulsion Apparently, 
it is very important to add 
diesel to the chemical. Anyone 
with questions about these 
control materials should give 
me a call. Also, the spray 
should be applied when the 
weeds are in the bud stage of 
development Where Gold Ast­
er weeds are present, a good 
spray job should give grass 
production a tremendous re­
sponse.

ELM LEAF BEETLE CON 
TROL

Elms, particularly Siberian 
elms, can be severly damaged 
by the elm leaf beetle unless 
control measures are taken 
Most of the elm trees in Gray 
County are Siberian elm. but 
are mistakenly labeled Chinese 
elms.

The foliage of elm trees 
around homes are often heavily 
damaged by mid summer. Elm 
leaf beetle eggs are now pres­
ent on the leaves of the eliti 
trees. The eggs are dejmsited in 
groups o f five to twenty-five 
and they hatch within a few 
days after being deposited. The 
small black hairy larvat 
(worms) then begin to skel­
etonize the tree's leaves.

After two to three weeks o f 
feeding (he larvae migrate to 
the trunk and completes the 

.PUP*' stage which requires 
from seven to fourteen days, to 
change from larvae to adult}. 
Several generations of the elm 
leaf beetles are produced each 
year in the High Plains.

To protect elm trees, apply lo 
the soil IS'/i granular disulfat 
on in late May or early Jude 
when the eggs are hatching. 
Spread granules uniformly from 
trunk to dripline on all sides of 
the tree. Work into the soil and 
water thoroughly. Use 2.5 I 
ounces per inch of trunk diam­
eter. One application should 
protect trees all summer. ;

When using any pesticide, 
always follow label directions.
