I could tell she was growing
more and more distressed,
because she was afraid | would
make the wrong response and
cut off the bidding.

Finally in desperation, she
slammed her hand on the table
and bid a resounding
“TWELVE NO-TRUMP!"

Of course, you bridge players
know that there is no such bid,
and she did too, but the
excitement of the moment had
just carried her away with the
bidding. Everyone had a good
laugh with the expert Mrs.
Chapman, and the game con-
tinued, but she and | laughed
many times about that fantastic
bid.

And of course, Alice Short
Smith was a special person to so
many that it would be useless to
try to eulogize her in this brief
space, but what a lovely lady
she was!

McLean's head coach Jack
Dorsett predicted last week that
the size of Erick's eight-man
field would limit Tiger sweeps
during Friday's ballgame, and
he was right. The narrow,
80-yard field did force the
Tigers to take to the middle
where they centered in on an
overwhelming 32-6 victory over
the Erick, Oklahoma Bearcats.

The interstate grid battle
proved to be a spotlight for the
Tigers, as James Matheny and
Terry Todd combined efforts to
gain 274 yards rushing. Brock
Crockett, Bill Skipper, and Ke-
vin McDowell aided the Tigers
on yardage carries to bring
McLean's total rushing to 348,
while the McLean defense led
by Theron Stubbs, Tim Smith,
and Bill Kincannon held the
Bobcats to 42 yards on the
ground.

The first quarter of Friday
night's ballgame showed the
Tigers making a methodical
drive up the middle, giving the
ball back to Erick with little
more than a minute left before
the start of the second quarter.

In the second quarter Erick
was forced to return the ball to
the Tigers at the Bearcat 37
when Tim Smith and Bill Skip-
per forced a fumble on a
pitch-out and Tiger Mike Lane
recovered. Todd and Matheny
took it from there, alternating
up-the-middle- until Todd
carried it over line with
4:39 left in the . The extra
point kick was signalled no
good, and the score read Mc-
Lean 6, Erick 0 as the Tigers
began their roll to victory.

Erick managed no yardage as
they piled up Ist and 15, 2nd
and 20, and 3rd and 20, then
trying a desperation Statue of
Liberty which Tiger James
Matheny spotted and squelch-
ed, leaving Erick with 4th and
25. The fourth down kick left
the ball on the Erick 29 and set
the Tigers up for their next
touchdown. With 2nd and 10,
Terry Todd, breaking through
several tackles, scampered to
the goal line on the 39-yard run,
bringing the score to 12-0. Tim
Killham snared a Dudley Rey-
nolds’ missile in the end zone,
raising the tally to McLean 14,
Erick 0 as the clock ticked
toward the end of the half.

Early in the third quarter,
after a cross buck play by Terry
Todd brought McLean to the
Erick 39, an errant pitchout was
recovered by the Bearcats, and
it was Erick's ball at the
McLean 35. But the Tigers
remained undaunted as they
watched Tim Smith and Bill
Skipper rattle the Bearcat of-

fensive line untii Mike Lane
took the action as he snared an
Erick pass, setting the ball
down on the McLean 9.

Bi-Lingual Program Is Unfair

Bi-lingual education, in the sense that means providing
bi-lingual teachers in the public schools to help alien children learn
to read and speak English so that they can pursue their education
along with English-speaking classmates, is a good and needed
thing.

But in the sense that the federal bureaucrats are using the term,
the require alien children to be taught in their native languages as
well as (or instead of) in English, bi-lingualism in the classroom is
as un-American as it is un-economic

We see nothing wrong or unreasonable in expecting immigrants
to this country to learn the language of the country. We believe it is
an act of good citizenship, as well as a good-neighborly one, to help
immigrants to our country learn the language and the
customs...and we think the public school classroom is the place
where immigrant children should be helped in this way.

But that does not mean that we should feel an obligation to
educate immigrants in their native languages. There is a vast
difference, educationally and socially, in providing Spanish-
speaking teachers in Texas public schools to help children of
Mexican immigrants (legal or illegal) to begin the learning process
in English-speaking classrooms, and in providing Spanish-speaking
classrooms in the public schools for these children.

To do the latter is a disservice both to the English-speaking
taxpaying citizenry which must foot the bill, and to the Spanish-
speaking children who are not encouraged to learn the new
language. The same is true of immigrant children (or adults) of any
other nationality.

Educationally, it is idiotic. Experience in the Canadian public
schools with children of other nationalities over the years...includ-
ing Vietnamese, Hungarian, and Dutch as well as Mexican.. has
proved beyond doubt the abilities of these children, under patient
and understanding guidance of dedicated teachers, to learn English
quickly enough to compete soon with their peers in English-
speaking classrooms. These young immigrants have, in many
cases, proved themselves to be superior students...and a command
of the language of their new country has been of far greater value to
them, socially and economically, than
continued instruction in the language of a homeland they will not
return to.

Bi-lingual classrooms, in such cases, provide only a crutch for the

immigrant, and a burden for their hosts.

By the same reasoning, we believe it is wrong...socially and
politcally and economically...to require publication of election
notices and ballots in languages other than English in a land where
English is the national language. We believe it is not unreasonable
to expect immigrants who aspire to citizenship to learn the
language of their adopted country as a pre-requisite to attaining the
privileges of citizenship, including the privilege of voting in public
elections.

Yet it is the edict of the federal bureaucracy...in its misguided
concern for the rights of minorities...that much of this country

should conduct its business and operate its schools in the language
of one or more ethnic minorities. This, we believe is unfair to all
concerned.. .including the minority people

ing.
“It's an ambitious goal,”’ the
postmaster said, “‘but postal
inspectors are a  tenacious
group.”' Since last October
their efforts have resulted in
stopping more than S00 ques-
tionable work-at-home promo-
tions resulting in savings of
thousands of dollars to the
public.

