According to Dr. Helen

Campbell, director
the special nutrition
project of the Depart-

ment of Health Resourc-
es, dietary counselling
is often a component of
the individual health
plan, developed by aphy-
sician, for people with
chronic illnesses and
health-endangering con-
ditions such as obesity.
Frequently, the physi-
cian includes a profess-
ional, registered dieti-
tian in the health care
team,

The counselling may
involve such factors as

the patient’s present
food habits and eating
practices, A variety of

social economic factors,
including ethnic and re-
ligious beliefs, must b¢
considered to ensure
that the dietary plan will
be acceptable to the in-
dividual, The plan isde-
veloped, in writing, in
consultation with the
patient and is explained
fully by the counsellor;
in many cases, the pat-
ient's entire family is
involved, since rhany
people find it impracti-
cal to prepare special
meals for one member
of the family. Of course,
the entire (‘(')mselhng
process is supervised
by the physician to make
sure that the dietary plan
satisfies the health ob-
jectives that have been
set with the patient,

This approach places
important responsibili-
ties on each person in-
volved in the health care
process. The physician
guides and directs the
entire process, and must
recognize the contribu-
tion that dietary coun-
selling can make to the
overall treatment plan
The registered dieti-
tian must develop a diet-
ary plan that satisfies
the patient’'s health
needs, and determined
by the physician, while
at the same time satis-
fying the tastes and hab-
its of the patient. [nmost

Q: | am a school teacher
who has been required by
my employer to take an
additional college course an-
oually to retain my teaching
position.

A: Your expenses are de
ductible even if, as a result
of the education you eventu
ally receive a master's de
gree and an increase in
salary. You may not deduct
expenses for more education
than your employer re
quires, unless you can estab
lish that the expenses were
incurred improve or
maintain skills needed in
your position.

your household, provided
the services of the relatives
qualify as employment sub
Ject to social security tax.

Q: Does the law which
allows you to turn right on a
red light also allow you to
turn left onto a one-way
street?

A: Yes, you may turn left
onto a one-way street after
stopping at a red light, if you
are in the far left lane of a
one-way street. The “right
turn on red” law, however,
allows cities to exempt indi
vidual intersections from the
law by posting a sign pro-
hibiting turns on red lights.
Also, this law does not give
you the right-of-way when
you turn on a red light--you
still must wait for pedestri
ans and other traffic to clear
before making your turn.

Q: An eye doctor pre-
scribed eyeglasses for me
last year. Well, | know that
the doctor’s fee is deductible
on my income tax return,
but can I deduct the cost of
the eyeglasses themselves
and the transportation to
and from the doctor’'s office?

A: Yes, the eye examina
tion and the eyeglasses are
considered medical treat
ment, so the cost of the eye
glasses may be included as a
medical deduction. The
same goes for the cost of the
transportation to and from
the doctor's office -it's de
ductible.
