Portable Sub-Station 
Used Here In Change 
Out O f Transformers

Modem developments in the 
fantastic field of electroncs made 
possible a major change-outt in 
equipment at the Oaona sub-sta­
tion of the West Texas Utilities 
Co. Wedne-day without even a 
flicker in the tow-n's electric lights.

Steady growth of Ozona and the 
subsequent growing d'.mand for 
electric current made it necessary 
to change the huge transformers 
at the sub-station which step down 
the highline’s 66,000 volts to the 
l:vel of current which lights up 
your electric bulb or turns your 

¡washing machine motor.
Each transformer weight’ s more 

than 15.000 pounds and there are 
four involved in the change-out. 

¡including all the complicated wir­
ing connections that are incident to 
nr king the final hookup All rf 
which took hours of tim. for a 
crew of expert workmen.

But there was no interruption 
in the town's supply of current 
during the hours it took to make 
the sub-station change, thanks to 
a "portable sub-station" which 
was hooked up nearfhe sub-station 
and Mirvcd during the interruption 
without even a dimming of lights.

The huge sub-station on wheels 
was rolled up to the site. One of 
the incoming high-lines which sup­
ply Ozona current was tapped into 
rhe portable unit and Conner‘.id. 
in turn, to the wires supplying the 
city. After synchronizing the sys­
tem, all current to the sub-station 
was cut off and workmen began 
the task, of changing out the big 
transformers. Meanwhile, the big 
portable transformer writ was do­
ing the job of the regular sub­
station in controlling the current 
to the citv.

The change will approximately 
double the company's potential for 
supplying ekctric current to O- 
zoni and is expected to meet loe:l 
needs for some year to come.

Disability Poll Tax  
Exemptions No Longer 
Available Under Ruling

For many years persons who arc 
partly or permanently disabled, 
per-on- who are blind, those hav­
ing lost a foot or hand or vi ter: ns 
with 40 percent or more disability 
have been exempted from paying 
a poll tax for the right to vote, 
but instead have been granted ex- 
emotion cerri ffcotes.

Under a recent ruling of the At­
torney General and the Court of 
Civil Appeals, such exemption is 
no longer permitted and local tax 
rollect<vs have been instructed to 
discontinue issuing exemption ccr- 
t i fk itu  to such person- and in­
stead to require a payment of the 
constitutionally required $1 for a 
poll tax receipt The poll tax charge 
to all others is $1.75. but in the 
case of the disabled per«o«ns. the 
«t-»’ i- permitted to rebate an ex­
tra charge of 50 rents levied by 
-1‘ atute and the county rebates its 
25 cents collection eh ego Rut the 
eor.-titutional provision m a k e s  
mandatory the collection of th«’ $1 
fee, the Attorney General and the 
courts have ruled.

Poll tax exemptions are granted 
persons who reach the age of 21 
within the calendar year in which 
they wish to vote, provided their 
21st birthday precedes the election 
date, and overage persons, those 
who are 60 years of oge b< fore 
January 1st.
