Then in more rapid fire action, Commissioner C. O. (Lefty) Walker,

serving an elected term in Precinct
2, resigned as commissioner from
that precinct and was appointed by
the new county judge as commis-
sioner from Precinct 1, filling the
Just vacated post.

The new face in the reshuffled
{court will be that of Richard L.
Flowers, who was appointed by the
‘x.ww county judge as Commissioner
’rmm Precinct 2, succeeding Walk-
|er.

All of these appointments will
be for a period of a little over a
year. Under the law, appointments
by the Court and by the judge to
fill vacancies in the judge's post
and on the Commissioners Court
can be only until the next general
election. The next general election
will be in November, 1962, with
terms of present officers expiring
January 1, 1963.

The effect of the shifting of of-
fices will be that three instead of
two County Commissioner posts
will be up for filling in next sum-
mer’s elections instead of two as
would be the case in the ordinary
course of events. Both Walker and
Flowers are appointed only until
the next general election, and both
will have to seek re-election in
next year's election if they would
serve beyond the appointive term.
Even numbered precincts, No. 2
and 4, will reach term end next
year and the candidate in Precinct
2 will be after a four-year term
