sickness each year

increase in Texas During the first 
week of December, city and county 

certified, i t  health Olivers across the state re- 
injury to the potted 19 new cases of whooping 

cough, bringing the 1963 total to 
2.312 — an increase of 530 cases 
over the same period in 1962 

Only five deaths due to whoop­
ing cough were reported last year, 
hut the State Department of Pu­
blic Health already has received 
report* of 15 infant deaths from 
the disese this ye. r.

Stats* health officials say whoop­
ing cough is a large problem in

fur extended periods, when they 
unws-ge during brief warm spells, 
new rounds o f infestations could 
result

A *ing!e undetected, unreport­
ed case could set the eradication 
program back for several months. 
Briscoe said

“ We must always keep up our 
guard when dealing with this in­
sect,”  Briscoe warned "The screw- 
worm fly hiss shown a remarkable 
ability of taking advantage of any 
lapse* tr. vigilance by livestock 
men.“

He urged livestock producer* to 
watch their arumal* closely and 
treat cuts or scratches that could 
become infested After several l.r- 
vae have beer, collected firm in­
fested wound* and mailed to the 
Mission laboratory for positive i- 
dentification. wounds should be 
treated with insecticide
