County's venerable jail has 
proved impregnable but the 
record gave way and .so did 
the Jail when a slight young 
man from Louisiana pushed 
out a section of the thick 
rock wall and escaped a- 
round 3 o'clock Wednesday 
afternoon.

But the young man s free­
dom was short llv«‘d He was 
captured some three hours 
later in Junction He had 
apparently sneaked over th«' 
hill back i f the jail and e - 
merged on Highway 290 
where he cau ht a ride The 
Junction sheriff «'ailed lo­
cal officers to report that he 
had the man incustody 
shortly before 6  o'clock last 
nigh;.

The escape was discovered 
when another p r i s o n e r  
caught the attention of Luis 
Martini z, courthouse *vn- 
plovee. and he reported It, 
to Sheriff Billy Mill- There 
was only a time lapse of a- 
bout 20 minutes Martinez 
estimated

Lawmen f a n n e d  out, 
searching the jail grounds 
and tanks behind the old 
structure and conducting a 
thorough search of the Rap- 
tut Church Annex which to 
adjacent to the Jail, but the 
escaper was nowhere to be 
found
