BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Subsection
(a), Section 20, Article XVI,
ConstUtulior of the State of
Texas, be amended to read as
follows

(a) The legislature shall
have the power to enact a

Mixed Beverage Law regulat
ing the sale of mixed alcoholic
beverages on a local option

election basis. The Legisiature

shall also have the power to
regulate the manufacture, sale
posseasion and transportation
of intoxicating liquors, includ
ing the power to establish a
State Monopoly on the sale of
distilled liquors.
