By the sume token, by treating every drug as a dangerous
drug, lives can be saved. Common, every-day sugar and common
salt are more harmtul to more people than aspirin -unguestion
ably { the safest, most widely used and most beneficial
Irugs avauable. But f you look on the back of each little Bayer
hox, you will find careful instructions as to dosage, followed by
the words “WARNING: Keep this and all medicines out of
reach, n case of accidental overdose, contact a
physician immediately ™ which is simply to say that too much of
4 guod thung can be harmtul

On the other hand, some drugs are very dangerous, and
Id never be taken for any reason. One such drug is LSD. Last
wimmer 4 Philadelphia medical student, age 24, worked with
ntal patients under the influence of LSD. Presumably he knew
somettung about the drug, and limits of human tolerance. But
e Saturday he took one of the LSD pils as an experiment, to
fest hus own reactions. Sunday morning he was taken to the
wspital, violently il He died Sunday night. His cause of death is
kinown, because his wife knew what happened. But no one knows
how many other victims have been killed by LSD, because there
is no medical test to detect the presence of the drug in a corpse.
At last report, coroners were still unable to say, for sure, what
killed singer Janis Joplin, guesses included heroin, marijuana, or
LSD, or a combination of them. Such drugs are not only
dangerous, but deadly.

Lose Lots of Lures

Much of the area cannot be
fished with lures that run very
deep. That is if you expect to
get the lures back

This lake covers thousands
of acres of mesquite, catsclaw
huisache and black brush, to
say nothing of yucca, prckly
pear and other tough vegeta
tion. When you hang a lure in
stuff Like that it stays and you
might as well forget it

Amistad has come along
fast as a bass lake. This
mainly because at the lower
end where Devil's River flows
inte it, there already were two
older lakes - Walk lLake and'
Devil's Lake.

Both had been stocked with
bass for years. When the new
overlapping Lake Amistad
formed, encompassing both of
them, those bass were already

man-size.

In addition, the Parks and
Wildlife Department has been
stocking Amistad ever since

the dam was started and those

! bass are now catchable size

Buoys Aid Boaters

Amistad also has other un-
usual features for a Texas im-
poundment. It is a lake where
the previous stream beds all
are marked with buoys. This
makes it possible for a boater
to keep on course either in
going upstream on the main
body of water or ‘mn: down
stream. Also, they help in
locating and pinpointing good
coves and inlets. Not only do
these buoys mark the stream,
but they also serve as bound.
ary markers Dbetween the
United States and Mexico

Another feature of Amistad
is its beautiful high-walled
canyons in the upper reaches

Amistad now s only about
twosthirds filled, but when it
reaches conservation level it
will have some 300 feet of
water around those canyon
walls.

Since these walls have been
standing for a million years
more or less, they have be-

come weathered, wplit and
eroded resultin in many
chasms where fish can hide

Proceed with basic soil-im-
provement work unti} frost,

“In certain instances, the sound
truck may be the only practical
means for communication of
opinion. The right of free speech
is worthless in the absence of a
meaningful method of its ex-
pression.”

Another city passed an ordi-
nance saying that sound trucks
could be used, provided the chief
of police first gave his permission.
However, the ordinance said
nothing at all about any guide-
lines on which the chief's ap-
proval or disapproval should be
based

Here, too, when the ordinance
was challenged in a test case, the
court saw danger to freedom of
speech, especially in the realm of
politics.

“The sound truck has become
an accepted method of political
campaigning,” said the count.
“Must a candidate for governor
or Congress depend on the whim
or caprice of the chief of police
in order to use his sound truck
for campaigning?"

Holding the ordinance invalid,
the court said the power to pre-
vent speech, just like the right to
speak, must be kept within rea-
sonable limits.

When | read of the report
made by the special grand jury
on the Kent State affair | was
nonplussed.

Long ago, | had learned not
to expect clear, unambiguous
words from any official body or
elected individual; clear words,
flat out, four square. And here
they were: Kent State officials,
the grand jury said, have yielded

to students and faculty mem-

bers “to the extent that it (the
administration) no longer runs
the university.” The report said
major responsibility for the dis-
aster rests clearly with the uni-
versity administration.

So simple. And so palpably
evident to every concerned,
thoughtful person - yet, so long
in coming. Clear words.

In the yippy hullabaloo that
followed release of the jury's
findings, one of the Kent State
collegiate “leaders” gave the re-
Ft:n an added dimension. Jerry

rsky, the wire services had it,
screamed through his paint-
streaked beard that: “They
thought by killing four students

in May it would be all over. It's.

just beginning.”

Yippy Persky didn’t say what
is just beginning but it is reason-
able to assume he meant campus
chaos, campus anarchy. And un-
til this landmark jury spoke as
itdid, indicted as it did, | would
have felt sure the Yippy's im-
plied threat would have been
carried out.
