Though religious groups, primarily Roman Catholics,
have succeeded in various ways in various states over the
vears in circumventing the Constitution to get public funds
for parochial schools, the recent Supreme Court decision
dooming tax reimbursement programs in effect in New York
and Pennsylvania s the death knell for much subterfuge,
and is welcome.

Even though politicians have often knuckled under to the
political pressure, including President Nixon, who in the
1972 campaign pledged to try to help Roman Catholics get
tax rebates if they sent thewr children to Catholic schools,
any form of dwect or indirect government awd to any reli-
gious school fies in the face of the First Amendment, which
bars all government aid to any religion

At first glance, the court decision and indeed the sep-
aration of church and state amendment in the Constitution
seems harsh, on sober reflection, it 15 one of the greatest
features of the American system, and the founding fathers
wrote it into the Constitution so that federal monies could
not be used in any way to support any religious theory, or
faith. They knew , viewing the history of Europe, from which
they all came, what chaos, division, inequality, discrimi-
nation and even loss of |ife religious squabbling had caused
for centuries

Because Roman (Catholics run by far the largest church
school system in America, as the largest church, and bwe-
ause this powerful church gets tax monies 10 many coun-
tries, is involved in politics and s often given exclusive
and discriminatory authority allowing
church hands even indirectly in the federal treasury would
mean disproportionate aid to the Roman church, its power

And though financial need among the churches today

makes the plea for money an appealing one f the long-term
dangers are not considered, giving tax rebates or aud In
other forms . to circumvent the meaning of the First Amend-
ment, would be a possible fatal mistake for the 1S
tem of nop-involvement and which opens the door 1o inne-
merable future problems and divisions. It would place other
private schools on a footing similar to that of the neutral,
publicly supported school system. It would mevitably lead
also to federal control over private schools

Religious schools already enjoy many benefits from the
state . local and federal government, some based on very
shaky legal ground. They get construction funds through a
cwrcumventing tactic, tax exemptions, hook and lunch ad
in many states, and transportation and other aid in many
cases. The fight agninst the First Amendment has been
waged relentlessly, in fact, for over a century by some and
the chipping away process has already achieved these many
highly questionable supports to religious schools.

While Catholic schools in this country in many cases
could use money, it is also true that the intermmational Cath-
olic Church 18 immensely wealthy, that the disposal of its
billions annually is not public mformation, that it naturally
and logically seeks to increase its power and influence | its
leaders often feeling it s the only true church, mareover it
18 ruled autocratically from abroad, and its leadership s,
by undemocratic process, almost an Italian monopoly.

Considering all this, and seeing the results of its teach-
ing which make so many Americans willing to violate the
First Amendment, for their church (and the voting of the
high court hints if there were more Catholics on that court
the church interest might prevail over the Constitution), one
would be indeed blind to history to favor violations giving
tax monies or tax rebates to any religious organization.

Do you know how much of
each dollar you spend on
farm-produced food at the
store goes to the farmer? Ac-
cording to a U.S. Department
of Agriculture bulletin, the
farmer received an average
of 40-cents out of each dollar
in 1972, Of course, he re-
ceived less for some products
and more for others: for ex
ample, 11 cents on canned
corn, but 64 cents on choice

supplies, and foreign trade
all have a substantial impact
on prices.

in 1970 Eggs were up 18 per
