Be sure to get your roses
pruned by March 15, The

If 1ily bulbs that are to be
planted this spring, get them
in the ground at the ecarliest
possible date, Other summer
bulbs should be planted now,

A primary factor to consider
when determining how much
machine to buy is the type of
stitches used most often, The
least expensive models offer
straight stitching with a re-
verse control, This type of
machine is most practical for
those who sew very little or
are not interested in decorative
effects,

A second category of ma-
chine offers the same features
as the strajght stitch model,

l'ype

plus simple zig-zag patterns,
The zig-zag stitch provides a
distinct advantage for finishing
seams, sewing on buttons,
blind hemming, making but-
tonholes and sewing on knits,

Another kind of sewing ma-
chine fs the cam controlled
zig-zag which gives great
variety of decorative stitches,
as well as strajght and simple
zig-zag stitches,

It is important to weigh the
frequency special stitches are
