BANDITS MAKE SURPRISE AT.

FIVE DEAD MEXICANS FOUND

Believed Attacking Party Are Trained
Soldiers From Manner of Fight-
ing 'Till Reinforcements Came.

Mission, Texas.—Three dead and
eight wounded United States cavalry-
men and signal corps men and five
Mexicans found dead after the battle
is the toll of the early morning at
tack on a detachment of United
States soldiers at Ojo de Agua, seven
miles west of Mission, at 1:30 o'clock
Thursday morning.

The Ameri-
can soldiers, taken almost unawares,
were given little chance to reach
their arms.

The formal ceremonials, conducted
in the coliseum, where W. 1. Yopp,
president of the fair, and James E.
Ferguson, governor of Texas, official-
ly proclaimed the exposition’s open-
ing, were given added interest by
Governor Ferguson's unqualified dec-
laration of support of the national
administartion and Presicent Wood-
row Wilson's “preparedness-for-peace”
policy.

According to estimates the attend-
ance was 75,000, as compared with
22,500 on the opening day a year ago,
and 20,000 in 1913. Each of these
were opening day record breakers at
the time.

One of the first acts of the attack-
ers was to burn the home of George
Dillard, a wellknown ranchman of
Ojo de Agua, and then they fell upon
the sleeping camp of American sol-
dlers, wounded six of them and killed
three.

Soldiers Kill Two Mexicans.

Brownsville, Texas.—A detachment
of the Sixth cavalry late Friday fired
on and killed two supposed Mexican
bandits as they were crossing to the
Mexican side of the Rio Grande at
San Pedro ranche, 12 miles up the
river. The men were armed and
were climbing on drift logs as they
were shot. Their bodies were not
recovered. Lieut, T. R. Van Natta,
commanding the cavalry detchment,
in an official report, said the bandits
had two bundles on their backs, be-
lieved to have contained loot. Two
other Mexicans, whom the sheriff's
department is holding as bandits,
were arrested by two Mexican deputy
gheriffs near the scene of Monday
night's train wreck and, robberies
and murders. The two Mexican
arrested, while they were not armed
when taken, could give no clear ac-
count of themselves and appear from
their dress to have come recently
from Mexico.

Italy Holding $50,000,000 in Cotton.

New York.—American cotton val-
ued at approximately $50,000,000,
ghipped from the United States and
consigned to Germany, is in posses-
sion of the Italian government, ac-
cording to Captain J. W. Bachelor of
the Liverpool Salvage association,
who said that he recently came from
Italy, where he was looking after
this cotton. For several months, he
said, previous to Italy joining the al-
lies, all cotton consigned to Germany
through Italy was detained. One of
the last pretexts used was that there
was a shortage of cars, and to over-
come this Germany sent to Italy a
large consignment of rolling stock.
