The post office department Itself 
Is not aware of the actual number 
of woman carriers in the rural de­
livery service, but it estimates that 
there are about 150. This is a very 
trifling percentage o f the total num­
ber of carriers, 43,652 in 1914; but it 
seems sate to say that a high percent­
age of the romance which the rural 
delivery service is supposed to con­
tain will be lound along these 150 
routes.

Facta Concerning Sound.
In determining the transmission, re­

flection and absorption of sound by 
various materials, V. K. Wat.son has 
placed a whistle emitting a given note 
In the focus of a parabolic reflector, 
und in an adjoining room has stationed 
a Rayleigh resonator to receive the 
sound. The materials to be tested 
Closed the doorway between the rooms. 
In the tests made, pressed liber one- 
fourth Inch thick stopped practically 
all sound; one-fourth Inch cork board, 
80 per cent and three thicknesses of 
this. 92.0 per cent. The transmission 
o f sound at constant pitch depends on 
the porosity, density and elasticity of 
the material; porous bodies transmit­
ting sound about as they transmit air.

not be more than half an Inch thick 
in each. As soon as they are baked, 
butter and pile them one on top of 
the other and send to the table piping 
hot.

Horseradish Sauce.—Take a cupful 
of freshly grated horseradish, one 
ti-a.^oonful of salt, a half teaspoonful 
of sugar, a dash of cayenne, two ta­
blespoonfuls of lemon Juice; mix well 
and just before serving add a half 
cupful of whipped cream.

Popovers.— Beat two eggs without 
separating, add a cupful of milk, and 
then add this slowly to a cupful of 
flour mixed with a teaspoonful of salt. 
OreaBe very hot gem pans and bake 40 
minutes in a hot oven.

Corn Bread.— Heat two eggs very 
light, add a tablespoonful of sugar, a 
teaspoonful of salt, a cupful of flour, 
sifted with two teaspoonfuls of baking 
powder, a cupful and a half of sour 
milk, two tablespoonfuls of softened 
butter and a half teaspoonful of soda 
dissolved In the milk. Bake In a well 
greased dripping pan.

Dumplings.—Take a cupful o f milk, 
add one egg. a little salt and flour, 
enough to make a stiff mixture; add­
ing two teaspoonfuls of baking pow­
der. Drop from a spoon and cook 
eight minutes without removing the 
i:over. i f  a teaspoon Is used for drop­
ping, eight minutes Is sufficient time 

i for cooking.
Raisin Pis.—Grate the rind and chop 

the pulp of a lemon, add a cupful of 
raisins, a pinch of salt, a half cupful 
of molasses, a tablespoonful of butter. 
Boll together one cupful of sugar 
(brown) a half cupful of flour and two 
cupfuls of water five minutes; add the 
Dther Ingredients and bake In twa 
srusts.
