and without the help o f the peo­

ple no one can run a successful 
newspaper. It requires money to 
operate a«y kind o f business—even 
the churches and the papers are 
no exception and foe this reason 
they must have the financial sup­
port o f  the business interests as 
well as the good will

Few newspaper publishers make 
more than a com fortable liv in g1 
and scarcely one is rep<*rted weal­
thy from the money made in the 
newsiiaper business They deserve 
to lie trusted and to be understood 
by the people it is the editor and 
not the plant that make* a news­
paper useful in a community, 
though a liberal patronage is nec­
essary if the paper is to tie a cred­
it to the town New Hem i N C .)
