Crockett county ranchmen win 

«till remember three month« of 
, drouth in the crucial «pring grow 
ing «eason, from February unt 1 
after April, meager rainfall in Ju 
ly and none in August, may be 
surprised that the 1946 total rain 
fall was no more than about fi** 
in«*he* under the averag«* for thi- 
section.

But the wet months of May, 
June and (lct«d«er «welled th«* 
year’s total t" a deceiving high " f  
14.7!» inches. However, it might 
he pointed out that th«* rams fm 
the most part throughout the yeai 
were *catt«*n*d and in varying a- 
mounts, part* <>f th«- ran hing 
««■ctions receiving more rain that 
was registered on the (»zona 
gang«* and other part« receiving a 
lot l«*ss.

Had a part of the year’s total 
1 tie«'ii allocated to thosi ultra dry 
months of February, March and 
April, w h«*n not even a trace of 
rain was registered her«*, th« ' eat 
might not have b**en classed a 
th«- dry one it has been. With niily 
1.7K inches of moi«tur<’ in January 
to go on. the lute winter and ear 
|y Spring drouth got the \ear - 
lamb crop o f f  ta a poor «tart

May cam«* through in a big way 
to relieve the drouth. With f I * • 
different da\« showing moistun 
for a total in the month o f 3X9 
inch«*« June followed through wit! 
2.73 in hex more July began th« 
decline, with only light falls for 
a total of X7 of an nch August, 
the blistering hot month, undid 
mo t of the good that hail been 
done by rams earlier in the «tin. 
mi r by bringing not one drop of 
moisture September brought I 12 
inches, not enough to offset tht- 
August drouth «»ml it wa« not un 
til October that drouth-relieviru 
rains came, 3 inches. NovemBt i 
registered only 7 of an ii h a* < 
December to date the -am«* a 
mount.
