County Tax Bill
Paid By Dec. 31

Poll Tax Payments
In County Still Lag;
Deadline Nears

Property tax payments have
rolled into the tax collector's of-
fice at a good clip, but Crockett
County’s voters are still lagging
lin the matter of payving their poll
taxes to qualify them for the priv-
{ilege of voting in the wemr 1950,
‘according to a check-up of rec-
tords in the sheriff’'s office,

A total of 95.8 per cent of the
[tax bill, state, county and school,
had been paid by the end of Dec-
ember, The total collection to that
date was $H98.5689.65, out of the
fcounty’s total tax bill for 1949 of
$625,023.91. Of this' total, Crock-
ett County’s part of the collection
is $189,695.79.

Out of an estimated total of
wards of 1,200 otherwise qualified
voters in this county, only 325 had
qualified themselves for the vot-
ing privilege in 1950 by
their poll taxes, a
record a few days ago reveals
Most voters did not pay their poll
taxes at the time they paid proper-
ty taxes because of a pending pro
posal to eliminate the poll tax by
constitutional amendment. Now
that the propo=al has been defeat-
ed, the poll tax law is still in full
effect and a poll tax receipt will
be necessary for the voting privi-
lege in 1950,
