Gymnasium Ready 
For Play Tuesday

G iant S truc tu re  To 
Be In itia ted  W ith 
D istrict G am e
Oaona Public Schools’ new gym­

nasium, completed last week at a 
total co.-t of approximately $D58. 
000, including equipment a n d  
furnishings, will be open to the 
public for the f irs t  basketball 
game to lie played on the brand 
new court next Tuesday evening.

The f irst game in the new s tru c ­
ture will be a district contest be­
tween the Ozona Lions and the 
Sonera High School Bronchos. The 
evening’s program include- t w o  
basketball games, the first a t 7:00 
«>’« lock between B strings from the 
two schools and at 8:00 o’clock 
the A team contest, which will 
count in district standings.

In order tha t  the public might 
have »n opportunity to inspect the 
handsome new gymnasium in ad ­
vance of the game, the doors will 
be ojtened about five o’clock Tues­
day afternoon. Tickets for the eve­
ning’s games will he on sale a t  
that time and visitors who wish 
to tour the gym before the games 
may buy tickets and if they wish 
to leave and return  at game time, 
tickets will be returned to them 
at the exit.

The new gym, which school of­
ficials have designated as "Dav­
idson Memorial Gymnasium," in 
honor of the late Judge (’has. FL 
Davidson, is said to he the finest 
and largest gymnasium in this 
area of West Texas. It has a seat­
ing capacity of 1,260. hut will ac ­
comodate up to 2,000 persona in 
ca.-e of need. Bleacher seats a r  • 
provided on each side of the ID! 
by 120 foot structure. The court 
area is (50 feet from sidewall to 
sidewall and 100 feet from end to 
end, with the playing court proper 
50x84 fen-t.

Two concession stands, p resent­
ly equipped with electric cooking 
facilities and later t * he supplied 
with refrigeration units, are lo­
cated in the front of the building. 
Drinking fountains and public rest  
rooms are also provided and of­
fice apace for coaches and teach­
ers. Behind the bleachers are  I >- 
cated corrective rooms, dressing 
rooms for home and visiting teams, 
showers, equipment rooms, a n d 
ample storage space is provided 
under the bleachers.

All o f  the latest gym equipment 
for a well rounded physical edu­
cation and athletic program has 
been provided, in ,addition to  bas­
ketball court and equipment. Pro­
visions has been made for the erec­
tion of a boxing ring 22 feet s<)Uj,r ,. 
in the center of the court, with 
mats to cover the ring floor.

Thermostatically controlled heat 
will he -upplied for the building 
f r o m  a boiler and flnun-seent 
lighting is us d in the foyer. P lay­
er niches are provided beneath 
the bleacher seats on each side 
for ten me in play and officials, in­
cluding t imek< eper-\ scorers, etc., 
will he seated in a special niche 
ill t.he center of the south bleach­
ers.

Completion of tlu' gymna-ium 
marks Ihc end of a building pro­
gram made possible by voters who 
approved a $435,000 bond issue 
for luidly needed expansion of loc­
al school facilities. The building 
program included a new elemen­
ta ry  school, enlargement of the 
South FJementary building, a new 
football stadium, new four-unit 
teaeherage and other t e a c h e r 
housing units and the n* w gym 
nasium. The bond issue lacked ap 

j proximately $65,000 of completing 
the entire project, school officials 
have anmninced, but satisfactory 
arrangements for financing this 
deficit have been m a d e  by the 
school Iward without t.hc necessity 
for  additional bonds.

The gravest and most far-reach­
ing internal issue this country 
faces is the cost of its government. 
And of all issues, it is probably 
the least understood.

At a time when the Federal gov­
ernment's income is at a near-rec­
ord [leak, and when the burden of 
taxation borne by 'he p ople is 
without precedent in day» of peace 
the nation i- unable • • make both 
ends meet. It is running a heavy 
deficit which will be added to the 
towering national debt- - -a d e b t  
which is a direct obligation ujKin 
every man with an income, a piece 
of property, or material resources 
of any kind.

Ther. is of course, a glib an ­
swer to all of this It is: "Tax the 
rich mar. and the rich business- 
let them carry the load for the 
rest of us.”
