State Approves 
Farm-Market Road 
To Vaughan Field

Nine Miles of Paving; 
Study Extensions to 
Other Fields
Texas Highway Department has 

approved the road from Ozona to 
the Vaughan nil field for Farm- 
to-Market construction and will 
pave nine mile«« of the road from 
its intersection with Highway 163 
at the north edge of Ozona.

This was announced this week 
by County Judge Houston Smith. 
The Highway Department ha.s al­
located funds for the project and 
construvtion will begin as soon 
as engineering work can be done 
and the right-of-way secured and 
fenced.

The county will be required to 
secure the right-of-way and fence 
it, the state doing the balance of 
the job and maintaining the road, 
Judge Smith said.
