There's a
fierce, fighting gleam in those
eves, too,

For a fight is what I've run on-
to. Rather, two fights, each a
bloody, merciless thing. For the
center of each swarm of craning,
striking turkey heads is a much
larger head, that of a huge old
gobbler, five or six years old,
maybe. All the other necks are
those of young gobblers, hatched
out last spring. That, and the
necks of the young and old hens
that are having a lot to say about
it, like females the world over.
