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BOSS RULE
At this writing judicial proceed­

ings have been launched which 
may change the status of what is 
alleged to be a Parr Empire in a 
south Texas county. One is tempted 
to wonder how a thing like that 
could happen in Texas in our time.

But it has happened before and 
is still happening elsewhere, some­
times in communities of people 
who have had many more advan­
tages than have most of the citi­
zens of Duval County. Scarcely a 
year goes by but there is a major 
shakeup in the government of 
some big city which spotlights a 
similar situation of rule-by-one- 
man or by an intrenched political 
group. It has even happened to 
state governments. In some parts 
of the world it happens to whole 
countries.

A bo.ss rule situation can grow 
up almost anywhere without any­
one’s intending or realizing it. 
The one in Duval probably came 
about in some such way as this. 
Years ago there was a small min­
ority of people of Anglo descent 
among a large number of descen- 
dents of a group whose democratic 
trad.itions are not as strong as 
those of the Anglos. The region 
was rather remote from political 
centers and relatively thinly set­
tled. Resources there had not been 
highly developed.

One man in the region began to 
stand out as competent and ag­
gressive. He and his family had 
large holdings. His advice and ap­
proval was sought by many les­
ser folk who felt they needed his 
help. Some of them worked for 
him.

Little by little, this man and 
members of his family began to 
get their hands on more and more 
things. Just as money is said to 
make more money, so the exercise 
of power seems to beget more 
power. It eventually became evid­
ent that his man and his family 
had acquired what amounted to a 
stranglehold oh practically every­
thing in the county.

This is not to say that the rule 
was absolutely bad. The “Duke” 
seems to have a good many friends. 
It is reasonable to think he would 
not have these friends unless they 
found their friendship with him 
to be profitable. To many of the 
Latins he probably seemed much 
like the patrons they or their an­
cestors had been used to having 
back in Old Mexico. Since the con­
quest of the Southwest by the 
Spaniards centuries ago, many 
most Mexican have taken the pat­
ron system for granted. Many feel 
safer with it than without it. They 
want someone to tell them what 
to do—or they thought they did.

Lord Acton of England pointed 
out long ago that “power always 
corrupts.” Human nature is not 
constructed to exercise great pow­
er over a long period. It tends to 
corrupt, both the ruler and the 
ruled. And it came to pass that 
this old truth was newly illustrat­
ed, if news reports are correct, in 
the Dukedom of Duval County.

We do not know what the pre­
sent investigations and court ac­
tions will dig up. They may or may 
not reveal punishable corruption. 
But one thing is clear. While the 
power of the alleged Duke was 
growing, at the same time some­
thing else was happening. A slow 
but significant change was com­
ing over the people. Perhaps some 
new blood moved in. Perhaps it 
was the cumulative results of pu­
blic school education and a better 
understanding of the democratic 
ways. It may be due in part to bet­
ter roads and ways of communi­
cation, so that now the people 
better understand their situation. 
A growing resentment to the boss 
rule, hesitant at first, finally 
gathered courage and exercised 
itself as a new Freedom Party.

It seems likely that this instance 
of boss rule is on its way out. The 
atmosphere in this country today 
is hostile to such arrangements. 
A few of them still exist and pro­
bably will continue to crop up 
here and there for some time to 
come. But they are like the dina-

Fort Worth—The nation is in 
for another beef eating spree in 
1954 on the basis o f the report 
tlmt the cattle population was one 
per cent higher on Jan. 1 than a 
y^ar '̂earlier.' v l

The estimate is that-there-vaj?^ 
94.7 million cattle on farms' in the 
United Staotes. Last year (1953) 
beef consumption per capita in the 
Nation was at a record level, and 
about 12 lb,3. above the preceding 
year: Estimates are that this year 
the nation will eat only a little less 
beef per capita.

The American Meat Institute 
says that beef is' at an all-time 
low. The same goes for the price 
of all meats on the average. They 
base this figure on the number 
of minutes of labor required to buy 
a pound of meat.

The Institute’s figures reveal 
that during 1953 it required only 
23,6 minutes of labor to pay for a 
pound of beef. During the depths 
of the depression, it took 35 min­
utes labor to earn the money to 
buy a pound of beef.

The average labor required for 
a pound of “all meats” in 1953 was 
only 21.2 minutes. During the de- 
pre.ssion it required 30.8 minutes 
labor to buy a pound of beef.

At Fort Worth Monday fed cat­
tle were fully steady to strong, ex-1 
cept some half-fat yearlings and j 
heifers that were draggy and weak. 
Some club yearlings topped at $25, 
and the better grades of commer­
cially fattened beeves sold from

$17 to $22.50. ’ ...

.sours were when the age that pro­
duced them ended, — they just 
shriveled up and died.

If there is anything worth se­
rious thought in the Duval case, 
it must be the danger of a group 
of people not exercising their full 
rights of citizenship. When citi­
zens begin to stir and act through 
their governments, power-combine.3 
seldom get a chance to develop.

We almost had a boss rule on 
the national level when following 
the leadership of a powerful and 
astute leader after the depression 
and during the second World War 
the country fell into the power of 
a single party for more than two 
decades. From this standpoint, the 
recent change in administration 
has been a most wholesome thing.

Our laws providing for free e- 
lections, if duly enforced and ob­
served, are usually enough to pro-r 
tect us against the grosser cases 
of rule-by-one-man or group. And 
the traditional American system 
of free competition in business is 
the be.st possible g u a r a n t e e  
against monoply in business, if we 
have the courage and hardihood 
to keep it intact.

Whatever the outcome of the 
present legal struggle between the 
Parr regime and certain state of­
ficials, it seems likely that Parr’s 
regime will be weakened, and that 
public opinion, the slow but sure 
lifting of educational and citizen­
ship levels through the public 
schools, plus the gradual but pow­
erful changes that come about as 
the result of population shifts 
and the increase of comniunica- 
ition, has decreed the ultimate 
doom of the Dukedom in Duval 
County.
