one most resjwniM'ble had been 
drinking, therefore he wu* not 
renponaible. Had the accused com­
mitted Home leaser act, such an a 
minor form of violence or the 
»mashing of another-» car, no 
doubt the jury would have consid­
ered the excuse acceptable, A very 
light penalty would have been »riv­
en. But in this case the feeling 
v e  all have against -eriou» vio­
lence shunted the excuse aside A 
heavy penalty was assessed

Another illustration of the es­
sential soundness of the public 
mind is the Sheppard case The 
defendent had the advantage of 
every legal protection, he had sup­
erior counsel, he had a loyal and 
intelligent group of relatives and 
friends working for him One sup­
poses that all that money can buy- 
in such a case »as  bought The 
drama and pathos of hts situation 
was exploited to the fullest

But somehow the jury was not 
impressed by the story of the 
bushy-haired prowler Kvidently 
thrv considered that the defendant 
did in fact slay his wife But why 

This jury seemed to be an un 
usually intelligent and capable 
©ne Thev considered the circum­
stances, if any, which might have 
mitigated the moral guilt. Fin- 
ullv they came up with what many 
of us telt was a balanced and 
v hoiesom* verdict, a life sen­
tence This compromise verdict 
protected the accused from the 
possibility of an unjust death sen 
tame and at '.he »ame time pri 
tested society from him

erecting impressive caaea on such 
defenses as intoxication, tempora­
ry insanity, etc., and the growing 
inclination of juries to give them 
weight, is not in itself a bad thing 
It may mean a deepening of human 
t(impassion and a more realistic 
approach to the sources of pet 
sonal motives. But this trend will 
have its limits. And the limit will 
be the incorruptible conviction 

ithat most resjKinsible Americans 
have that we simply cannot have a 
society at all. unless each of us 
is held accountable for his acts
