The Texas Visual
Assistance Program provides
eye glasses, minor eye surgery
and visual aids such as mag-
nifying glasses and high-in-
tensity lights to needy,

The fraternity also supports
the United Nations Pilgrimage
for Youth, the Kidney Foun-
dation, Gifts of Life Organ
Donar Program, a nursing
home in Ennis, and the
Arthiritis Foundation.
