There are still 200 of these chickens 
to be placed and anyone, men and 
women as well as boys and girls may 
obtain chickens by applying to the 
county agent at once.

The price per head can not 
be definitely given, as no one knows 
what the market.will be when the 
hogs are sold, but the farmers will 
get them as near cost as they can be 
Safely and equitably sold. Farmers 
who want a sow or more than one 
sow are urged to see the county agent 
at once and place their order.

BODY BROUGHT TO MIDLAND 
FOLLOWING DEATH TUES­

DAY IN MINERAL WELLS 
---0---

The funeral of John M. Cowden, 
pioneer citizen and ranchman of Mid 
land, was held at the Baptist Church 
of Midland at 3 o’clock Wednesday 
afternoon, Rev. J. C. Burkett offieat- 
ing, the burial services being under 
the auspicies of the local Masonic 
Lodge. Members of the local eom- 
mandery, in uniform, formed an hon­
orary escort.

Mr. Cowden died in Mineral Wells, 
where he lias been living for a year 
or more, early Tuesday morning, his 
family being with him. The body 
was immediately brought to Midland, 
his permanent home, for burial.

At his death, Midland has lost one 
of the most useful citizens of its 
history. He has been a strong fac­
tor in the moral, spiritual, educa­
tional, social, and business develop­
ment of Midland and its surround­
ing country. He had contributed to 
many of the leading- denominational 
and educational instructions of the 
state, and his encouragement to 
preachers, teachers, and people in 
general, young and old, had constant­
ly been a great source of inspiration.

He had at various times been con­
nected with the school board, the First 
National Bank, local government and 
community organizations, and was a 
deacon in the Baptist Church here.

The following obituary, written by 
a near relative, familiarly known 
here as Auntie Sterling, tells of his 
useful life and many interesting- 
events connected with it as few could 
tell.

John M. Cowden passed into the life 
Immortal February 9th, 1926, at the
age of 68.

The greater part of his life was 
spent in Midland and on his cattle 
ranches. For more than_ a year he 
resided in Mineral Wells, after much 
travel over the state in search of 
health.

He leaves a wife and four 
children, two sisters, four brothers 
and four grand children, his children 
Claud, Mary, Kate Evans, Edwin and 
Rail Bell. He was since manhood a 
member of the Baptist church, as or his 
wife, his children and grand child­
ren. He was Past-Master of Mid­
land Lodge No. 623 A. F. & A. M„ a 
Knight Templar, a 32 Scottish Rite 
Mason and a Shriner. During the 
many years he lived in Midland, Tex­
as, he was a Deacon and a Sunday 
School teacher. In the year 1910 he, 
his wife and two youngest girls made 
a tour of Europe, Asia, and Africa. 
In London, in St. Pauls Cathedral 
Church, they viewed the white mar­
ble sarcophagus of Canon Liddon, an 
ancestral descendant of the South of 
England people of the name.

The four saw much of London in 
their near three days sight seeing. 
The entourage was made up of forty 
one people. The greater number 
sailed from Antwerp to U. S. A. and 
did not see London. In that touring 
party there were eleven preachers, 
Baptists mainly. There was much 
speech snaking, John M. told the 
history and life work in Texas which 
was accepted in rapt attention, so he 
became a Texas representative and 
was often called upon, while crossing 
the Atlantic. Of the life he lived in 
this section, of his benefactions to 
the needy, how he found the sick 
strangers and ministered to them, 
how he loved the church work and 
wearied never in well-doing, all who 
knew him intimately could testify.

As a builder of the cattle industry, 
he stood one among many, who 
wrought with faith and boundless 
industry.

Of his influence as a Christian and 
a good citizen there are no written 
records, save in the hearts of those 
who knew him.

EUGENE BURKETT GOING TO 
ALASKA ON NAVAL EXPE­

DITION IN MAY

Lieutenant Eugene F. Burkett, 
U. S. N., will go to Alaska in May, 
with officers and men of the naval 
service, to chart land and waterways 
in the north; leaving his post in San 
Diego.

Eugene Burkett, who is a son of Dr. 
and Mrs. J. C. Burkett of Abilene, 
lived in Midland during his boyhood, 
and graduated from Midland high- 
school. He has made a fine x-eeord 
in the Naval Service, having gradu­
ated from Annapolis, and is now in 
the aerial branch of the navy.

