LENT RESULTS, MAYOR

An eleven day test conducted by
the water department of the city of
Midland a short time ago showed that
the wells at Cloverdale have a flow
stronger than the average used in
any city.

On the eleven day test, pumping
one of the wells 24 hours per day,
a yield of 665 gallons per minute re-
sulted. When the test started, the
water level was 40 feet below the
surface of the ground, and it fell to
54 feet, but when the test was con-
ducted four or five days, it had risen
six inches, showing that the water
must be lifted only 53 1-2 feet for
general use. : :

It must be understood at the be-
ginhing of this article that it is of
a preliminary nature, but none the
less, the writer feels that the solu-
tion of the problem of “Creeps” or
‘mineral deficiency diseasé in cattle is
about to be solved in a logical and
economical manner.

Some three years ago Leon Good-
man, president of the Livestock Ex-
change of Des Moines and Midland,
and part owner of large ranch hold-

_ ings in the Midland section, took no-

“tice of the presence of cattle suffer-
ing from (wha.t we knpow now as)
mineral deficiency. It is characterized
in the early stages by a depraved ap-
petite evidenced by the cheWing of
bones, wood, rock, ete.; and at a later

stage the cattle hbecome emamated'

lifeless, and w1th malked soreness’ of
the bones and joints. This condition
causes the animal to creep along —
hence : the trouble has come to be
known to the ranchman as “Cxeeps

Upon checking over the situation,
Mr. Goodman learned that the dis-
ease often caused death and was a
direct cause of slow breeding and.an
attendant short calf crop of poorly
developed calves. Cows nursing calves
showed most signs of actual lame-
ness, and emaciation, but all howed
evidence of badly depraved appetite.

Acting upon the theory that the
depraved - appetite indicated a short-
age of some element in the' grass_ ra-

‘'tion, Mr. Goodman sent.samples. of
Black Grammay’ Curly Mesqmte, Fob-
oso, and other grasses to the Iowa
State College for analysis. ‘Results
showed all the grasses deficient in
phosphorus, with Black Gramma test-

' ing highest and Toboso lowest in

That, the use of spent boneblack

' mixed with salt suggested a practical

and economical remedy for “Creeps”
in cattle under range conditions. The
writer secured bulletins from the
Minnesota Experiment Station, bear-
ing on the subject, and noted that,
after extensive tests, they had
veached the conclusion that the dis-
ease was caused chiefly by a. defici-
ency of phosphorus in the ration and
could be cured or prevented by the
use of steamed bone meal or spent
boneblack, although, only bone meal
had been used in their experiments.
Since spent boneblack is morc con-
centrated in phosphorus’ than the

bone meal and sells at a lower price|§

we concluded that it is the more logi-
cal of. the two forms to use under
usual ranch conditions.

The presence of mineral deficiency
disease in a large number of cattle,
in this section, during the present
fall and winter, has given us a 2ood
opportunity to start tests which are
apparently proving the worth of
spent boneblack.

Ranchmen Conduct Experiments

On the 18th of November, L. M.
Estes, a local ranchman, divided 20
head of cattle badly affected with
“Creeps” into two equal lots, feeding
one lot two pounds of cottonseed
cake per head daily allowing plain
salt, and the other lot an equal
amount of cake but with access to a
mixture of oné part salt and two
parts of boneblack. At the present
time those receiving the spent bone-
black are showing a marked improve-
ment in appearance and condition
over those given plain salt, although
both lots are stili lame. The original
intention in the experiment was to
have one lot on grass, salt and spent
boneblack, with the ‘other on cotton-
seed cake and plain salt, but pastures
were SO dry it was necessary to feed
both lots on cake.

Mr. Ed Dixon, of Stanton, began
using spent boneblack and salt, in
equal parts, with part of his herd
