TWO OF JAIL BREAKERS CAP­
TURED EARLY WEDNES­

DAY

Teague Lawler and C. A. Duncan, 
prisoners who escaped with C. C. 
Baze from the Midland jail Sunday- 
night, were captured 12 miles north 
of Pyote on the Jal, N. M., road early 
Wednesday morning. Lawler is now 
in the Odessa jail and Duncan is back 
at his old cell at Midland.

Baze took another route, evidently, 
but officers have high hopes of re­
turning him to prison almost any 
time, and a network of officers is 
covering the entire country through 
which he might escape.

According to Sheriff A. C. Francis 
o f Midland, Reeder Webb, sheriff of 
Odessa and proprietor of “ Hotel Do 
Right” , phoned him that three men 
had stayed at a negro shack in Odes­
sa Monday night. His information 
was gained in the following manner.

The men arrived at'the negro shack 
about 12 o’clock Monday night and 
told the negro they ran a drug store 
at Pyote but had broken their car 
down. They said they were hungry 
and had him cook them some supper. 
They then told him they couldn’t get 
their ear fixed and wanted to rent a 
oed, which they did. About 2 o’clock 
they woke him up and said they had 
to get on to Pyote and wanted to 
lire  him to drive them over. He sent 
his boy to drive them over in his car. 
When almost to Pyote, they are said 
to have thrown the negro boy out of 
the car. Driving on in to town, they 
abandoned the car. The negro walked 
in and found it, and drove immediate­
ly. back to his father at Odessa and 
reported that they had thrown him 
out without paying him the $10 for 
driving them over. The negro man 
went at once to Sheriff Webb and 
reported the affair, saying he wanted 
his ten dollars.

This was the clue which gave of­
ficers the probable location of the 
men. Sheriff Webb phoned Sheriff 
Francis. At 1 o’clock Wednesday- 
morning, Sheriff Francis phoned 
City Marshal Jack DeGraftenreid at 
Pyote, telling him the men were prob­
ably at Bob Shoup’s restaurant. 
Francis also phoned Sheriff Kiser at 
Pecos!

Shoup and an employe of his cafe, 
according to reports, took the men 
out of town in Shoup’s car on the 
Jal road.

Shoup and his employe were cap­
tured by DeGraftenreid and his Py­
ote officers and were taken to jail at 
Pecos. DeGraftenreid told Francis 
and the other officers that the oth-

o f Big Spring. With Irby Dyer of 
Ward county. Kiser and O’Neal of

hour after they met together.

Kiser happened to be the officer 
who ran up on them, in the brush. 
Lawler had his gun hidden in the 
brush and no resistance was offered. 
Webb, Jones and Lane took the pris­
oners back to Odessa about daylight, 
while the rest of the officers con­
tinued their search for Baze.

With the drive for $1,500 for Midland’s participation in the 
Buffalo Trails Boy Scout council over the top, the organization of 
scout troops here is assured.

When reports of committees were checked yesterday after­
noon, it was found that $1,525 had been raised, and that sortfe of 
the committees had not reported in full, so that it looks#as if 
there will be a surplus to be used in extension work in the Mid­
land territory.

Scout Executive F. D. Craft, who has been superintending the 
work or organizing here, stated this morning that in all of his 
ten years experience in scout work, he had never seen the support 
that was m|et with at Midland. The whole drive was put over in 
less than ten hours work.

Midland will be in the Buffalo 
Trails . Scout , council with Sweetwa­
ter, Colorado and Big Spring, and 
will have the service of a trained 
scout executive to direct the work 
here at all times.

During the drive here, several men 
were found who have had experience 
in Boy Scout work and who volun­
teered their services as scout masters, 
assistants, examiners or for any 
work that might be needed. There 
are probably many others here who 
would like to assist in the movement, 
and they are urged to get in touch 
with Rev. Thos. D .. Murphy, Fred 
Wemple, or T. Paul Barron, or with 
any of. the scout masters.

