Tire two indicted by a .Webb 
county grand jury for the murder 
have said nothing since their arrest 
and subsequent release under $3,000 
bond. Robert Lee Bobbitt, former 
speaker of the lower house of the 
Texas legislature and now district 
attorney, has remained equally as 
non-committal on the course the 
prosecution will take in the trial.

The • indictments charged the of­
ficers with striking Williams over 
the head with a blunt instrument, 
of choking him and then tossing his 
body into the river which marks the 
division, between the United States 
and Mexico.. It was believed from 
that indication that the prosecu­
tion would maintain Williams.was 
slain while the officers were’ at­
tempting to make an arrest and 
that, startled by their act, they 
threw the body into the river.

For a month after the disappear­
ance, the Williams case took its 
place alongside other national mys­
teries. A likeable youth fresh from 
Indiana suddenly was swallowed by 
the borderland to which he had

Jas. E. Ferguson, former governor of Texas, and latei 
husband-of the governor of Texas, has written a letter to 
the editor of The Reporter-Telegram with respect to the 
two constitutional 'amendments to be Voted on by.Texas 
voters on July 16.

While The Reporter-Telegram takes no part in politics','; 
the editor does not regard these issues as political, but 
as matters of business to citizens of Texas. Hence, -the 
part of Mr. Ferguson’s letter which concerns the gover- ■ 
noth salary is printed in the “ letters to the editor” column, 
and -a, reply is made herein.

The other part of Mr. Ferguson’s letter has reference 
to the increase of the supreme court from three to nine 
.judges. He is against that amendment, and this editor may 
agree with him. At least, the subject will not be debated 
here._

Mr. Ferguson takes the attitude that the increase in the 
governor’s salary from i?4,000 to $‘10,000 sets a bad 'ex­
ample.

In the opinion of The Reporter-Telegram -editor, there 
never was a worse example of backwardness than the 
paying of so small a salary to the highest officer of the 
state; The small salary -does not attract able men unless 
they have other reasons for wanting to 'hold office.

The average man whose ability is sufficient to enable 
him to make Texas a good governor is making from 
upward. If he is willing to give up his private business or 
professional to -serve as governor., especially when the_ex-. 
pense of being elected to ‘office is considered, it is pbssibi-e 
that he has “an axe to grind” , desires the office as -a “Step 
ping stone” , or -seeks fame or '“ notoriety:” -

None of these -desires to -hold office -are proper to at­
tract a governor for Texas. The emolument of the office 
should be sufficient to attract men «of exceptional executive • 
ability, which Would ordinarily mean that the good man 
would be elected to office, as the average voter would : 
rather play safe than to elect a sensational candidate' 
whose purpose in seeking the office is questionable.

come in quest of new ideas for writ­
ing. He last was seen about 1 
o’clock in the morning. He had 
started to his room in a hotel from 
a rooming house four blocks away. 
The fact that he never reached that 
room nor was seen en route pre­
sented an almost insoluble question 
to investigating officers.

Through newspaper requests the 
federal government turned loose the 
entire border patrol, custom and 
immigration officers in the hunt. 
Circulars were sent as far as Mexi­
co City. California officers aided 
in the search when Texas officers 
tried to follow up abduction clews. 
Searching parties combed the river 
sector, spurred on by reward of­
fers. When the body finally was 
found, searchers had to cut their 
way through tangled brush to the 
river bank near which it floated.

The question of where was Wil­
liams turned to who killed Wil­
liams when physicians declared ab­
sence of water in the lungs indi­
cated he was slain and flung, into 
the river. For weeks a grand jury 
waded through hazy evidence, 
weeding out theory after theory,■ 
grappling for a tenable lead. Tire 
indictments of the two officers 
came as a complete surprise.

District Attorney Bobbitt has aid­
ed him in the prosecution, 
Galloway Calhoun, first assistant 
attorney general, and William Neb- 
lett, assistant district attorney.

The schedule consists of Southern 
Methodist University of Dallas, Syl 
racuse, Pittsburgh, and Missouri 
University as the first four games of 
the season.
