DEATH SENTENCE
FOR B’SPRING MAN

)Quarantine to Cause
No Costs to Ector,
Midland Farmers

Discovery of pink bollworms in
Midland and Ector counties was
reported to County Agricultural
Agent S. A. Debnam this morning
by representatives of the United
States Biological survey.

Debnam advised farmers of the
countt; that, although the <ounty
will be quarantined immediately,
there will be no cost of fumigation
or sterilization either to the farmer
or the ginner.

The farmer may go ahead with
the orderly ginning and market-
ing of the crop, he said, probably
being permitted to take his seed
home as heretofore. The quaran-
tine restrictions will take effect in
the compressing or handling of the
cotton after it has been ginned here,
probably affecting the location of
its concentration.

Discovery of the pink bollworms
was by means of a highly sensitive
machine used by the biological sur-
vey men in their regular rounds of
gins. Needles of the machine, when
attached to the gin equipment, show
no sign as long as the bolls or seed
are sound but, on the slightest indi-
cation of unsound seed or of worm
injury to the boll, the needle causes
a flash of electricity.

County Agent Debnam estimated
that three fourths of the county’s
cotton crop, which will reach prob-
ably 2,000 bales, has been ginned.
He said the boll worm quarantine
probably will last until no further
evidence of the insect can be found
in the county, as on the previous
occasion.,

Placing of the county under quar-
antine for several years cost the
local farmers several thousands of
dollars for fumigation and sterili-
zation, a part of the fund having
been paid bY the state recently after
a long legislative fight.

ABILENE LAWYER
KILLED BY TRAIN

ABILENE, Oct.  26.—Waldo FP.
Green, 35, attorney of Abilene and
former member of the legislature
from this county, was fatally in-
jured yesterday at Douglas, Ariz.

Word of the tragedy was receiv-
ed by his wife, a bride of eight and
a half months ,and his parents, Mr.
and Mrs. R. D. Green, from Doug-
las authorities, who reported M.
Green had lost his life in a train
accident. Later, a news dispatcn
from Douglas added details, stac-
ing the Abilenian died thirty min-
utes after he.was injured under
wheels of train there. A coroner’s
jury returned a verdict of “death
by accident.” Identification was
established through papers in his
pockets, it was also stated.

Started to California

Mrs. Green said last night her
husband left Abilene Sunday of this
week for Oakland, California, to
make legal connection with a large
contracting company. It was their
plan that she would follow.

Mr. Green’s father is superintei:-
dent of the Abilene city schools. The
young attoriley was the eldest of
six children, born August 1, 1899, at
Lewisville, Denton county. He
spent his childhood in West Texas
and attended school at Midland,
Baird and Cisco.

Early in the world war Mr. Green
entered the military service, enlist-
ing the navy &une 6, 1917. He
served two years and two months
and after being mustered out at
San Diego, Calif.,, in August 1919,
returned to Abilene and enrollea
in Simmong university. He taught
school at Odessa for one year, then
eutered the employment of tue
state department of education in
Austin.

Married in February

It was during his Austin stay that
he anuounced his candidacy to the
lower house of the legislature from
Taylor county, to succeed Ben L.
Cox, who was voluntarily retiring,
He was nominated and elected
without having to make a serious
campaign, served one term and re-
tired.

In 1930, after completing his law
courses in Cumberland university
at Lebanon, Tenn. Mr. Green re-
turned to Abilene and started the
practice of law. February 10, this
year, he was married to Miss Annc
Mathews, elder daughter of Dr. and
Mrs. W. J. Mathews of Abilene.

Besides the wife and his parent:,
Mr. Green is survived by three
brothers and two sisters. The
brothers are J. N., R. D. Jr., and

The 1929 game “was a tie, 6-6.
’Midland took Wink in, 1930, 39-0,
the greatest scoring stampede in the
history of the schools’ grid rela-
tions. Wink avenged the loss three
years later, after Midland had tried
two annums of Class A ball, with a
33-0 victory.

A check of the records shows that

The 1930 affair was conclusively
Midland’s. G. B. Hallman, one of
the . best blocking backs who ever
tucked a pig hide under his flipper
in this section of the mesquite
brush, scored in the first 10 min-
utes, and markers began a dribble
that turned into. a riot in the last
period, when four touchdown jaunts
were chalked up. . - ;

The Bulldog forwards, charging
low and wedging opposing linesmen
out of the play, opened great holes
for fleet backs, and Hallman, Bur-
ris, Olen Fryar and Frank Midkiff
galloped until their tongues lolled
out.

Then came a prosperous year in
Class A, topped by the epic holding
of the Sweetwater champion Mus-
tangs to a 7-0 score, after which
came a Year of blight. Wink was
not billed those years. f

Marking the resumption of grid
relations, the Bulldogs journeyed to
Wink last year to be chalked up as
the 21st consecutive club to taste
defeat at the hands of the Wild-
cats. Wink’s scrapping contenders
for the district championship, an
honor they were destined to win
along with the regional champion-
ship for the second consecutive
year, drubbed Midland soundly, 32-0.
Midland did not make a serious
scoring threat, never penetrated the
Wink 20-yard line. The Midland
aerial attack could not function, as
the Wink secondary batted the ball
to the ground or intercepted it.
Thrusts and sweeps were innocu-
ous, effectively stopped by the more
alert and harder tackling Winkler
lads. Wink rushed over 18 first
downs, Midland 6.

Wink was superior in every de-
