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Throughout the Land thii 
Sunday, extra special gifts 
w ill be presented to M o­
thers, special programs 
w ill be dedicated in church 
services throughout the Na­
tion, and Mothers w ill be 
treated for this day as they 
should be treated every 
day o f the year.

Mother's Day is a special 
day in the United States, 
strangely enough initiated 
by one who never was a 

mother herself, Anna M. 
Jarvis. The first Mother's 
Day observance, a church 
service held at Anna Jar­
vis ' request in Grafton,
West Virginia, May 10, 1908 
which really paid homage 
to her mother, Mrs. Anna 
Reese Jarvis.

The carnations which 
have become such a fam i­
liar part o f  Mother's Day 
were introduced and sup­
plied at that first service 
by Miss Jarvis and were 
chosen because o f  her m o­
ther's fondness for this par­
ticular flow n . In time red 
carnations have become 
the symbol o f a living mo­
ther while white ones are 
worn as a sign that one's 
mother has died.

This public recognition 
o f  one's mother took hold 
and soon became not only 
national but international 
as w ell. The first Mother's 
Day proclamation was is­
sued by the governor o f West 
Virginia in 1910 with Okla­
homa celebrating it that 
same year. By 1911 there 
was not a state in the Union 
that did not have its own 

[ observances. It was on 
1 May 9, 1914 that President 
> Woodrow Wilson issued his 
! Mother's Day Proclamation 
| designating the second

A former resident of 
Spearman and her two sons 
were the victims o f an 
overnight kidnapping and 
robbery Wednesday in Lub­
bock.

Mrs. A . L. Wilson. Jr., 
the former Bobbie Jean 
Lackey, daughter o f Mr. 
and Mrs. Major Lackey of 
Spearman, and her two 
sons were held captive 
through the night at their 
home by Ruben Escobedo,
23 of Hobbs, N.M. and 
then forced to drive the 
man to the Lubbock Nation­
al Bank where the bandit 
ordered a bank officer to 
give him $3500 and the 
group then fled in Mrs. 
Wilson's car.

Some 30 law enforce­
ment units participated in 
the capture o f the bandit 
on U. S. 87 and the release 
of die Wilson fam ily .

The drama began around 
6 p .m . Wednesday when 
Todd Wilson. 12, was feed­
ing his horse near the W il­
son's home. He was mar­
ched into the home at gun­
point where he and his 
mother, Bobbie, and his 
older brother, Mark, 18, 
were held captive through 
the night.

Early Thursday, Mrs.
W i Ison, fixed breakfast for 
Escobedo who told the fam­
ily he planned to demand 
135, 000 from the Lubbock 
National Bank. He march­
ed 'ht fam ily into the bank 
v>h -r* a bank officer gave 
h i'' J 3 ,500, and the group 
fl»u in Mrs. Wilson's car.

After the Wilson car left 
jthe bank a long line o f cart

driven by police, Texas 
Rangers, sheriffs deputies 
and highway patrolmen 
followed, lea by a motor­
cycle policeman, with a 
state police helicopter 
hovering overhead. Police 
said the motorcyclist pull­
ed alongside the speeding 
car but was waved o ff by 
Mark Wilson who warned

that the gunman was hold­
ing a pistol on his younger 
brother. A 45 m ile chase 
up to speeds o f 100 miles 
an hois followed.

Escobedo was arrested 
when the car approached a 
police roadblock two miles 
south o f P lainview.

Mark Wilson jerked the 
gun from the hijacker who

W.D. Turner Construc­
tion Co. o f Lubbock was 
awarded a $403,242 con­
tract to seal coat 112 miles 
of highways in six coun­
ties. Cooper and Wood­
ruff Inc. of Amarillo was 
awarded a $352,075 con­
tract to seal coat 91 miles 
of highways in eight coun­
ties.

Seal coating consists of 
a single application o f as­
phalt covered with aggre­
gate for the sealing o f the 
existing pavement. This 
maintenance procedure 
improves the skid resis­
tance of the pavement.

Sherman G. Gray, High­
way Department resident 
engineer inAm arillo, w ill 
supervise the W .D . Turn­
er contract work, which 
will probably begin in 
fuly and requite about 
two months to complete.

The August 1, 1975, 
deadline for 2, 7 m illion 
Vietnam-era veterans 
who served on or after 
A pril 3, 1970. and be­
fore August 1. 1974. to 
apply for low-cost group 
life  insurance from the 
Veterans Administration 
is rapidly approaching.

