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Economic impact to enhance Hansford
The economic impact of the Palo 

Duro dam project will begin being 
felt in Hansford county by late 
apring or early summer now that 
land purchases have begun and the 
awarding of a contract for actual 
construction is imminent.

The Palo Duro River Authority 
received $4.4-million of a proposed 
$22.3-million in bond money last 
summer and once the bid has been 
let for construction, the remainder 
of the bonds--some $17.9-million 
will be sold and the money moved 
to Spearman.

“ Over the 2-year period of 
construction we'll probably have 
between 50 and 80 people working 
at the dam site," notes PDRA 
general manager Johnnie Lee. " A  
goodly number of those workers 
will come from this area."

The PDRA board- according to 
government mandates -set mini­
mum wagers contractors may pay, 
a guide which must be used by 
contractors who bid on construction 
of the dam.

Those wages range from $5 per 
hour for unskilled labor to slightly 
over $10 per hours for heavy 
equipment operators.

"T h e se  are just minimum 
wages," reports Lee. "The con­
tractors have the right to pay more, 
but they connot pay less than the 
minimums we have established."

One Hansford county banker 
noted that the economic impact 
during construction could be con­
siderable, depending upon the 
number of times the money turns

before leaving the community.
Assuming an average pay of 

$18,000 annually per worker, the 
annual payroll during construction 

x could be as high as $1.1 million.
This does not take into account 

services which will be provided 
locally, such as dirt work, concrete 
and ancialliary business generated 
by the construction.

"I f  the money will turn three 
times we could see an economic 
benefit of several million dollars 
each year,”  notes a Spearman 
banker. And that can’ t help but be 
good for Hansford county."

According to a 1984 study by the 
Army Corps of Engineers, general 
and specialized recreation from the 
lake should generate another 
$836,760 annually for Hansford 
county.

"I 'v e  been told this is a conser­
vative estimate," explains the 
PDRA general manager. "A nd, 
this study was done in 1984 on 
guidelines established in 1982 and 
1983. It's possible that the figures 
are even more conservative now 
than were in 1984."

The Army study performed as a 
part of the enviromental impact 
study by the corps of engineers.

According to the study, some 
162,200 general recreation users 
are expected to take advantage of 
the lake once it is filled to the point 
where it is usable as a recreational 
facility.

In addition, another 57,800 
specialized recreation users -such 
as hunting and fishing -will utilize 
the lake area as well.

Several contractors--one as far 
away as California -have already 
been in contact with Lee regarding 
the upcoming bid.

Advertisements for bids will go 
out in Febuary with a March 9 date 
set to open bids.

Those bids will be opened in a 
special meeting of the PDRA board 
of directors set for 10 a.m. that day 
in the Spearman high school audi­
torium.
