These stores 
are serviced from twelve 
warehouses throughout the 
U .S .A .

T .G .& T . began operations 
in 1936, with headquarters, 
general offices, and ware­
house in Oklahoma C ity.

The firm had grown to 
128 stores at the end of 1957 
when purchased by Butler 
Brothers of Chicago, remain - 
ing an autonomous division 
and continuing under the 
management of T .G .& Y . 
officers.

The division had climbed 
to 219 stores by 1960, the 
year Butler Brothers was 
purchased by City Products 
Corporation, with headquar­
ters in Chicago and operating 
througliout the United States, 
including Hawaii and Alaska. 
City Products Corporation and 
its subsidiaries conduct a d i­
versified business consisting 
principally of the sales of 
general merchandise through 
company Mjyncd and fran­
chised stores, ikiTnc lurnislt- 
ings and department stores. 
T .G .& Y . continued to oper­
ate as an autonomous division 
under the management of 
the same group of officers. 

Scott Stores, a subsidiary

o f City Products, merged 
with T .G .& Y . in 1969.
Scott operated 110 stores in 
18 stales, with most of its 
outlets being clustered in 
the Great Lakes and Middle 
Western states. This merger 
brought all of City Products' 
company-owned variety 
stores into the T .G .& Y . Di­
vision.

Plans for the growth of 
T .G .& Y . c a ll for 1,000 
stores by 1976, doing a 
volume of about $800,000,

T h e U .S . Department 
of Agriculture (USDA) 
today amended the re­
gulations for Its Food 
stamp Program so that 
the purchase requirement 
for a participating house­
hold will generally— but 
not always—be set at a 
uniform 30 percent of the 
household's adjusted net 
monthly Income.

Responding to the many 
comments received from 
interested persons, USDA's 
Food and Nutrition Service 
(FNS) made two revisions 
in the amendment to the 
regulations that it had pro­
posed last month:

--T h e  maximum amount 
that a household will bis 
required to nay will be 
limited to $1 .00  less than 
the am ouit of food stamps 
for which the household 
qualifies for the month.

— In computing the amount 
that a household pays for 
its coupon allotm ent, any 
amounts that are less than 
a whole dollar will be 
dropped from the purchase 
requirement.

One other exception Is 
already provided, by law, 
to the uniformity of the 
purchase requirement .
Food stamps cotxinue to 
be com pletely free for a ll 
one-and two-person house­
holds with a net monthly 
Income of less than $20 a 
month, and for a ll other 
households with income of 
less than $30 a month.

These final amendments 
to the Food Stamp Program 
regulations are scheduled 
to be published in the Fe­
deral Register Wednesday. 
January 22, and w ill go 
into effect March 1.

Details of the proposal to 
amend the Food Stamp Pro­
gram regulations were an­
nounced December 4  (Press 
Release USDA 3509-74). 
and text of the proposed 
amendment was published 
in the Federal Register De­
cember 6 . Comments, 
suggestions, ot objectives 
were Invited from a ll  in­
terested persons for consi­
deration in making the 
decision on the proposal, 
and a period o f 21 days wasL 
allowed for them to be .%* 
submitted.

Comments on the proposed 
amendment were received 
from 4,317 interested per­
sons and organizations.
A ll of these comments have 
been carefully reviewed and 
analyzed In tne process of 
making the decision on the

Most of die comments re­

ceived dealt with the e f­
fects of the proposed a- 
mendmerx on various in­
dividual cases of partici­
pants in the Food Stamp 
Program. Many of these 
comments said the chance 
would make it more diffi­
cult to take part in the pro­
gram, or not worth the tim e 
required—while other com ­
ments favored Increased 
contributions by participants 
in the program.

Responding to these com ­
ments, the amendment was 
revised to lim it the amount 
that a household pays as its 
purchase requirement to 
$1.00 less than the total 
monthly coupon allotment 
for the household. But it 
was decided to implement 
the 30 percent purchase re­
quirement for most of the 
participants in the program, 
since requiring a ll participa­
ting households to pay the 
same percentage of their in­
come for their food stamps 
provides greatest fairness ro 
a ll. This principle of equity 
in the program is in line with 
provisions of the Food Stamp 
Act which specify that the 
purchase requirement shall be 
a reasonable amount, not to 
exceed 30 percent of the 
household's income.

Some state welfare agencies 
commented on the adminis­
trative complexity of the 
amendment, and the vulner­
ability that it afforded for 
caseworkers to make errors. 
The two changes in the pro­
posed amendment—to require 
a bonus of at least $1.00, and 
to drop the cents In compu­
ting the purchase require­
ment—were made in re­
sponse to these comments.

