However, our present fund 
will only admit of the employment 
of three teachers.

Our present special tax is only 
15 cents and we recommend that 
an election be held to raise the tax 
to at least 30 cents. We deserve 
the co operation of all patrons and 
in order to have a nine months 
term, with four teachers, we must0
have more money, than is in sight 
at present. We hope the patrons 
will agitate this matter, talk with 
each other and with the trustees, 
and that all may see the necessity 
of a higher tax, that we may have 
a longer term of school and be 
able to pay all teachers a decent 
salary.
