CONTROVERSY OVER YAP

W ashington -D isposition of the 
Y ap  question has been virtually 
agreed upon, so far as Japan and 
th e  United States  are concerned. 
Ambassador Sbidehara and Secretary 
«>f S ta te  Hughes, it is learned, have 
mutually accepted a program which, 
when formally drafted, will provide 
t.s follows:

1. Establishes universal extra ter 
ritoriality for the island. Any and 
all nations are entitled to extra  
territoriality  rights and can estab­
lish cable s t a t i o n s  on the island.

2. Of the three cables radiating

Amounted to 86.500 000 Ton*—  
Illinois in Lead.

Eleven principal crops afforded S»»,- 
fiOO.OUO tons for hauling ou country 
roads in the yearly average of 1915 to 
1919, or -7  tons |s*r 10 0  acres har­
vested. Among tiie results of compu­
tations made by the bureau of crop 
estim ates. United S ta tes  Department 
of Agriculture, Illinois is far  in the 
lead of s ta tes  in providing crop haul- 
age, ami its fraction o f  the United 
S ta te s  total is one-tenth, or 8.S55.0U9 
tons. Iowa has 6.590.000 tons, and 
K an sas somewhat more than one-half 
of the Illinois tonnage hauled, with 
4 .8 6 J.<nn> tons. Following in order are  
Nebraska, Indiana, Ohio an d . T exas, 
with 4,050.000 tons in the last-named 
state . T he difference between high 
and low costs of hauling due to poor 
or good condition of roads reaches a 
large figure iu the hauling of this 
great tonnage, or a  large fraction 
thereof.

Tbe valley of Slieve-natnoD is so- 
called front tiie mountain of that 
fiume which *i times lowers aloft, 
cold dark and repellent, hut when 
clothed in the soft gray mists of early j 
morning or batneu in the glamor of 
an Irish sunset is truly a sight to j 
gladden the senses. Tiie valley em ­
braces part of thut section of Tipper­
ary called the Holden vale uf Muu 
sie i,  said to be tbe richest farming 
la n d  in all Ireland. f

Away to the northeast 19 the fa- j 
□iou* Devil's B it mountain, another of 
ihe Haliee range. It was on this Mouu- ] 
tain that Cromwell is said to have 1 
't* od when he turned to his soldiers 
and said : “This is indeed a laud well 
worth fighting for."

'Ihe sides of the luuuniain are  very- 
steep and the climb a hard one, hut 
the view well repays for the trouble. 
Av.ay to the north a vision of won­
derful blue bills and little green val­
ley'. and afar off a glimpse of the 
lotdlv Shannon and to the south the 
beautiful Hidden vale dotted over with 
little whitewashed cottages and farm 
house'. Further south is the famous 
tlock of ("ashel, the »eat of the kings 
of Munster, a very m tere'tiug series 
of ruins and well worthy a visit

T here  is a story attached to every 
place of note In Ireland, aud it goes 
without saying that the Devil's Bit has 
one. If you visit auy of tiie peasant 
homes in the valley, the woman of 
the house will tell you this story 
a '  she bustles at,out preparing you a 
cup of tea :

One day. the devil, through mis­
take, landed In tbe hmeruld isle aud. 
having lost his way, became very 
hungry. He date  not enter any peas 
aui's  cabin and a 'k  for food or shel­
ter. for lie knew that few anff far  
be ween were the homes w-here a lit­
tle wooden cross was not hanging on 
the wall.

He sat down at tiie foot of the moun­
tain a while and w a s  »orely troubled. 
But on looking up he 'aw  a goat mak­
ing his wav up the rough mountain 
side aud instantly lie was on his feet. 
He started in hot pursuit, but the goat 
being very nimble, * '  are  most of his 
kind 'e e u ie j  to be getting the best of 
the race.

Foraged with fear  of losing his prey 
the ruler of the lower regions let out 
a terrific roar, and openiug his huge 
mouth, hit a hole out of the mountain 
side. And the “b it” is there today to 
show itself. And if you are a doubt­
ing Thomas, you will Bud the rocks 
wh eh he could not swallow scattered 
over the mountain side, some of them 
latge enough to build a good sized 
house.

How Gold Belonging to Georgia Finan- j 
c m  ln«titutlon Waa Kept Out of 

Sherman** Hand*.

How tiie money of tiie S tate  Bank 
•f Georgia was successfully hidden 
during Sherm an's inarch to the >ea, 
aud how the entire suiu. which was 
beiwreu $150,000 aud I 20U.OUU. wa> re­
turned to the bank virtually intact, 
makes a strange story. An old sub­
scriber sends us the tale.

On the evening of November 28, 
1804, W allace Gumming, cashier of 
tiie Bunk at Savannah, was ordered 
to lake the mouey out of danger, for 
Sherman was approaching the city. 
Cum m ings wife, who subsequently 
w id e  tiie story of tiie adventure for 
her grandchildren, accompanied him 
on a special train that was hurrying 
to cross the Aitamnha river before the 
southern troops cut tiie bridge. The 
gold w h s  [lacked in nail kegs. At 
Tliouiasville they hired an empty store 
and placed th« kegs of gold there. 
Jerry , one of Cuuuuing's servants, 
took turns with a man named Boss iu 
guarding the store at night.

I.ater they transported the money to 
Macon, where the State bank had a 
branch office. In April. 1S65, news 
came that another federal force was 
making its way southward, and what 
to do with tiie money became again 
an anxious question.

Finally they decided to wear what 
gold they could, bury some and sink 
the rest in a deep well. Each mem­
ber of the family of Mr. and Mrs. 
Tlionms .W'Mt, with whom the Cuiu 
tnlng family had lived for six months, 
wore wide belts made of heavy linen, 
which they bad 'titched full of $2U 
gold piei ev That of course took care 
of a comparatively small sum. Fvery 
day Mr Cumndng made several trips 
between t h e  house and the hank, and 
on each trip came home loaded with 
money. Ne-bit. who owned a large

b*ng. round iron

night \'o-l»it and Humming went out 
into the front yard, which was a mass 
of rosebushes iu full bloom. They 
tb ru 'i  the rod down close to tiie roots 
of a bu'h and as deep as their united 
strength could sink i t ;  then they filled 
the hole with gold eagles, which they 
dtopped in one by oue, and threw 
loose earth over the top. In that way 
they buried between $30,000 and $40- 
0 0 0 ; and they kept a record of how 
much WH' burled under each rosebush. 
The rest of the money they sewed up 
in little hags, which they placed in 
boxes and let down Into a deep well. 
Two days a fter  the gold was buried 
the Yankee army took possession of 
Macon and seized the assets of two 
or three other hank- in Savannah.

Cumming was captured, but all 
that tiie army found in bis vault was 
several b arre l '  of Confederate money 
and a few hundred dollars iu silver 
that he had not had time to hide.

The money remained in the garden 
and in the well more than two years, 
and all of it was recovered and re­
turned to the bank at Savannah ex­
cept one small package of gold $1 
piece', which was lost in the mud end 
water.— Youth's Companion.

The infra muscular injection of the 
ethyl esters of the fatty  acids of 
chauluioogru oil usually lead* to a rap­
id improvement in tlie clinical symp­
toms of leprosy.
