CITY ORDINANCE
AN ORDINANCE TO PROHIBIT 

THE ERECTION OF BUILDINGS 
WITHOUT A PERMIT FROM THE 
CITY SECRETARY.

Be it ordained by the City Council 
of the City of Tahoka, Texas:

1st: That it shall be unlawful for 
any person, firm of corporation to do 
any building or improving upon the 
lots of the city of Tahoka, Texas, 
without a permit from the* City Sec­
retary.

2nd: That all plans and improve­
ments will have to be filed with the 
City Secretary with estimated cost 
before a permit will be granted.

3rd: That there will be a charge
of One (Sl’.OO) Dollar for first One 
Thousand Dollars or fraction there­
of, and Fifty Cents for each addition­
al thousand dollars or fraction there­
of.

4th: That any person, firm or cor­
poration violating any provisions of 
this ordinance shall be deemed guilty 
of a misdemeanor and upon convic­
tion in the Mayor’s or Recorder's 
Court shall be fined in any sum not 
to exceed One Hundred ($100.00) 
Dollars and shall stand committed 
until such fine and cost are fully paid, 
but such commitment shall not ex­
ceed thirty days.

5th: That all ordinanes or parts
of ordinances in conflict herewith 
are repealed.

6th: That this ordinance shall be
in full force and effect frqm and after 
its passage and publication as re­
quired by law.
