EDITORS NOTE:—This is th** second 
of a series of Articles on AGRICUL­
TURAL PROBLEMS prepared by JutlRe 
S. A. Lindsey, chairman of the Texas 
Farm Life Com mission.

Suppose one wishes to borrow on 
land security, $ 10,000. It is not 
easy to find one person who ;>a' 
that sum to lend. When he d>ie~ 
he finds a man of affa irs  who 
will lend the money only on such 
rates as prevail in that community. 
It is easier to find twenty per­
sons with $500 or a hundred with 
$100 each. In Eastern states and 
in European countries working 
people and persons of small mefcns 
prut by their savings in savins 
banks which pay 3 and 4 per cent 
on time deposits. The savings 
banks assemble many hundred 
millions of dollars. The depos'.ts 
in the Postals Savings Bank of 
this nation already amount to $40,- 
000,000 although they pay only 
2 per cent interest. People of 
small means are the greatest source 
of cheap money. Their money 
builds sky-erapers. factories, ships 
railroads, telegraph, telephone sys­
tems and so on. which is assem­
bled in this wise: The enterprise
is incorporated and issues mortgage 
bonds. A million dollars may be 
put into bonds of $30 each, hear­
ing 4 or 5 or 6 per cent intere-t. 
Concerns which make a busine— 
of selling such ‘•ecurities furnish 1 
the money desired and sell these 
bonds to investors in such securi- ! 
ties among whom will be clerk- 
book-keepers, laborers, school-teach­
ers, preachers, professional peopl 
and all kinds of non-businc-* per­
sons. Thus is capital a--* milled 
which finances big enterprises. '1 he 
rich do not, as some suppose, furn­
ish cheap money; they borrow and 
use the money of non-busines- 
peoplo.

Everv one of 1 ncle Sam’s in­
dustries except iii- greatest. *a-_:i'i- 
eulture. has worked out methods 
of getting to the source of clieap 
monev, and he ha» decided to woix 
out a system for that neglected 
industry. He sends his agent- t<> 
sill parts q{ the world. Some of 
these in the countries of Conti­
nental Europe have reported that 
the people there have systems of 
rural credits which marn-je to tap 
this great source of 'cheap money 
just as other industries do, and 
receive copious -treams of finance 
which give new life and vigor to 
agriculture, causing the fields to 
bring forth five-fold. Desiring to 
*ee what light these systems might 
shed on our agricultural problems 
President Wilson sent a l ommis- 
-on last year throughout Europe 
to investigate the system* there 
This commission saw that land 
mortgage sreuritie- when i'-ued in 
small denominations so that peo­
ple of small means?- could purchase 
them with their savings were the 
favorite of all securities. People 
everv where love the soil; they 
dwell upon it. from it comes their 
food and raiment, and they have 
faith in it above all things else 
even above the government itself. 
Hence they who went on thi- in- 
v-stigation found that land se­
curities everywhere commanded 
■«heai>r money than the bonds of 
the governments, and these aecuri- 
tic- have stood the test' of a hun­
dred years.

The methods are so simple and 
the benefits so great and wide- 
spread that one seeing them won­
ders whv we should not long ago 
have adopted some similiar method 
suited to agricultural condition! 
here. This Commission has pre­
pared a plan which is now be­
fore Congress and which I wii. 
explain in my next article.
