In order that stem-end rot and losses
in transit due to other causes may he
ced, farmers should make every
effort to carry out the following sug-
gestions at harvest season:

Moss can be quite readily cleared
from the trees. The solution of strong
hordeaux I8 one of the Lest sprays.
The old formula of lime, sulphur and
galt, where the same weight of salt is
used in the spray as of lime and sul-
phur, namely 15 pounds 1o 50 gallons
of the concentrated spray, IS also very
efficient in removing moss.  DBut a sub-
stance which is very good to use I8
common lIye. The lye can bhe used
strafght by dissolving in plain water,
or It can be used in the lime solphur
spray. The rate to use about one
pound can of Iye for every six or seven
gallons of spray. It cleans off the
moss quite readily, seems to soften the
bark and gives it a clean, brizht ap-
pearance.

The chief reason birds are not more
numerous and that insect pests conse-
quently inerease o rapldly is that suit-
able places are aot provided for nest-
ing  with protection from vermin.

There Is un increasing spread be-
tween the production of fluxseed in
the United States and the dempnd for
liome conswnption, according to the
United States Departnent of Agricul-
ture.  Un®i 1005 Uis country produced,
on an average, more than it consumed
uand therefore was able to export u
surplus in nearly every year. Begin-
uing with 1009, however, our prudu:'—
tion began to decline, while our re-
quirements begun to increase  with
population. Net imports consequently
have increased. The reduction in con-
sumption in 19017 and 1915 was due to
war restrictions, and that in 1920 and
Y. to business depression. It I8
fairly certain thuat the tigures for 1922,
when available, will show an Increase
in consumption.

As the United States changed in po-
sition from an exporter to an lmporter
of tluxseed, the farm price of flax in-
creased materially. In 1907, when a
surplus of over 4,000,000 bushels was
exported, the farm price of tlaxseed
on December 1 averaged 96 cents a
bushel.

Kans, The Kan-
sas infestation is over a region where
the growing of garden peas is rather
extensive. The assoclation of alfalfa
and peas is suggested as being favor-
able for the multiplication of this in-
sect.

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Commends Forestry Methods of France

Charles Lathrop Pack, president
of the American Tree assocliation, who
has been sending millions of young
trees to France to help reforest the
devastated battle areas, commends to
Americans the methods.of the Freach
as told In a report recelved by the
assoclation. He says the operations
in the forest of Roentgen near Alx la
Chapelle and In the forest near Cleves
are conducted along the most sclen-
tific 1ines.

“We find,” says Mr. Pack, “that
the French and the Belgians have dut
something like four million board feet,
with the coming growth fully in mind.

“This Is much different from the
slashing and girdling done by the Ger-
mans during the war In thelr retreuts.
In this Frénch method there s a great
lesson for the United States. With
France there are always more trees
coming,

“In the United States there are
milons of acres of idle lund once covered with growing trees, They ooyld
be that way today had sclentific forestry been practiced In this country
during the last forty yeers. There should be a forest crop In this country
Just as there are other kinds of crops.

Every time the objective is
opened, the electro-light transformer Is effected In the telehor, also, with a
selenlum cell which changes the different light eiements of.the picture to sim-
llar electro-l!ght currents In the instrument, The obstacle to effecting this up
to now has been In the nature of the selenium, which acted very slowly so'
that the cell wes Ineffective. The solution of the problem was made possible
in the telehor with the invention of an exceedingly small selenium cell, which is
capable of registering 100,000 light changes per second.
