Americans buy more spieces
than any other group, both in
quantity and variety. This Is
probably due to the many eth.
nic groups who use spices for
their native dishes and to ex.
panding tastes which come with
expanding income.

Most spices inthe United States
are imported; last year about

37 million worth was shipped.

Spanish saffron is the most
expensive spice costing about
$100 a pound. Pepper in the
most common spice import.

All spices are derived from
aromatic parts o f tropical
plants. Those imported inquan-
tity to the United States are
allspice, cardamonseed, cassia
which is marketed as cinnamon,
cloves, ginger, nutmeg, mace,
pepper, turmeric and vanilla
beans.

Cardmon costs from $2 tc
$5 a pound unprocessed making
a costly spice.

Zanalbar has a poor crog
of cloves this year so prices
sprang from 38 cents a pound
to $1.75. Cloves help pickle
and preserve, make catsup, cho
colate and baked goods. Clove
il, is used to flavor chewing
gum and candy, in soap and
perfume and in pharmaceutical
preparations.