“If you think you might be a
victim, or simply see an ad for a
work-at-home scheme in a pub-
lication,”" the postmaster said,
“let us know so that we can
achieve our goal of eliminating
these kinds of rip-offs."

The most common work-at-
home promotion seeks people
to stuff envelopes even though
envelope-stuffing today is a
highly mechanized operation.
Literally thousands fall victim
cach year, the postmaster said,
despite the fact that many
people realize no company
could afford to pay people to
perform such a chore by hand.

"‘Unfortunately, it is the el
derly or low income people who
lose money to these con men,”’
the postmaster said, “‘and that
makes this kind of scheme
particularly disgusting.”’

The postmaster suggested
the next time readers see an ad
for a work-at-home scheme,
they clip it out and send it to
him so postal inspectors can be
among the first to examine it

The major points of the
report formulated by the Sub-
committee on Agriculturally-
Derived Fuels included:

|. Exempting gasohol
from the five-cent per gallon
state motor fuel tax until Dec.

At that time, one
cent per gallon would be
added to the price of gasohol
each year until the motor fuel
tax was equalized on gasohol
and gasoline.

2. Directing state agencies
to use at least 10 percent of
their fuel budget for gasohol
and or alcohol fuels as they
become available at competi-
tive prices

3. Creating a division
within the Texas Department
of Agriculture to establish
and admimster standards

governing various aspects of
the marketing of gasohol and
alcohol fuels.

4. Amending the Texas
Alcoholic Beverage Code to
stimulate competition In
alcohol fuel production.

5. Providing funds for
H.B. 2803, which was passed
by the 66th Legislature but
not funded. This would allow
the Texas Industrial
Commission to make loans
for fuel alcohol plants in the
state.

Japanese Buyers Tour
Texas Mohair Industry

AUSTIN--Thanks to the
marketing efforts of Texas
trade representatives in  the
Far East carlier this year,
Japanese buyers have taken a
firsthand look at the mohair
industry in Texas, Agricul-
ture Commissioner Reagan
V. Brown said recently.

The reciprocal visit
September 29-October | by
the Japan Trade mission
included several of Japan's
largest mohair buyers.

he Texas Department of
Agriculture and the Mohair
Council of America hosted
the Japanese trade mission,
which toured several Texas
mohair warchouses and
Angora goat ranches, as well
as Brady Combing Co. of
Brady, the nation’s only
surviving mohair processing
plant. After meeting with
members of the Texas Mohair
Producers Board, the team
concluded its tour with a stop-
over at Texas Department of
Agriculture headquarters in
Austin

“Japan consumes almost
3.5 million pounds of mohair
per year, or about 15 percent
of total world consumption,”
said Brown. “That country
used to be our best customer,
but gradually shifted its
purchases to South Afrca. It
was claimed that Texas
mohair contained too much
kemp, a coarse, inferior hair
which cannot be dyed.
However, we feel that this bad
reputation is undeserved, and
we are making every effort to
win back these valuable
customers.”

Brown noted that process-
ing methods, rather than the
product itself, are responsible
for much of the kemp
problem with Texas mohair.
Most mohair produced in
Texas is processed in Great
Britain, where it is often
blended in with kempy
mohair from other producing
areas. Texas produces over 90
percent of all U. S. mohair.

Foreign diseases
seen as threat
to American animals

Large populations of field
crickets are being reported
from several arecas in Texas,
crawling on the walls of build-
ings and blackening sidewalks
and parking lots. They are
observed particularly  when
they pile up in large numbers
against the sides of buildings in
downtown areas. A few reports
include invasion of residences
and some minor plant damage.

Field cricket problems
actually began last fall when
eggs were deposited in undis-
turbed areas such as pastures,
roadside ditches, grassy areas
and city parks. Evidently, en-
vironmental conditions were
conducive to continued popul-
ation maintenance throughout
the spring and summer. It is
rather typical that large popu-
lations occur in the fall follow-
ing prolonged dry weather in
the spring and summer. Field
crickets migrate or disperse in
late summer, especially follow-
ing brief periods of cooler
temperatures and rains. Also,
crickets seem to be a
much greater problem in urban
w built-up areas. They are
attracted to lights--street light,
home security lights, illumin-
ated windows and signs, and
this works to concentrate them
n towns and cities

Field crickets lay as many as
150-400 eggs in the soil. The

More than likely the current
populations of crickets will be
around until the first frost.
During this time, min, certain
sanitation measures will serve
o reduce cricket feeding and
hreeding sites. Eliminate weeds
and dense vegetation around
the house foundation, as well as
piles of bricks, stones, wood
and other debris where crickets
may hide. Cleanout  trash

nps which ptovtde both food
and harborage areas. Insect
prool your home by caulking,
veather stripping, and making
sure all screens and doors are
rght fitting. Eliminate as many
iwght sources as possible at
night to reduce the numbers of
field crickets that may be
attracted to your home.

Applications of insecticides
ndoors in  only minimumly

ffective since crickets have a
tendency to wander into the
many hiding places that are
present in a residence. Control
{ crickets outside of structures
. more effective and serves to
revent them from moving
doors. Sprays should be ap-
phied to foundation walls, win-
jows, door facings, crawl
spaces, door thresholds and in
and around garbage cans, and
wood piles. When infestations
are large, treat a 5-20 foot
swath around the house.

Insecticides that are effective
against field crickets are listed
below. Note that certain of
hese chemicals are suggested
and labeled) for use either
ndoors, outdoors, or in both