The following clipping from the 
Abilene Reporter tells of his Pro­
posed expedition in detail.

Lieutenant Eugene Burkett, U. S. 
N., son of Dr. and Mrs. J. C. Burkett 
of this city, has been appointed one 
of the members of a naval expedi­
tion that will map 200,000 square 
miles of terrain and waterways in 
Alaska, according to advices received 
by his parents.

The expedition will consist of six 
officers and 28 men under them and 
with Lieutenant B. H. Wyatt in com­
mand. The party will leave San 
Diego, Cal., about May 1 and it is 
expected that three years will be re­
quired to complete the work as it can 
be carried on during but four months 
of each year.

Three special type Loening amphi­
bian airplanes, one Modified Douglas 
torpedo plane with the aircraft ten­
der Gannet acting as a mobile base 
and for transportation of supplies 
for the expedition.

The entire territory to be mapped 
is mountainous in the extreme and 
the land areas are cut by innumer­
able tideware bays, sounds, inlets and 
fjords, some of which are flanked by 
huge glaciers descending the moun­
tain passes. Peaks rise from 3,000 
to 10,000 feet and some of the peaks 
of the fairweather group extend to 
15,000 feet.

At the conclusion of the Alaskan 
survey the thousands of photographs 
that will be made from the planes 
will be pieced together to form a gi­
gantic mosaic map.

SUMMER FEED FOR
SWINE NEGLECTED

It fis not necessary to feed lot» of 
high-priced feeds to pigs during the 
summer, hut It is advisable to add 
gome concentrates to a good forage.

So states B. G. Godbey, associate 
animal husbandman of Otemson col­
lege, who believes that too many hogs 
are turned ip the pasture or swamps 
to make their living daring the slim­
mer months. Good feed, he says, Is 
given during the winter and early 
spring and good pigs are turned OtJt 
in the summer, but in the fttH a btEach 
at wormy, stunted hogs IS driven in 
to prepare for market. Many of them 
are but little heavier than when turned 
out and have the appearance of scrubs. 
They may be put on tb$ feeder pig 
market—¿nd the prospects of feed«- 
pig business are good—but they need 
more growth and thrift to max» good 
hogs hi this class.

The best forages tor the summer 
months are sorghum, green soy beans 
and Sudan grass. Perhaps none Of 
these Will save as much as forages 
that are available In spring and fSffl, 
but they are well worth file trouble 
and money put into them. They not 
only save feed but add to the thrift 
and growthinesR of the pigs.

One otter common cause of lark of 
growth la spring pigs to which Me. 
Godbey calls attention is parasites, 
both internal and external. Hthndieds 
of pounds of feed are wanted every 
year feeding worms. A few dollars 
spent for worm treatment will save 
some hogs and cause the others to 
make the most from the feed con­
sumed.

Farmers Should try to keep their 
spring pigs growing so that they will 
at least make heavy, thrifty feeder 
pigs for the high September market

Hogging Down Com Has 
Three Mg Advantages

The advantages to be gained from 
hogging down corn nay he briefly 
summed up u n tó  three heads. Fírát 
« f all, and one that Is of Utmost im­
portance at the present time, te that 
the practice is ideal from g íábór-swv- 
ta* standpoint Every farmer §» «were 
of the amount of man arid horse la­
bor that is required to «&, husk, heal 
and crib corn, end then fieri ft oat to 
the hogs In the pen. 'the expense of 
these operations may be largely saved 
and at the time of the year when 
there is usually a great rush of out- 
of-door work.

Then there is the fertility problem 
that must be considered. In feeding 
com In the pen there Is almost aJWays 
a waste of valuable fertility. ÍÍ m y 
of the manure made is returned to the 
soil It Is accomplished at quite an tó­
pense and only after many hoars of 
laborious and not altogether pleasant 
work. When harvesting their own 
corn the hogs are making manure and 
depositing it directly upon the land. 
They are also leaving cornstalks whpre 
they may be turned under without flint 
being hauled out to the field.

The general health at any farm ani­
mal Is always to be considered, iii 
hogging down com the animals receive 
a great deal of exercise, which keeps 
them contented and vigorous. Instead 
of rooting around in Sloppy pig yards 
as is often the ease, they are work­
ing In clean fields which, as one may 
observe, is of no smalt benefit to them.