Three troops are now in process of 
organization and have been given 
their numbers in the Buffalo Trails 
Council. Number 51 is in the M'eth- 
odist church group, No. 52 is in the 
Baptist, and No. 53 is in the Pres­
byterian. Numbers 54 and 55 are be­
ing reserved for additional troops 
which will probably be organized.

A meeting will be held tonight at 
the Baptist church of the scout mas­
ters and assistants, being the seiond 
training course under the direction 
of Mr. Craft.

The first meeting of the boys \yjll 
be held some time next week. !

As soon as the troops are organ­
ized, a local outfitter will be appoint­
ed by the committee, and tltis out­
fitter will carry a full line of Boy 
Scout supplies.

Midland men who assisted in rais­
ing the funds for the scout council 
were M. D. Johnson, George D. Mc­
Cormick, Thomas D. Murphy, O. L. 
Dallas, J. O. Nobles, Kenneth Am­
brose, T. Paul Barron, H. H. Meeks 
and B. W. Floyd. Each member of 
the team’ said he had never worked 
for any cause which met with such 
prompt support.

In commenting on scout work, Mr. 
Craft made the following statement: 

“ Scouting has had a gradual 
growing for eighteen years. It is a 
boy movement led by local men with 
the purpose of character building 
and leadership training. Its member­
ship of men and boys total almost a 
million in the United States. The 
movement is world wide with organ­
izations in fifty  foreign countries.

“At first scouting was organized 
in only the larger cities. As the full 
worth of the movement was gradual­
ly understood it has been extended 
to smaller and smaller cities and 
towns. The last few years have seen 
the organization of area councils such 
as the Buffalo Trail Council of South­
west Texas. This makes it possible 
for cities too small to employ a scout 
executive to go together and do the 
same thing for themselves that larg­
er cities do.

“ The Buffalo Trail Council is man­
aged by a committee representing 
each of the towns within its area. 
This committee employes a trained 
scout executive to organize troops 
and trains the leaders, and super­
rises all activities.”

MAYOR ASKS THOT CITIZENS CONSERVE WATER 
PRESENT ON ACCOUNT OF INCREASED NUM­

BER OF USERS. NEW SUPPLY TO BE 
AMPLE FOR GREAT CITY

Winkler County 
^ Adopts New Plan 

for Production Cut

With the opening of bids for the construction of Midland’s 
new water supply, the city is soon to be enjoying a source and 
supply of water ample for a place of 50,000 or more. The wells at 
Cloverdale, east of town, furnish water in practically unlimited 
quantities and the quality is far above that of the present source.

Until the new water supply is connected up, however, Mayor 
Haag asks that citizens be as conservative as possible in the use 
of water so that no risks may be run in fire protection.

The supply of water is as great as it has ever been, but there 
is now a much larger consumption than ever before and there 
are many nfore users of city water. For this reason, it is dif­
ficult to keep the water reservoirs full since sprinkling of lawns 
has been started.

The New System
In .the new $130,000 water improve­

ment project, bids for which will be 
opened Tuesday, contractors must be 
ready to start to work at once, an I 
to lay the pipe as soon as it is de­
livered here.
• The survey has been completed by 
Montgomery & Ward, engineers, and 
plans and specifications for the en­
tire project are on file in the city of­
fice.

There are to be two new wells , at 
Cloverdale, two pump stations of the 
most efficient type, a concrete réser­
voir of a half million gallons capac­
ity.

New water lines, in addition to the 
pipe line from Cloverdale to Midland, 
will be laid in various sections of the 
city not now served by’ water. Four 
inch mains will be taken up in some 
places and put in outlying districts, 
replacing them close in with six and 
eight inch mains, thereby lowering 
the fire insurance key rate.

There will be 54 new fire hydrants, 
insuring better fire protection in all 
parts of the city.

By ¿'educing the number of wells
to one every.thirteen; acres instead
of every ten acres, the Roxana and 
Humble companies are reported to 
be looking to reduced production in 
Winkler county.