Veterans Group Life In­
surance (VGLJ) is avail­
able in increments o f 
$5,000 to a maximum of 
$20,000. For those aged

54 and under, the month- 
ly premiums are 85 cents
for $5.000; $1.70 for 
$10, 000; $2.55 for $15, - 
000 anl $3.40 for $20,000 
insurance coverage.

For those aged 35 and 
over, the premium rates 
for the same amounts o f 
coverage are $1.70;
$3.40; $5.10; and $6.80 
respectively.

Applications are avail­
able from any VA office, 
veterans service organiza­
tion or county veterans 
service officer.

■These elig ib le veter­
ans should seriously re­
view their insurance needs 
for the protection of the ir 
fam ilies, and make appli­
cation now for this low- 
cost policy, " Johnny P. 
Vernon, county Veterans 
Service Officer, advises.

Those who take out 
VGLI may convert to an 
individual policy with 
one o f the many partici­
pating commercial insur­
ance companies at stan­
dard rates, regardless of

health, at the expiration 
o f the VGLI coverage, 
Vernon stresses.

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All Weather House 
Built In Lubbock

A fair-weather houae li 
about at valuable at a fair- 
weather friend--just dandy 
until a day o f trouble.

One c iv il engineer, Erntt 
W. K ieiling, has built an 
a ll weather house with fea­
tures which can add an es­
timated $3, 000 to the Ini­
t ia l cost but which w ill 
save much more than that 
in dollars, energy and an­
xiety.

Tne House w ill be open 
for public inspection, Sun­
day, May 11. the anniver­
sary o f Lubbock's disastrous 
tornado o f 1970. (Open 
house hours are 2-6 p.m .
The house is located at 
7012 Nashville Drive, be­
tween Indiana and Mem­
phis avenues just north of 
Loop 289 in southwest Lub- 
bocK•)

Dr. Kiesling is chairman 
o f Texas Tech University’s 
Department of C iv il Engin­
eering. He also works with 
wind engineers in the uni­
versity’ s Insititue for Dis­
aster Research. Results de­
veloped in that institute 
and design assistance from 
university students in arch­
itecture. landscape archi­
tecture. and c iv il and 
mechanical engineering 
contributed to Kiesling s 
home concept.

The house has two in­
terior storm shelters; a fire­
place which provides c ir­
culating heat as w ell as 
atmosphere; an economical­
ly practical use o f solar 
energy for heating water; a 
well-anchored roof that 
should withstand even tor- 
nadic winds, and a concrete 
"Stem” that forms the bot­
tom two feet o f the walls. 
This stem performs three 
functions. It helps shield 
the interior of die house 
from flying missiles. It 
reduces the wall area ex ­
posed to wi nd forces. It 
reduces the heat transfer 
through outside walls.

"Horizontal wind forces, ” 
Kiesling said, "are propor- 
tiore l to the height o f the 
outside wall plus the roof. " 

The house is landscaped 
for wind and temperature 
protection, its insulation 
is superior. Thermostati­
ca lly  controlled attic fans 
assist in summer cooling, 
pulling fresh air in through 
eave vents when attic tem­
peratures become high. 
Special venting relieves 
the pressure caused by sud­
den atmospheric changes 
which are possible in tor­
nadoes.

The design is effective, 
Kiesling said, for areas that 
are hurricane prone as well 
as diose where tornadoes 
are likely to occur.

"1 decided to build this 
house, " Kiesling said, "to 
introduce some o f our con­
cepts for wind protection 
and to get exact answers on 
costs involved in some o f 
these concepts.

"1 believe I have spent 
about $3, 000 more for the 
special energy-saving and 
safety features. " he said.
"An owner should save that 
much on energy in five  years 
at current rates. “

Research on improving 
structures for wind resistance 
began shortly after the city 
o f uibbock was hit by a 
devastating tornado in 1970.

engineers survey- 
ana

Texas Tecr
ing the damage, o f this ar 
subsequent tornadoes, dis­
covered that often an in­
terior hallway or small 
room was left standing while 
the rest of the house has 
been destroyed.

This led to the concept of 
a reinforced interior storm 
shelter. In the Kiesling mod­
e l  their are two o f these-- 
one suggested for homes 
alreadybuiIt and the se­
cond designed for new con­
struction.