The amendment to the 
regulations that will be 
published Wednesday 
amends purchase require­
ments only fot the 48 
states and District of Co­
lumbia, but the same 
amendment will be pub­
lished fot the test of the 
United States shortly there­
after.

The 
annual inshipment of cattle  
during 1974 into Texas to­
taled, 1 ,754 ,000  head com - 
pared to 2 ,6 8 0 ,0 0 0  head In 
1973, a decrease of 35 p e r- j 
cent. This gave Texas a 
net out-shipment of 772,400 
head during 1974 o f cattle 
and calves.

According to U .S . D .A ., 
cattle  and c a lf  slaughter 
under federal inspection and 
other com m ercial slaughter, 
excluding farm slaughter, 
during 1974 totaled 39 ,781,200 
head an increase of 10.7 
percent from the 35 ,9 3 5 ,6 0 0  
head slaughtered in 1973.
Total live weight of cattle  
and ca lf slaughter in 1974 
totaled 39 ,003  millions lbs. 
an increase of 9 percent 
above 1973 level of 25,719 
million lbs. The average 
live weight per animal 
slaughtered in 1974 was 
98 0 .4  lbs. compared to 
993 .9  lbs. in 1973. This 
indicates that more lighter 
weight cattle  were being 
slaughtered in 1974.

This a ll indicates an in­
crease in beef consumption 
last year. But the rate of 
consumption last year was 
not large enough to keep 
up with the increase in beef 
cow numbers and their cur­
rent ca lf  crop. We have got 
to cat more beef and slaugh­
ter even larger numbers of 
cattle  this year to just keep 
up with the increase from 
the largei cow herd this 
year.

Grain stocks -  In the United 
States Januaty 1 stocks of 
a ll grains except wheat were 
below a year earlier. Stocks 
of the 4 feed grains (com , 
sorghum, oats, and barley) 
totaled 114 m etric tons, 22 
percent less than holdings 
on January 1, 1974.

Stocks of all wheat were 
up 19 percent from a year 
earlier. Soybean stocks 
were 14 percent below a 
year ago. Com in a ll stor­
age positions on January 1, 
1976 totaled 3,614 million 
bushels, down 19 percent 
from a year earlier. Sor­

ghum in storage totaled 381 
million bushels on January 
1, 1975, 41 percent below 
a year eatlier. A ll wheat 
in storage on January 1, 1975 
totaled 1,100 million bush­
els, 19 percent above a year 
earlier but 21 percent less 
than 2 years ago.

It represents their share of 
a $335.600,000 distribution 
of dividends that will be 
made to policyholders by 
the Veterans Administration.

The total Is $31, 800, 000 
more than was paid out last 
year. The record amount 
Is attributed principally to 
the fact that the Insurance 
trust funds have been earn­
ing more because of the 
higher interest rates and 
therefore have more money 
available for dividends.

In Hansford Couity, where 
the latest count shows a 
total of 620 World War and 
Korean veterans, only about 
21 percent of them will be 
getting checks, the figures 
indicate.

Will Effect Texans

The energy tax pro- 
p ou li contained in 
President Fold’s State of 
die Union message are 
designed to generate 
$ 9 .5  billion per year 
from an excise tax of 
$2 .0 0  per barrel on do­
mestic crude o il and an 
import fee of $ 2 .0 0  to 
$ 3 .0 0  per barrel on for­
eign crude o il, $ 8 .5  
billion per year from an 
excise tax of $ 0 .3 7  per 
M cf on natural gas, and 
$12 billion per year from 
a windfall profits tax on 
o il producers. The total 
tax burden on the o il and 
gas industry, nationwide. 
Is $30 billion per year.

Under the Preddem's

r year.
Average residential

EFFECT ON TEXAS’ ECO 
NOMY.

The Texas economy Is 
largely based on oil and
gas production and the re­
fining, processing, and 
manufacturing industries

year in gas excise taxes 
alone. This represents 
2 6 .4  per ceix  of the total 
$ 8 .5  billion national tax 
burden imposed on 
natisal gas.

Additionally, Texas 
will pay $646 million 
per year in crude o il ex­
cise taxes, or 6 .7  per 
ce r t  of the total $ 3 .5  
billion tax burden.

The total o il and gas 
excise tax bieden for 
Texas Is $ 2 ,8 7 8  billion 
per year - -  about 16 per 
ce r t  of the $18 billion 
total for the Nation. 
Texans represeit 5 .5  per 
ce r t  of the United States 
population and win pay 
■6 per ce rt of the tax, or 
3 times more tax per capi­
ta than the national ave­
rage.