Guard Against Cholera 
Among Hogs This Season

Kog eholero, as is well known, Is a 
disease that runs in eyries. It Is less 
virulent In some years than tu otters 
and those who are well posted on these 
cycles claim that we are now alter­
ing upon a period of a virulent form 
of cholera. Breeds re of hogs should 
bear this in mind and not become care­
less about vaccinating their pigs this 
year. It ia especially Important to pro­
tect the pig crop against disease be­
cause hogs are bringing a good pries 
on the market and will continue to do 
so for some time to come. While feed 
Is still high in price, lower values will 
undoubtedly prevail before the pig 
crop is ready for the market In other 
words, it looks as though hogs will 
afford the best market for the coming 
corn crop, hence the Importance oi 
guarding them against disease.

Vaccination of the pigs a few days 
after weaning should be the rule this 
year. It provides cheap insurance 
that no hog breeder can afford to dis­
regard at_any time, but we believe 
that this Is a year when it should be 
given special thought and attention, 
says the Iowa Homestead. Many hog 
men hold licenses to vaccinate their 
own hogs and whenever that is the 
case the expense will be small, for 
good serum is selling at very reason­
able figures.

Athletic Awards
W ill Be Made

Austin, Texas—Not the least at­
tractive feature of being winners in 
the state interscholastic basket ball 
tournament to be held in Austin, 
March 5 and 6 will be the awards to 
the three winning teams and the play­
ers on those teams. Roy Henderson 
athletic director fo  rthe University 
of Texas Interscholastic League, says 
that these awards which have been 
given for the last three years, are 
permanent, being renewed each year 
by the donors.

For the winning basket ball in the 
state there is a silver basket ball, 
bearing the proper inscription as to 
the significance of the trophy. The 
members of this team receive small 
gold basket balls. In the season of 
1925 Beaumont was the winner. Oak 
Cliff high school of Dallas won th'e 
State championship in 1923 and 1924. 
In 1921 El Paso won the silver tro­
phy. Sandi Esquival, captain of the 
Longhorn basket ball team, was a 
member of this high school team.

For the runners-up in the state 
tournament there is a silver loving 
cup, and for the individual players 
there are silver basket balls awards. 
Breckenridge high school in San An­
tonio was the winner of this trophy 
in 1925.

The school that wins third place 
in the tournament will he given a 
silver cup, and the members of this 
team will be given bronae basket 
balls. Etephenville won this award 
last year.

Henderson says that the contests 
for district championships are being 
played o ff at present over the state. 
The contest will be drawn down to the 
sixteen winning teams of the state, 
and these teams will be on hand in 
March at the state tournament.

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Many Important 
Problems Solved

Various State Experiment 
Stations Conducting 

Farm Projects.
(P rep ared  by the U nited  States D epartm en t 

o f  A g ricu ltu re .)
Many Important problems in agri­

culture are being gradually solved by 
the experiment stations and the grist 
of knowledge given to the public. 
During the year 1924-25 the various 
state experiment stations were con­
ducting projects dealing with 5,538 dif­
ferent phases of agriculture, an aver­
age of 110 projects per station. In 
some instances projects are finished 
in one year, but in many cases several 
years may be required to complete the 
investigations and make the results 
applicable to practice.

Wide Range of Subjects.
A classified list of the different 

projects now being carried on by the 
stations has been prepared by the 
United States Department of Agricul­
ture, which shows the wide range of 
subject matter covered by the experi­
mental work.

Projects dealing with field crops 
lead in number, with a total of 1,817. 
Of the field crops under study, corn 
leads with 170 or more projects, wheat 
follows with 164, potatoes 162, cotton 
99, alfalfa, 82, oats 81, and soy beans 
58.

Horticulture comes second with 952 
projects, of which over 400 deal with 
orchard fruits, the leading fruit being 
apples 115 and peaches 45; 135 in 
small fruits; 275 with vegetables, the 
leading representative of which is to­
matoes 34; 65 with ornamentals; and 
50 with nuts, the largest representa­
tives of which are pecans 20 and wal­
nuts 13.

The third largest group is animal 
production with 926 projects, including 
among others poultry 205, dairy cattle 
191, swine 189, sheep and goats 81, 
beef cattle 77, and horses and mules 
12.

Plant Pathology.
Plant pathology is another large 

group, having 482 projects, of which 47 
deal with potato disease.