It is stated that there are 3,600 
proven locations in Winkler county 
with possibilities of 6,400 in territory 
already Being drilled on.

In Pecos county there are said to 
be 1,700 proven locations, with only 
160 wells drilled in the proven area.

When these figures are considered, 
Hie long period of time which will be 
required to produce the oil in the 
fields already discovered is easily 
seen.

Gaines County
Is Interested in 

Goodman Experiment

People of Gaines county are watch­
ing with interest the plans for a 
feeding experiment recently made 
public by Leon Goodman, and the 
following article is taken from the 
Seminole Sentinel of March 15:

The people of this county will 
watch with great interest the feed­
ing demonstration that Leon Good­
man, a cattleman of Midland, plans 
to put over the coming year.

Goodman, who is a graduate of 
Iowa State College, and having han­
dled thousands of cattle in the Mid­
land territory, proposes to feed out 
5,000 head of steers the coming win­
ter. This will perhaps be the great­
est feeding trial that has ever been 
tried in Texas, but is only the begin­
ning, for already men are beginning 
to see where our present practice of 
shipping the cattle to other points 
for some one else to feed and profit 
by is an unusual one.J It has been 
said before that Gaines county was 
destined to become “ the feed lot of 
Texas.”  This is not an idle saying, j 
for  does not this county have a great j 
supply of com which is the princi- J 
pal fattening feed grown ? Why isn’t 
this corn worth more to put into cat-

tie and hogs rather than shipping it 
to other feeding points? Is it pos­
sible to make, gather, and haul com 
to market, sell it and get pay for 
your work much less pay interest, 
taxes, and notes even on cheap land ? 
But corn is our main crop, and it 
must pay if  we stay in the country, 
pay for the land, and improve the 
homes. How is this to be done? For 
the average farmer it perhaps can 
best be done by putting it through 
the dairy cow in the form of a ra­
tion that is at least half ground corn.

The good dairy cow backed up with 
enough hogs and chickens to take 
care of all the skim milk is most 
certain to pay you for your trouble, 
and in a few years, she, together with 
the hogs and chickens, will replace 
that shack with a nice home.

A dairy cow will never be able to 
take care of the ordinary corn crop 
of this county. Feeding cattle and 
hogs to a finished condition is an­
other way of getting a higher price 
for com. This is a  little different 
from feeding the dairy cow, for here 
you deal with a fluctuating market 
and it requires an eye for future mar­
keting as well as for feeding.

Buying of the feeders, cheap 
grains, and price of finished animals 
are factors that must be taken into 
consideration when flattening stuff 
for the markets. Every feeder does 
not make money every year, but our 
conditions make it possible to feed 
at a profit when feeders in other sec­
tions will lose money. This is shown 
by the figures kept by J. W. Child­
ers in feeding out 104 head of flogs 
this winter. His figures show that he 
realized 60c a bushel for his corn de­
spite the fact that he bought his 
feeders on a ten cent market and 
sold on a seven cent market.

Nickell & Armstrong broke even 
on two cars of hogs under the same 
market conditions. This may not be 
the greatest hog country in the 
world, but don’t you think that under 
normal conditions that hogs and cat­
tle or a combination of the two will 
return a greater profit than selling 
corn as feed? The men who have 
tried it think so and intend to stay 
in the game. ,

CUT B O L L I I  F U I
BUCHANAN BILL SEEKS FIVE 

MILLION FOR TEXAS 
AID

That the bureau of the budget seeks 
to cut in half the fund of $5,000,000 
asked for by P. Buchanan of Austin 
in a bill introduced to congress is 
evidenced by the following article in 
Tuesday’s Dallas News, by Mark L. 
Goodwin, Washington corespondent:

Washington, March 19.— The joint 
resolution by Representative P. Buch­
anan of the Austin district authoriz­
ing an appropriation of $5,000,000 for 
compensation to farmers of Texas in 
the fight against the pink bollworm 
was returned to the house agricul­
tural committee with recommenda­
tions of the bureau of the budget that 
only half of that be authorized. The 
plain implication of the bureau was 
that the remainder of the compensa­
tion be paid by the state of Texas.