"The principal advantage 
o f  the above-ground shel­
ter over a basement is the 
con  saving, " Keisling said.

The one designed for 
existing buildings serves 
as a bathroom In Kiesling's 
house. The plates forming 
the bottom o f the wa 11 
framing were anchored to 
the concrete slab floor.
A n  inner wall was built 
o f three-fourths-Inch ply­

wood covering two layers 
o f welded wire fabric and 
the wall studs. The ply­
wood sheets replaced the 
traditional sheetrock.
The space between the 
plywood sheets was filled  
with concrete. T o  protect 
occupants from missiles, 
the ceiling was covered 
with concrete. The door 
was strengthened with a 
steel plate.

The shelter designed for 
new construction serves as 
a 7 x 12 foot study. Like 
the bathroom shelter, it 
has no windows. Walls 
are 8 - inch thick concrete 
blocks reinforced with 
steel bars filled  with con­
crete. It has a concrete 
ceiling.

Both designs have been 
tested, using a 14-foot,
2 x 4-inch board, weigh­
ing approximately 17 
pounds, as a missile strik­
ing on its end at a speed 
o f 100 miles per hour.
This is considered compar­
able to the impace o f mis­
sies hurtled through the 
air during a tornado.

"Models o f both designs 
easily withstood severe 
pounding by this missle, " 
Kiesling said.

The nouse is topped with 
a mansard-style roof--flat 
with a shingle overhang.
The combination of the 
short wall and the low pro­
fi le  roof reduces the cross 
sectional area subjected 
to winds to about half what 
it would be in a conven­
tional house.

Walls of the house have 
diagonal steel braces to 
add stiffness and strength 
to the entire structure.
W all-to-floor and roof-to- 
wa 11 connections are made 
with anchor bolts, metal 
ties, or by integrated fram­
ing o f wall and roof.

A "stem" at the base of 
the house is o f concrete 
and projects 18 inches from 
the level o f the earth. A 
retaining wall o f equal 
height was constructed near 
the perimeter o f the lot. 
and the space between f i l l ­
ed with soil. The house 
appears to be built atop 
an 18-inch terrace.

Uplift on the roof o f a 
structure can be caused by 
straight winds and by sud­
den changes in the atmos­
pheric pressure outside the 
structure. The combina­
tion is sometimes sufficient 
to life  roofs o ff houses. In 
the Kiesling model, the 
lift caused oy pressure 
changes is relieved by two 
"blow-out panels" in the 
ce ilin g . Tne panels w ill 
be pulled into the attic 
when a sudden pressure 
drop occurs.

Skylights take advantage 
o f the sun's heat to a lim i­
ted extent, but a solar co l­
lector on the roof o f the 
double garage w ill heat 
household water on warm 
days to 130 degrees. A 
water heater in the house 
can further boost the tem-

8erature--probably to 160 
egrees, Kiesling said.

'In it ia l costs for solar 
space heating make it too 
expensive for single fam­
ily  houses, at this time, " 
he said, "but it is well 
within reason for water 
heating."

Outside the house land­
scaping provides a wind­
break o f evergreens on the 
perimeter o f the lot; plant­
ings close to the house 
create "dead a ir" insula­
tion between the plants 
and the exterior walls; 
some deciduous trees shade 
the house in summer and, 
shedding their leaves, let 
sunlight help heat it in 
winter. Trees are o f as­
cending height, the lowest 
to the outside o f the lot. 
The air flow pattern caused 
by this w ill carry the wind 
over the house.

Kiesling estimated that 
each in-residence storm 
shelter would cost about 
$500. The solar heating 
installation cost approxi­
mately $400. Other addi­
tional costs Include double­
pane windows, the sky­
lights. forced-air fans in 
the attic, and h igh-effi­
ciency air conditioning 
units.

Food stamp allotments 
and maximum income e li­
g ib ility standards w ill be 
increased on July 1 by ap­
proximately five  percent, 
according to the U.S. De­
partment o f Agriculture 
(USDA). For example, 
the allotment for a four- 
person household w ill be 
increased from $154 to 
$162 a month, and the 
maximum income e lig ib il­
ity level from $513 to 
>40 per month.
The Food Stamp Act. as
ended by the Agricul-
e and Consumer Protec-
n Act o f 1973 (Public

Law 93-86), directs that 
coupon allotments be ad­
justed semiannually to re­
flect changes in food pric­
es as published by the Bur­
eau o f Labor Statixlcs. 
Maximum income e lig ib il­
ity standards are based on 
allotments and are there­
fore adjusted at the same 
tim e.