The effect on Texas of 
the windfall profits tax 
on o il producers Is diff­
icult to evaluate at pre­
sent. but with 36 per cert 
of the Nation's crude oil 
production, Texas Is 
likely to suffer a dispropor­
tionate share of this $12 
billion per year cost as 
weU.
DIRECT EFFECT ON 
TEXAS CITIZENS

The direct and Imm­
ediate impact on Indivi­
dual Texans can be shown 
as follows:

1. Average residential
gas rates will Increase

that have located In Texas 
due to these valuable 
natural resources. Almost 
a ll  of the energy used by 
Individuals and Industries 
In Texas (9 9 .9  percent)
Is derived from o il and 
gas. The state’s electric 
generating capacity Is 
currently dependsrt on 
natural gas for fuel.

The largest value-added 
Industry In Texas, petro­
chem icals, depends on 
natural gas for feedstock 
and fuel, and upon 6 .7  
per cent of our refinery 
capacity for raw materials 
and feedstock. The petro­
chem ical industry will In­
cur a total tax of about 
$512 million per year, 
which will mean a 46 .2 5  
per cent Increase In Its 
refinery product cost di­
rectly resulting from the 
proposed excise tax on o il 
and gas. These Increased 
costs in gas and o il pro­
ducts will increase tne 
cost of petrochemical pro­
ducts by an estimated 15 
per ceix and 10 per ceix 
for gas and oil, respectively.

One of every fo il workers 
In Texas depends on 
either o il and gas production, 
refining and processing, 
agriculture, or transportation 
(truck, buses, air) for his 
employment. Any federal 
tax that falls heavily on 
the ability of these impor- 
tart industries to market 
their products or services 
could have a rapid advene 
impact on the livelihood 
of this large segment of 
the Texas w orkforce. A

crippling of the economic 
viability of these Industries 
by a large federal tax 
burden. In addition to 
costing jobs, will reduce 
receipts Itto , and Increase 
expenditures from, the 
State Treasury. The ripple 
effect on the remaining 
segments of the Texas e c ­
onomy can not be estimated 
with precision and should be 
determined by a Texas e c ­
onomic imput-output model 
as soon as possible.

It is ironic that the North­
eastern states, whose policies 
resulted in our currerx short­
age of o il and gas. have been 
singled out by Preside)* Ford 
to receive preferential treat­
ment under the new excise 
tax and Import fee proposals. 
The Northeast, which by pre­
vious choice consumes 
mostly foreign oil, will be 
allowed a rebate of $1.80 
per barrel after March, 1975, 
on each barrel of imported 
o il products. This rebate 
is to "overcome any severe 
regional Impacts that could 
be caused by large fees In 
Import dependent a re a s ."
No such consideration is 
afforded regional areas 
such as Texas and some 
other producing states 
that will be "severely 
affected " by large excise 
taxes on domestic crude 
o il and natural gas.

The Northeast Is a l­
ready benefiting by the 
FEA's "Old Oil Entitle­
ments" program which 
allows it to share In 
lower priced domestic 
o il, and forces Texas 
and other producing 
states, whose citizens 
use Uttle or no foreign 
o il going to market In 
the New England area.

The compound in­
equity of allowing the 
consuming states prefer­

ential treatment under 
both the allocation 
program and the excise 
tax and import fee pro­
posals, while saddling 
the citizens of Texas 
with a larger financial 
burden under both, should 
not be permitted.

The Texas Department 
of Agriculture In conjunc­
tion with the Texas Legis­
lature, which provided 
funds for the program, has 
recently published 1973 
Agriculture Statistics for 
each county.

The project is In cooper­
ation with the Statistical 
Reporting Service of the 
U .S . Department of Agri­
culture.

5.615.000 bushels.

There were 1 ,100 acres
planted to oats with 400 
acres being harvested for 
a yield o f 6 0 .5  bushels per 
acre and a to u t production 
of oats 24 ,200 . Eight hun­
dred acres were planted to 
barley with 750 acres har­
vested for a yield o f 4 4 .8  
bushels per acre and a to­
tal production for barley of 
33 ,600 bushels.

of 6 ,600 bushels.
In sorghum production, 

there were 91,400 acres 
planted to grain sorghums 
with 87,500 acres being 
harvested for a yield per 
harvested acre of 94.1 
bushels for a to u l produc­
tion of 8 ,2 3 7 ,0 0 0 , There 
were 900 harvested acres 
of hay sorghums for a yield 
of 1.9 tons per acre and a 
toul production o f 1, 700 
tons. There were 18,000 
acres planted to corn sor­
ghums and 13,000 acres 
harvested for a yield of 
120.5 bushels per acre and 
a total of 1 ,5C7,000 bush­
els. Four thousand seven 
hundred acres were harves­
ted of grain sorghums with 
a yield of 18. 7 tons per 
acre and a total production 
of 88,100 tons.