Projects in economic entomology 
number 372, 38 of which relate to bees 
and 22 to cotton insects.

In addition to the projects carried 
on at the state stations, the stations 
maintained by the department at 
Alaska, Hawaii, Porto Rico, Guam, 
and the Virgin islands have 150 
projects, which increases the total to 
5,688.

Additional Protein for
Dairy Cows Profitable

Cheap feed prices and relatively 
good butter prices will encourage the 
dairyman to feed heavier this year 
than last when the conditions were 
exactly reversed.

In connection with heavier feeding 
it is well to make a special study of 
economical feeding. As a general rule 
one of the chief needs of the ration is 
additional protein.

Additional protein for dairy cattle 
is furnished either by some good form 
of legume hay or by oil meal, cotton­
seed meal, gluten feed, wheat bran 
and cracked soy beans, or by a com­
bination of both. Cows which are 
heavy producers can make a profitable 
use of a larger percentage of these 
feeds in a ration than cows which are 
low producers. In other words, it is 
often practical to feed from two to 
three pounds of high protein concen­
trate to a five or six-gallon cow when 
it is not practical to buy any addi­
tional feed to balance up the ration 
for a two or three-gallon cow. The 
reason for the difference is that the 
high producers will increase their pro­
duction on account of the added pro­
tein.

A question which is often asked is, 
“Which of these feeds shall I buy?” 
Illinois experiment station tests show 
but little difference. Therefore It Is 
largely a question of available supply 
and relative cost.

Their cot­
ton seed must breed true to type, and 
when their cotton seed is all sold out 
they cannot buy other seed and sell 
as registered. In other words they 
have to be honest whether they want 
to or not.”

Dave—“Well I can see into the 
business a little better now, hut they 
are very expensive and if a fellow 
planted these seeds and lost them he 
would be in bad shape wouldnt he.”

John— “Yes that is the 'trouble. I 
never plant all my crop in these 
certified seed, and do not advise any­
one else to go that strong. I buy 
enough good seed every year to plant 
for next year’s crop. In this way you 
are not out much money and you al­
ways have good seed for the bulk of 
your crop. Following this plan you 
will always have a quality product 
for the market, and we will continue 
to get a premium for the cotton pro­
duced in the Midland territory.

Dave— “ I am glad you explained

this to me John. I have been plant­
ing gin run, dog tail cotton all o f my 
life and it does not pay. I do not get 
the acre yield nor the gin turn out 
that you fellows do, and the buyers 
always kick on the staple of every 
bale that I offer for sale. I am going 
to get some good cotton seed this 
year and see if I can’t heat what I 
have done in the past.

Compare Soy Beans With 
Tankage to Fatten Hogs

In comparing a ration of shelled 
com, soy beans and mineral mixtures, 
with shelled corn and tankage, In re­
cent experiments at Purdue, Ind., it 
was found that soy bean hogs put on 
weight at a cost of $5.75 per hundred 
weight against $6.04 for the tankage 
fed animals, and the rate of gain was 
almost a» much, 1.02 pounds ner day 
against 1.65 pounds pear day. The cost 
of com and soy b*aa logs, without the 
mineral mixture, was $6.88 per hun­
dred. All the lots had a legume pas­
ture.

These results show that a pound of 
soy beans practically replaced a pound 
of tankage. On this basis, soy beans 
may he used if obtained at a lower 
cost per pound than tankage. Since 
soy beans can be produced on the ma­
jority of com belt farms for consid­
erably less than the usual cost of an 
equal amount of tankage, they should 
be more generally used with com and 
legume pasture for fattening hogs.

Quarters for Pullets
The young poultry stock should be 

shooed towards winter quarters by this 
time, especially pullets hatched early 
enough to begin laying in October. 
When the pullets put on their red 
combs, they are nearing the period of 
egg production, and any disturbance in 
quarters at this time will postpone the 
laying of the first egg. Have the house 
thoroughly cleaned, and plan to get the 
birds in gradually, by moving the brood 
coops nearer the house each day.