Representative Buchanan announc­
ed that he would seek a hearing from 
the house agricultural committee and 
urge that the full $5,000,000 be au­
thorized to be appropriated against 
as funds are needed. It is intended 
to have the first appropriation of 
$2,500,000 in the first deficiency ap­
propriation bill which will come be­
fore congress in May.

None of the federal money would 
be available unless the state estab­
lished and enforced a non-cotton 
zone which the federal authorities 
insist should be this year. Recom­
mendations of the Texas pink boll- 
worm commission before the members 
of congress is that the federal gov­
ernment appropriate 75 per cent or 
more of the compensation money or 
more, and that the government as­
sume the entire burden when it is 
found that funds can not be fur­
nished by the states.

“ The recommendations of the Tex­
as commission state my views,”  said 
Mr. Buchanan. “ I will insist that the 
government authorize the full $5,- 
000,000 to be appropriated against as 
wé need the money.”

Confusion Reported !
In the meantime, farmers 

sections of the infested zone 
Texas are opposing anything 
regulated zone, and insist tha1 
situation can be handled. Cotton Plant­
ing is going forward in some oji the 
counties. An arbitrary estimate of 
damage of $10 an acre where cotton 
has already been planted, is being 
regarded as generally excess!

Texas farmers appear in sonie con­
fusion over what the basis /o f ; com­
pensation will be. Some liave the 
idea that the farmers in a non-cotton 
zone would not be permitted to plant 
anything;, Such, is -not the case. Cred­
it would be given for such substitute 
chops as are produced, and against 
that is balanced the loss due! to no 
cotton.

Telegrams came to Representative 
Hudspeth protesting against estab­
lishment of a non-cotton zone and in­
sisting that eradication would be ac­
complished by a regulated zone, and 
saying it would require $5,009,000 
for Howard and Dawson counties 
alone. In supporting the Buchanan 
resolution last week, Mr. Hudspeth 
did not advocate establishment of a 
non-cotton zone, but insisted that if

it were established the farmers 
should be paid for their damage.

In a telegram to Governor Moody 
Monday, Representative Hudspeth 
said that non-cotton zones would 
work considerable hardship on far­
mers of that section of Texas who 
rely altogether or largely so on pro­
duction of cotton. Action on the non­
cotton zones rests entirely wiht the 
state pink bollworm commission and 
not in Washington.

Jardine for Zoning
The letter of Secretary of Agricul­

ture Jardine to Chairman Haugen of 
the house agricultural c ommittee 
stresses the value of non-cotton 
zones and against regulated zones 
for complete eradication.

“ Hitherto, establishment, of non­
cotton zones in Texas and other 
states has been on the basis of the 
joint resolution of congress in 1921,” 
says Secretary Jardine ’s letter in 
part, “ which provides for state pay­
ment of farmers losses, with federal 
reimbursement of the state of not to 
exceed one-third of the amount so 
expended, and with a limitation of $5 
per acre. The new western area, 
while not greater than areas already 
cleaned up in southeastern Texas and 
in Louisiana, nevertheless involves a 
very much greater acreage planted 
to cotton, and, therefore a non-cotton 
zone would entail costs to the farm­
ers and the state very much greater 
than any hitherto considered.

“ As to possible cost, there were 
planted to cotton in those counties 
in 1927 some 367,000 acres. The loss 
to farmers concerned by reason of 
the necessity of growing crops less 
profitable can not be definitely de­
termined in advance of the crop year. 
An estimate o f such loss of $10 per 
acre has been made by county and 
experiment station agents for the dis­
tricts concerned, based upon a maxi­
mum average per acre yield of lint 
of about 125 pounds. Such yield de­
pends largely on rainfall and, there­
fore, is subject to considerable varia­
tion. There would be in addition the 
costs occasioned by the necessity of 
'■reimbursing farmers for land plant­
ed to cotton prior to the promulga­
tion of the non-cotton zone and which 
latter would have to be plowed up for 
planting if possible to other cr-ops. 
If all of the cotton lands had to be 
thus plowed up, it would represent, 
with the per acre imbursement, a 
total cost of upwards of $5,000,000, 
but it is believed that $5,000,000 can 
be made to cover the full cost of the 
establishment of a non-cotton zone.