Allotment adjustments 
are based on the cost of 
USDA’s Economy Food Plan 
as it is computed from Bur­
eau o f Labor Statistics food 
prices. Adjustments are 
made each July based on 
the cost o f the Economy 
Food Plan In the preceding 
February, and in January 
based on the cost of that 
plan in the preceding Aug­
ust.

The cost o f the Economy 
Food Plan for Feb. 1975 
was $162 for a fam ily of 
four with school children. 
Accordingly, USDA w ill 
raise the value o f the cou­
pon allotment for a four-

r erson household from 
154 to $162 and mate ap­

propriate adjustments for 
other household sizes. In 
line with the Congressional 
intent expressed in House 
Report 94-2, ptachsse re­
quirements w ill not be 
changed, except for house­
holds in the top monthly 
net income brackets.

Positively everything that 
one 'lean on the street this 
week is concerning exper­
iences that were had during 
the Sunday dust storm. My 
own experience was mild 
and rather thrilling. Start­
ed home from Panhandle 
and was within 14 miles of 
home - met the duster and 
turned back, beat it all the 
way to Panhandle, where 
I remained until Monday 
morning.

The most pitiful case I 
have beard of comes first. 
Mrs. H. G. Frisbee was at 
her home with her six month 
old baby. She attempted 
to ge t to the home o f R .
C . Chase during the dust 
storm, where her husband 
was visiting. Mr. Chase 
and Mrs. Frisbee found her 
after she has been in the 
storm for more than an 
hour. She suffered a ner­
vous breakdown and Mr. 
Frisbee carried her to her 
relatives in Missouri Tues­
day morning.

Wonderstruck c i­
tizens o f this community 
were awed for 15 minutes 
yesterday before it bore 
gently but viciously down 
on the, choking them with 
dust and silt, and turning 
the thank o f a balmy after­
noon into midnight black­
ness.

When It was a half 
m ile away, watchers could 
see that it was almost two 
miles high. They also 
could see that if a ll the o il 
in the Panhandle had gone 
up in stupendous ebony- 
blue clouds o f boiling. b il­
lowing smoke, it would not 
have made a sight half as 
fearful. After it struck 
with a swishing, gritty nose, 
the darkness was complete. 
The atmosphere was inky 
for at least 20 minutes.
The duster raged furiously 
until 10 o 'clock when it 
began to subside but the 
air was still fu ll o f dust 
until early today.

Residents o f the southwes­
tern dust bowl marked up 
another black duster today 
and wondered how long it 
would be before another 
came along.

A Iready cheered by two 
days of clear skies and a 
respire from the choking 
silt and sand, they were 
enjoying what started out 
to be a balmy Sunday when 
the duster swept out of the 
north over western Kansas 
and eastern Colorado, an! 
rushed on over the Oklaho­
ma Panhandle and into 
Texas.

Hundreds of Sunday mo­
torists were caught when 
the dense black cloud bore 
down upon them at a rate 
o f 60 miles an hour. Some 
Oklahomans rushed for their 
storm cellars as day was 
turned into night.

Many motorists who at­
tempt*! to drive through 
the cloud o f stinging gra­
ve l and sand, found that 
static electricity, generated 
by the dust particles, had 
disrupted the ignition systems 
on their engines.

Residents o f Perryton, 
Texas, where there have 
been 50 dust storms in 104 
days, described the storm 
"as the worst in history". 
Old-timers in Oklahoma 
and Kansas agreed.

After the main cloud had 
passed, the air still was 
fu ll o f dust. The haze 
spread out fat to the east 
and west.

Barger was again breath­
ing heavily as dust settled 
about the town and a light 
northwest wind blew.

The heavy dust storm 
that struck Lubbock Sunday 
night on the crest o f a 50- 
mile-an-hour, died away 
and the wind subsided to a 
velocity of 24 miles an 
hour Monday.

A biting northerly wind 
brought out heavy garments 
at Paris but there was very 
little dust.

The swirling silt had not 
penetrated East Texas.

Dalhart, Stinnett and 
Pampa reported Sunday night 
that the clouds hovered over 
their vicinities fot more than 
an hour and then gradually 
jwrsaed.away.— Pampa Dally