Soybeans accounted for 
1,600 acres planted and 
1,500 harvested for a yield 
per acre of 2 5 .3  bushels 
and a tou l Hansford County 
production of 38,000 bush­
els. Six hundred acres of 
alfalfa hay were harvested 
with a yield of 3 .5 0  tons 
and a to u l production of 
2,100 tons. Other hay ac - 
counted for 1,800 acres 
harvested for a yield per 
acre of 2 ,28  and a to u l 
production of 4,100 tons.

In the irrigated crops
127,000 acres were planted 
to wheat with 93,000 acres 
being harvested for a yield 
per acre of 4 2 .9  bushels. 
This compares to 82,000 
acres planted and not Ir­
rigated with 64,000 acres 
being harvested for a yield 
of 38 .0  bushels per acre 
(non-irrigated).

In the 1973 Livestock

Production and Marketing 
Division of the report
265 .000  head o f cattle  
were marketed from feed- 
lots. There was a to u l of
180.000 cattle  In Hansford 
County in 1973 with 5 ,000 
beef cows that have calved 
and 81,000 head on feed.
On hand preceding Decem ­
ber 1, 1973, in Hansford 
County there were 500 hogs. 
There were 6 ,0 0 0  hens and 
pullets of laying age at 
that time listed in the re ­
port.

In 1973 according to the 
report a to u l o f $1,234, 507 
were paid by the U .S . 
Government for the Feed 
Grain Program; $1,443,971 
paid for the Wheat Program; 
$217,00, Wool and Mohair 
Program. $11,020 for Crop­
land Adjustment Program; 
and $ 6 ,0 8 9  for Rural B i-  
vironmental Asslsuncc Pro­
gram.

Cash receipts from Farm 
Marketings for a ll crops 
was $33 ,478 in 1973 as 
compared to $13,949 for 
1972. The cash receipts 
for Livestock and Livestock 
Products amounted to $60 ,066 
in 1973 compared to the 
$45,318 figure for 1972.
T o u l crops and livestock 
stood at $ 9 3 ,5 4 4  for the 
1973 Hansford County figure 
and $59 .267 for 1972. G o- 
vernmeni payments in 1973 
amounted to $2 ,6 9 6  and in 
1972, $ 5 .9 9 2 . T o u l farm 
marketings and government 
payments for 1973 stood at 
$ 9 6 ,2 4 0 , compared to 
$65 ,2 5 9  in 1972.

The above sutistics and 
figures were sent from the 
Texas Department o f Agri­
culture along with John C. 
White, Commissioner ex ­
pressing his thanks to the 
farmers and ranchers who 
furnished basic data for 
their farms and ranches.

The Lake Theo park site 
diares many features with 
nearby Palo Duro Canyon 
Sure park but is surprising­
ly different in character.

"The D arker Side
O f Childhoo”

Texas may have at 
many as 32 ,000  latch­
key children under age 
six—children who are 
left to care for them ­
selves while their parents 
work--according to a 
newly published book.

"The Darker Side of 
Childhood" was published 
In November by the Texas 
Department of Comm­
unity Affairs' Office of 
Early Childhood Devel­
opment.

Subtitled "46 Things 
You Need to Know About 
Texas C hildren," the 
book lists 46 facts re­
lating to child care, 
fam ilies, nutrition, 
health and public services.

The facts were 
collected from such 
sources as the U. S.
Census Bureau and the 
State Department of 
Health's Bureau of Vital 
Statistics, as well as 
from the Texas Nutrition 
Survey of 1968-69 and 
the Texas Household 
Survey of Families With 
Children Under Six, 
commissioned by the 
Texas Department of 
Community Affairs In 
1973.

Some of the facts the 
book contains are:

— 3 of 4 families with 
children under six in 
Texas have moved in

the last five years.
— 76,000 Texas pre­

schoolers eat no break­
fast.

—84 percent of work­
ing mothers with children 
under six In Texas are 
working because of e c ­
onomic necessity.

—Among Texas 
children under six, 1 In 
3 is in a child care 
arrangement.

—A poor child has 
less chance of receiving 
public social services in 
Texas than in any other 
state In the nation.

The titles of the book 
was adapted from a 
statement by Gov. Dolph 
Briscoe In a speech to 
the Early Childhood Task 
Force of the Education 
Commission of the States 
in March.

He referred to a 
standard Image of child­
hood as "days of happ­
iness and days free of 
the concerns we a ll face 
as adults. But there Is 
another, darker side of 
childhood for some.

“Youth also Is repre- 
serted by young runaways, 
battered children, men­
tally retarded and handi­
capped children, foster 
children, and children 
who have been brought 
before the Courts. "