In Texas we 
have a Cotton Seed Breeders Asso­
ciation. There are 23 breeders in the 
State who have qualified for mem­
bership. They are all breeding cot­
ton under the Texas cotton seed cer­
tification law, and their breeding 
blocks, fields and facilities are in­
spected by a duly authorized State 
inspector. The breeders must he 
trained men who have developed a 
strain of cotton with definite char­
acteristics that will breed true to 
type. They must ha;ve (their field

Britain Makes A  
Protest On Alien

Laws Of Mexico
— 0 —

Washington, Feb. 10—A form'al 
protest against the Mexican anti­
alien land and petroleum laws, said 
to be substantially in line with that 
made by the Washington govern­
ment has been lodged with the Mexi­
can foreign office by Esmond Ovey, 
British minister in Mexico city.

Decision of Great Britain to file 
a protest was not unexpected here 
and the impression pre,vailed tha£ 
still other nations would take simi­
lar action in the near future. In 
this connection, it is pointed out, 
Mexico’s new legislation applies 
equally to properties of all foreign 
nationalities in that country and their 
interest naturally would be the same 
as those of American citizens.

Presumably the British protest 
also is based on objection to giving 
retroactive effect on the celebrated 
article 27 of the Mexican legislation 
although, the specific agreement

reached by the joint American-Mexi- 
can Commission in 1923 as a basis 
for recognition of Mexico has been 
cited as an additional ground of pro­
test in the American communications 
which Mr. Sheffield has delivered.

The agreement would not apply to 
other than American nationais, and 
other governments protesting un­
doubtedly will do so on the ground 
that the retroactive provisions of the 
two acts as they apply to foreigners 
are in conflict with prinicples in in­
ternational law.

ERADICATE MITES
TO SAVE POULTRY

There are few poultry producers 
who do not know of the ravages 
caused by the common chlc-ken mite. 
It is very common in all parts of the 
country ar.d while it is more preva­
lent in mid-summer it' is well to eradi­
cate it from the chicken houses before 
the young chickens arrive in the 
spring.

The removal of all interior fixtures 
and a thorough disinfection with a 
strong dip applied with a force pump 
is recommended by the Kansas experi­
ment station. They state:

All rubbish should be removed and 
burned. Care must be taken to get 
the spray into all crevices. Kerosene 
emulsion, crude petroleum, and wood 
preservatives may be used for spray­
ing, followed by whitewash. White­
wash aids mechanically by helping to 
fill up many crevices. Spraying should 
be repeated after a week in order to 
get any mites that may escape. Roosts 
should be painted frequently with 
wood preservative or crude petroleum. 
A treatment of the roosts, nests, boxes, 
etc., each spring with undiluted crude 
carbolic acid or sheep dip is usually 
sufficient to reduce the action of the 
mites to a minimum. The fact should 
be kept in mind that' mites are blood­
sucking parasites and do not remain 
on the birds as do lice. Mites are 
niore harmful to poultry than lice and 
in treatment it is necessary to treat 
the house and not the bird, as is the 
case of lice.

The construction of roosts and nest­
ing places so as to reduce hiding 
places to a minimum is an excellent 
control measure.

If new birds are brought to the 
farm, or birds to new quarters, they 
should be isolated for a few days in 
a pen separate from the permanent 
quarters so that all of the mites will 
leave them, thus preventing the infes­
tation of new quarters. If birds are 
moved in the daytime mites will not 
fee earried on them.

Poultrymen Use Greens
in Greater Quantities

New Jersey poultrymen are finding 
that for greatest success plans should 
be made to supply poultry with an 
abundance of greens. They find that 
vegetation usually becomes tough and 
coarse in the summer and free range 
conditions «io not provide the proper 
type of green food for poultry.

To offset this the principal crops 
sown in yards or on range are oats, 
rape and alfalfa. An alfalfa sod 
makes an ideal range because of the 
new growth constantly coming i out. 
Rape also makes a new growth as the 
old is eaten off. It produces dark 
yellow yolks, however, and must be 
avoided if light yolks are desired. 
Oats make a very good crop for a 
few weeks. They should be planted 
In small quantities, because if not con­
sumed: while young they soon become 
too large and coarse.

In addition to range crops, cabbage, 
kale and swiss chard are often grown 
In a side field and fed to the birds. 
Kale has proved particularly well 
suited for summer feeding as It con­
tinually sends out new shoots after 
being cut. Cabbage makes a fine feed 
for late summer and fall.