“ The great advantage of the eradi­
cation-‘ plan is that it is necessarily 
of short duration—one or two years 
—,and, although it involves for that 
period big concerted effort and large 
costs, the objective is well worth 
while.”

Bg Spring to Go
on Motorcade

Big Spring, March 22.— Col. Alvin 
Owsley, former national commander 
of the American Legion and candi­
date for United States Senator from 
Texas, highly indorsed the Broadway 
of America, the All Year National 
Highway, speaking before the West 
Texas Druggist convention here.

“ The Broadway of America will 
mean a great deal in the future de­
velopment of the great state of Tex­
as,” Owsley said. “ I favor a more 
general and more liberal use of fed­
eral funds in the development of
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hard-surfaced roads.”  C. T. Watson,! has been taken from us and the whole
country mourns his loss.—Lovington 
Leader.

R. L. Knight Died
Near Lovington

The whole community was shocked 
and grieved when the news was 
brought in telling of the sudden death 
at Lubbock Friday evening of R. L. 
Knight.

Mr. Knight lived just over the New 
Mexico state line in Texas, but he 
had large interests in this county 
and was regarded almost as a Lea 
county citizen. HJis ranch extended 
for several miles into this county 
and he was well and favorably known 
to most of our people.

Mr. Knight’s death was very sud­
den and unexpected. He was in Lov­
ington Monday and appeared in the 
best of health and spirits. He ■ had 
gone to Lubbock on business connect­
ed with the oil development in his 
section when he was suddenly strick­
en down.

The funeral services were held at 
Roswell Tuesday and was attended 
by a host of friends from all parts 
of the country.

Just previous to his death Mr.

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City Officials Ask Cooperation
in Inforcement of Ordinances

TRAFFIC AND SANITARY LAWS MEETING WITH DISRE­
GARD ON PART OF PUBLIC. CITY WANTS 

TO BE FAIR BUT MUST HAVE CO­
OPERATION OF CITIZENS

City officers ask that Midland people lend their whole-heart­
ed co-operation in the enforcement of the traffic and sanitary 
laws. A campaign is now being waged to make traffic as order­
ly. as possible, and a marked improvement has been noticed. 
However, there are still some careless violations.

In sanitary and clean up measures, there is even more disre­
gard for law, and the officers earnestly seek the co-opration of 
every Midland citizen in promoting the health and beauty of 
the city.

The officers want to be fair, but must have the co-operation 
of the citizens or else make it hard for violators.

The city feels that there must be 
some lack of understanding about 
“ traffic and sanitary regulations” in 
the city, and as a matter of informa­
tion, the following is being printed:

The city has ordinances governing 
“ traffic and sanitation,”  and means to 
enforce them. Regardless of how long 
you have been here or where you 
come from, you will be expected to 
obey the city laws. Most of the reg­
ulations here are similar to those of 
other towns and cities and practical­
ly all of us are more or less famil­
iar with them, so it seems that we 
are either very forgetful or we don’t 
care. As we know, the laws of the 
city are passed for our welfare and 
protection, hence it behooves us to 
make an effort to obey them whether 
we try to get some one else to or 
not.

Among the complaints coming to 
the court for traffic violations, the 
following are the most numerous (a)
“ Double parking” and “parking in 
the street.’ There are times during 
the day when it is nearly impossi­
ble to get through some of the main 
streets of the city because of cars 
parked or stopped just outside o f the 
parking spaces or in the center of 
the street. The- streets are too narrow 
to accommodate this kind of parking 
and it must be stopped. No parking 
(outside of the lines that are painted 
on the streets) or any kind will be 
allowed on the stpSets 'fo r  any other 
! purpose than aybidjSig' accidents.