Regardless of the kind of succulent 
feed nsed, successful poultrymen aim 
to provide six to eight pounds daily 
per 100 birds. When fed the first 
thing in the morning or the last thing 
at night, the green feed does not in­
terfere with consumption of other 
feeds, and egg production is improved 
by its use.

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| Department of Journalism 1
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Honesty Needed in Government.
This is an elec­

tion year in Texas 
and many politi­
cians are l a y i n g  
their eampaign plans 
for getting into of­
fices. There will like­
ly be numerous can­
didates for all posi­
tions from the low­
est to the highest. 

They will go before the people with 
all kinds of statements and promises. 
Comparatively few of those who of­
fer will be qualified for the offices 
they hope to secure. Most people 
seem to think that they can fill any 
office that offers sufficient remuner­
ation. In other words they care far 
more for the pay than for the service 
they render. To accept an office with 
that feeling is positively wrong—it 
it dishonest, because it is getting pay 
for a service for which one is but 
poorly qualified. There is but a 
short step from that to plain graft. 
The man who seeks pay for a serv­
ice he is unfitted to do is likely to 
justify himself in getting money 
without any service rendered. Do 
not be too quick to promise support 
to any candidate, and, be certain 
above all things, that those for whom 
you vote are honest through and 
through.

* * *

Confidence is Greatest Public Need.
There is an appalling lack of confi­

dence in public officials. This is evi­
dent wherever you hear public mat­
ters discussed, and many are ready to 
cite case after case to show that the 
mass of office-holders are corrupt: 
This feeling has reached such a point 
that many hesitate to ask for an of­
fice because they fear their motives 
will be impugned. They object to the 
company with which they will have to 
run, and to be frank about it, the 
company isn’t the best always. Pa­
triotism among office-seekers and of­
fice-holders has reached a mighty low 
ebb. This condition speaks badly for 
democratic form of government, but 
only the public ean correct it. Men 
and women in whom confidence can 
be placed must be elected to office— 
persons of unquestioned integrity. 
Confidence in the government is bas­
ed on confidence in its officers. It 
can only be restored by the right ex­
ercise of the ballot.* * %

Libel Laws Largely to Blame.
Newspapers no longer can be the 

guardians of the rights of the public, 
because they are hedged about by 
too many restrictions. Libel laws 
prevent the publication of matters 
about which the people should know. 
Libel suits are expensive to publish­
ers. Whether guilty of libel or not, 
they must employ attorneys to de­
fend them and must incur other ex­
penses whenever any one feels in­
clined to sue them. Newspapers are 
muzzled by the fear of law suits more 
than by the fear of .having to pay 
damages for libel. The person who 
brings a libel suit and fails to main­
tain it should not only have to pay 
court costs, but in addition should be 
made to pay attorney’s fees and other 
soste incurred by the defendant. Un­
til that is done there will be no such 
thing as freedom of the press. With­
out such freedom “here is no possibili­
ty -of such publicity as will guarantee 
good government. The press does 
not wish, and should not have im­
munity from libel, but immunity from 
the expense of unjustified libel suits.

Texans Have Big Plans.

Texas is starting in to do things in
& big way this year, and each sec­
tion is vieing with all the others in 
Its efforts. Every part of the state 
that needs irrigation and can get it 
is planning to that end. Many of the 
projects are already under way and 
will be far along before the year is 
ended. Vast sections are studying 
how they can bring the overflow 
lands into successful cultivation. 
There is more oil development than 
the state has ever known before. Sul-, 
phur and potash will bring great 
riches to certain parts of the state. 
The erop production will likely be 
limited only’by the number of laborers 
that can be obtained. Prosperity is in 
evidence everywhere, and enforced 
idleness is unknown. It is great to 
live in a state that is up and doing.

Educators Should Lead in Education.
Dr. Meikeljohn, former president 

of Amherst College, in a recent lec­
ture in Austin, said in substance that 
educators are to blame for any failure 
of a democracy. He reasons that 
democracy depends for success upon 
an educated people; but that learning 
must be of a kind to maintain the best 
government; and that what learning 
is best should ibe decided by scholars, 
instead of by politicians who are too 
often unlearned. He attributes the 
failure of democracy, to whatever ex­
tent it fails, to lack of courage on the 
part of scholars in directing the 
scholarship of Die country. They are 
too mueh inclined to follow the lines 
of least resistance and “leave it to 
George,” the politician, to have such 
things taught as best serve his po­
litical ends rather than the interests 
of government. * * *

Ferd Lehmann’s Death.
The entire country press of Texas 

and many daily papers of the state 
have been saddened by the death of 
Ferd Lehmann, once editor of the 
Hallettsville Herald and for 29 years 
treasurer of the Texas Press Asso­
ciation. It is impossible to pay a 
tribute that measures up to the life 
of such a man. He was a true friend, 
a good man, and in all things de­
pendable. What more could be said of 
any one? He will be greatly missed 
by most of the editors of Texas and 
by all who knew him, for they loved 
him a« a brother.