(e) “ Parking , across, lines.” The

posei of ’ uniformity , and conserving 
apace and it is essential that you-obey 
tliis part of the ordinance as well as 
the signs at Corners, alley and street 
the other regulations.

(d) Left and “ U”  turns. No left 
turn will be allowed at Wall and 
Main streets. No “ U”  turn at Mis­
souri and Main, Texas and Main, and 
Wall and Loraine will be allowed.

(e) Getting in the way of fire ap­
paratus is inexcusable. Anybody 
knows better and offenders are liable 
to have to pay dearly. Please, for 
the sake of protection to yourself 
and your neighbor do not be guilty 
of delaying the fire fighting appar­
atus and thereby causing loss of prop­
erty and maybe a life.

(f) Parking on the paved streets 
and on Wall street from Baird to 
Colorado street between the hours of 
1 o’clock and 5 o’clock a. m. The city 
recently passed an ordinance prohib­
iting the above in order that the 
streets can be properly swept and 
don’t let someone tell you that it is 
all right to leave your car overnight 
for you may have to pay rather dear­
ly for the space.

Sanitary
We are glad that everybody is busy

but we regret to see any one become 
so busy1 that he can’t keep his place 
of business, or his premises clean. 
There are too many complaints on 
the above and the city is going to 
see to it that you take a little more 
pains to keep the streets and alleys, 
and your place of business in a more 
sanitary condition and more sightly. 
Please observe the following:

(a) “ Garbage cans and containers
for trash” must be provided at once, 
and must be of such construction that 
no garbage or trash of any nature 
will spill or blow out. “ Water-tight 
galvanized iron cans with lids” in 
sizes of 15 to 30 gallon capacity can 
be gotten and must be provided for 
garbage, or any kind of refuse that 
might draw flies. Wooden or metal 
containers that will not permit the 
escape of paper or other loose ma­
terial must be provided and the waste 
put in them. Ask the sanitary in­
spector or the man who hauls the 
trash and garbage away what kind 
of container is required for such. 
Complaints are coming in on the 
above and the occupant of any build­
ing where the premises are not prop­
erly kept will be required to clean 
up same. ..

(b) Place your cans or containers 
in alleys. Or if not accessible to al­
ley, in a place where the hauler can 
easily find same and remove it. This 
is very essential. Besides saving time, 
Jit make$ it nearer possible for the 
man to get every t h i n g ; - ' - ' ■;$

(c) Don’t deposit any dead carcass 
or any part o f one in the, city. Any: 
putiad or’ unsound meat or refuse is 
unhealthful and is a nuisaiite and

The foregoing are some}  of the 

things that are being -disregarded 
most and it is essential that'the city 
have regulations governing1 the same 
and unless the regulations are en­
forced they are useless. Therefore, 
let this be a warning to you to make 
a greater effort to obey the laws of 
the city. You can help to get the 
things done by doing them yourself. 
Set the example and watch your 
neighbor fall in line.

Your co-operation will be helpful 
and the city will be grateful for ev­
ery effort you put forth towards 
making the town cleaner and safer.

Better Dairy Cattle
r r‘ii\

Becoming a Necessity

College Station, March 21.—“With 
the production costs of dairy products 
increasing yearly, it is imperative 
that the dairy farmer develop a more 
efficient animal,” J. A. Clutter, dairy 
specialist of the A. & M, college of 
Texas, said in recent article on select­
ing profitable dairy animals. Mr. 
Clutter pointed out that the average 
United States dairy cow produces 
twice as much per year as the Texas 
cow, and that the average Texas cow­
ls unprofitable.