Color Grader Been 
Devised for Honey

Sample Readily Assigned to 
Given Grade.

(Pnparsd by the United States Department 
of Agriculture.)

In the marketing of honey the flavor 
and color must be described to the 
purchaser In terms which shall con­
form to the standards set up by the 
bureau of agricultural economics with 
regard to honey grades. The flavor is 
commonly indicated by naming the 
plant source, as “White Orange honey” 
or “Light Amber Clover honey.” There 
has been considerable difficulty, how­
ever, in establishing standard grades 
corresponding to the trade color names 
for honey, but work on this problem 
by the bee culture laboratory of the 
United States Department of Agricul­
ture has led to the perfection of a 
grader by means of which different 
persons readily assign a given sample 
to the same grade. This grader over­
comes many of the objections to other 
types of graders heretofore used and, 
while more expensive, is considered 
better.

The flve standard grades of color are 
as follows: Water white, white, light 
amber, amber, and dark. These are 
the terms at present commonly used 
in the sale of honey. In response to 
tlie demand from western beekeepers 
for further subdivisions of the lighter 
grades, two additional grades are es­
tablished as subdivisions of the white 
and light amber grades, these to be 
designated as extra white and extra 
light amber.

Further information about the 
color grader will be furnished by the 
United States Department of Agricul­
ture to anyone interested.

Size and Management of 
Litters Decide Profits

A litter of pigs at farrowing time 
costs approximately $16. If only four 
pigs are saved the cost is $4 per pig, 
but if eight “pull through” then only 
$2 needs be assessed each pig, figures 
O. G. Elling, swine specialist at the 
Kansas State Agricultural college.

Expenses on the next-spring pig 
crops are already beginning to ac­
cumulate, he warns. From now on un­
til the pigs are farrowing much can be 
done in the management of brood sows 
to keep this expense as low as possible 
and at the same time establish condi­
tions which will produce thrifty pigs.

“Only sows of desirable conforma­
tion should be selected as foundation 
for next year’s hog-raising operations,” 
says Mr. Elling. “These sows should 
be deep bodied, with a strong, arched 
back, good feet and legs and vigorous 
in every respect.

“Sows at this time of the year should 
be In good condition, made up mostly 
of muscle, developed through ranging 
over fields and picking up scattered 
grain. The amount and kind of feed 
should always be regulated more or 
less by the comparative price o f the 
feeds but it is never advisable to make 
up the brood sow’s ration on corn 
alone. Some skim milk or a little tank­
age can nearly always be used with 
profitable results, according to Elling.

“ Sows will eat lots of alfalfa hay 
and this feed is one of the best con­
ditioners to be found in a winter ra­
tion when green feed is scarce. They 
will drink much water during the win­
ter season, if the supply is constant 
and easily accessible.

“Many pigs are lost by not being 
protected from the weather. Often a 
severe chill will cause many ailments 
to young pigs. Attention should be 
given now to the location and prepara­
tion of suitable farrowing quarters."

Cutting Out Old Canes
in the Raspberry Patch

After the raspberries have been 
picked the canes which bore the fruit 
are of no further use. The leaves will 
wither, die, and the canes themselves 
will die out before winter. It is high­
ly important that they be gotten rid 
of as soon as possible, for they carry 
within their decrepit stalks the germs 
of disease and the eggs of insects. 
The first job of the raspberry grower 
after picking his berries is to remove 
and burn the old canes. If, at the same 
time, the plants seem to be very thick 
in the row, it will be entirely proper 
to weed out some of the weaker ones, 
having in mind that, later in the fall or 
the next spring, still more of the new 
canes should be removed. The whole 
tendency in raspberry production to­
day is to limit the number of canes 
per row and get more vigor in the in­
dividual canes.