“High producing dairy cows are 
profitable, and high production is at­
tained to a large extent by careful 
selection and mating. The ability to 
secrete large amounts of milk and fat 
is an inherited characteristic and 
while feeding and care should be kept 
in mind at all times, no great im­
provement can be made in the quality 
of Texas animals until a careful 
breeding program is planned. The 
first step in carrying out this plan 
is to select foundation animals of the 
herd.

“ The bull is more than half the 
herd. If he is line-bred his hereditary 
characteristics should be dominant 
when he is mated to pure bred cows.

Ponts Given on
Lawn Beautification

College Station, March 21.—The
most permanent and satisfying re­
sults for well-planned home grounds 
are those obtained with a lawn as 
foundation, according to Miss Altee 
Smith, extension service specialist, 
A. & M. college of Texas. Miss Smith 
also points out that trees make a 
frame for the house and give shade, 
and shrubs and flowers round off the 
comers and give an air of natural­
ness to the setting.

Bright colors may be supplied dur­
ing the dull season by annual flow­
ering plants used among the perma­
nent material. Interplantings of an­
nuals is also helpful in filling in bare 
spaces in newly set shrubbery beds.

Flowers present most pleasing ap- 
peai-ance when planted along the 
borders of shrubbery, or walks, or in 
separate flower gardens. The low ones 
should be planted toward the front 
of the bed, with the tall ones in the 
back, and in nooks and corners.

Bulbs, such as joquils, daffodils, 
hyacinths and narcissus give earliest 
bloom. These can be followed with 
stdclds, nasturtiums, lai-kspur, pop­
pies, hollyhocks, daisies, and straw 
flowers. Zinnias, petunias, periwinkles 
and vines are drouth-resisting and 
best for mid-summer bloom. For fall 
and early winter bloom, cosmos, mar­
igolds, and chrysanthemums can be 
used.

.Wild flower gax-dens ai-e lovely, 
and some of the vax-ieties that can be 
grown in home gardens are Indian 
pinks, Queen Anne’s lace, blue sage, 
sweet William, wild verbena, fox 
glbve, sun flowers, black-eyed Susan, 
and horse mint.

From Beginning to End Fight 

Communicable Disease
Remember! The happiness of your 

household is just so much as the 
health of your loved ones permits.

“ Clean Up Week,” as sponsored by 
the state department o f health in co­
operation with city and county o f­
ficials throughout our state, does not 
mean just the mere cleansing of 
those environmental factors which 
are unsightly to the eye or obnoxi­
ous to the nose. Such a measure as 
this would be called “ Dress Up Week.”

What we really mean by “ Clean 
Up Week” is to rid your premises 
and public gathering places of those 
things favorable to the spread of 
contagious and infectious diseases. If

it were not for these diseases that 
are transmitted from man to man, or 
from animal to man, it would not be 
necessary^ to take all of this interest 
in public health.

Public health has a purpose in our 
lives second to none, and it finds its 
origin in the control of communica­
ble diseases. Therefore, in order to 
control disease we must prevent dis­
ease. By so doing we will prolong life 
and develop the individual in such a 
way as to enable him to perform most 
efficiently the duty devolving upon 
him as a member of his community, 
state and nation.

Let every effort put forth during 
Clean Up Week be carried on with 
the prime purpose of public health in 
mind.

FRIDAY, APRIL 6 
Water and Sewage Day

(Is your water supply safe? Does 
your city have a sanitary sewer sys­
tem ?)

Have our city officials take an in­
ventory of your municipal water sup­
ply. Examine your own private sup­
plies for sanitary defects. Send thru 
the mayor or official inspector sam­
ples of water, properly collected, to 
the state department of health for 
bacteriological analysis. Clean out 
your cistern and cover to keep out 
dust and insects. Have your city to 
cover the storage reservoirs and 
tanks. Remove all contaminating 
agencies on watershed or in the prox­
imity of wells.
Keep Surface Drainage Out of Wells

Beautify grounds around your 
plant.

Is your city water supply cross 
connected with private supplies? Do 
you know the quality of both sup­
plies, 'and are they both properly 
supervised? Cross connections have 
been the cause of typhoid epidemics.

Inspect swimming pools and tour­
ist camps for sanitady defects. Make 
corrections. If your tourist camp de­
serves the approval of the state 
health officer, ask through the mayor 
or town health officer that it be 
properly placarded.

Fort Worth, March 22.—When the 
executive com!mittee of the South­
western Exposition and Fat Stock 
Show meets at an early date, if will 
hear reports of the most successful 
year in the history of the institution 
which closed its thirty-second annual 
event March 17. Records were broken 
and rebroken in many divisions of 
the show.

So great was the success of the 
March exposition that many improve­
ments are under consideration for 
the 1929 event. There is a possibil­
ity that the Coliseum may be en­
larged so that more persons may wit­
ness the rodeos, horse shows and pa­
geant. The rodeos played to capacity 
audiences, matinee and night. For 
the first time the stock show offered 
eight days of rodeos instead of seven 
but even the two added performances 
found all seats sold.

With livestock entries having 
broken past records, there is a prob­
ability that one or more judging ring 
will be provided. Also, another mer­
chants’ exhibit building is possible 
as some would-be exhibitors could not 
be accommodated for lack of space.

Approximately 150 rodeo perform­
ers entered. This probably established 
a world record for paid up entries. 
Horse show entries set a new high 
record for this show with a total 
of 113 or an increase of 20 over 1927 
Herefords increased 23, Shorthorns 
19,, Holsteins 52, Red Polled 2, hogs 
85 in the single classes and 16 cars 
in the earlot classes. Sheep increased 
233, in the single classes and three 
cars in the earlot division.

When the curtain had dropped on 
the exposition, the attendance had 
reached 130,000, a new record for the 
show. The attendance at the automo­
bile show, poultry show, agricultural 
show and other attractions reached 
almost this figure.

Spectators declared the elaborate 
pageant and coronation of the expo­
sition was the most brilliant ever 
seen here.

A new record was established for 
poultry entries.

While the only Sunday of the show 
brought the greatest crowd on one 
single day, more than 20,000 persons 
attended on Tuesday, “ Fort Worth 
Day,” Waco sent a special train of

204 to the show. Special delegations 
came from other cities. Two special 
trains brought livestock trains here 
and special cars were operated from 
many states.

“ Boys and Girls Club Day” brought 
hundreds of youngsters. “ Shrine 
Day”  found many Shriners within 
the gates. “ American Legion Day” 
brought many World War veterans 
to the city. “ Editors’ Day” brought 
350 newspaper men and members of 
their families to Fort Worth for them 
to be guests at a banquet, luncheon, 
theatre parties and exposition and 
rodeo parties.

COTTON SELECTED FOR
STAPLE STANDARDS

Representatives of cotton manu­
facturers, shippers associations, and 
cotton exchanges met at Washington 
this week at the Bureau of Agricul­
tural Economics, United States De­
partment of Agriculture, and comple­
ted the selection of cotton for use 
in making practical forms of staple 
standards under authority of the Un­
ited States Cotton Futures and Cot­
ton Futures and Cotton Standards 
acts. This work was begun at a simr 
iliar meeting in Washington Jan. 16. 
Growers’ organization did not send 
representatives, but informed the Bu­
reau that they would be satisfied 
with any selection approved by the 
bureau.

The bureau plans to recommend to 
Secretary Jardine that one bale of 
each length represented by these se 
lections be set aside and officially 
designated, effective August 1, 1929, 
as the original representation of the 
official standard. These key bales 
will be kept in a vault which has 
been constructed for the purpose. In 
addition to the key bales, a number 
of other bales of each length have 
been selected for use in the prepara­
tion of types for public distribution.

Lloyd S. Tenny, chief of the bu­
reau, has stated that “ so long as this 
supply of cotton lasts, it is not likely 
that we shall consider any further 
revision or modification of the prac­
tical forms of the standards.”
